
Embodiment
1. Occurs when a social actor embraces a set of dispositions, practices, and habitus
2. Occurs through the production of a “sensing being”
3. Is profoundly a social product 
· Obvious point: Embodiment points us in the direction of considering how bodies “live” in space and time and points us away from how representations of bodies can be read in a given space and time 
· How did minds get separated from bodies?
· Descartes: the mind is the generator of everything and the body is just the receptacle, it is passive 
· “ I think therefore I am”
· Mind/body dualism
· Communication between minds 
· Transmission model
· Freud says there’s a part of us that isn’t located in the mind  the subconscious 
· Foucault, “Technologies of the Self”
· How do people learn to conduct themselves? 
· People are taught to govern themselves 
· Impotencyerectile dysfunction (now means that it is a problem within the mechanism not the self) 
· Our bodies have slowly become machines 
· Pharmaceuticals (you can repair the body like it is a mechanism) 
· The body as a means through which communication takes place
· Embodiment: MAT x (R + SE + MED + PR) = C – DIA – TRANS
· MAT: materiality
· R: ritual
· SE:senses
· MED: mediation
· PR: practice 
· C: communication
· DIA: dialogue
