Greeks believed they were descendants of Gods
Carroping
Phratries - brotherhood (fraternities)
Polis - Polis is Greek word for city
Acropolis - high city (build on top of a hill or mountain) and build a wall for defensive purposes - easier to defend themselves from higher up
Agora - marketplace, built outside the city (also a place to exchange ideas)
Greeks were not unified - separate peoples fighting against each other
Greek city states were replaced by the Roman empire
Rome was large - between .5 and 1.5 million people
To have this many people you must have a good transportation system to feed everyone - they had good roads to bring food and goods
Ancient Rome working conditions - 5-6 hours a day, around 6 days a week
Circus Maximas - sports stadium - where they had gladiatorial games
Strong feeling of alienation
When the Roman Empire collapsed, so did everything else
Dark ages - end of science, art, trade - cities declined in size (population) and important, became for isolated
Renaissance - French for rebirth
Pope says they need to take back the Holy Land - start crusades - send Europeans to Middle East to take everything
Ibn Khaldun 
From 1345-1350 about 1/3 of population was wiped out because of the Black Death (plague). Also destroyed the feudal system
Standardization of weights and measures - to encourage trade you need standardization (common currency, weights - pounds, ounces, etc.) Promoted the business class
John Grannt - wrote a book. Population = #births-#deaths. Found that city of London should be decreasing in population, but it was increasing - because it was an open system that people can travel to
The Demographic Transition Model - the period that transitions from high birth and death rate to low birth and death rate, total population increases. Birth rates came down because of social change, view of women's role, less religion. There were a lot more births than deaths, so population explosion.
In 1700 population was 5 million, in 1750 6 million, 1800 9.2 million
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
