Trade was needed for the existence of a city (market function) - it can't be totally isolated and self sufficient
The exchange of goods and ideas was needed between cities
Also needed to be able to fight off outsiders and keep citizens safe (courts, laws, weaponry)
 
L Wirth - "Urbanism as a Way of Life"
City = large, dense, permanent settlement with social and cultural heterogeneity
 
Size: 
   1) Diversity of characteristics
0. Occupational specialization
0. Increase in impersonal relations (what not who)
0. "Loosening of morals" (individuality replaces tradition)
 
Density: Intensifies the above (4) +
0. Ecological specialization
0. Increased tolerance
0. Increasing social distance
 
Heterogeneity: intensifies all of the above +
0. Increased social mobility
0. Insecurity and instability (apathy and anomie)
0. Standardization; increasing importance of money
 
Claude Fischer - urbanism/urbanization - can't have one without the other
Concentric Zone Hypothesis (picture in textbook, chapter 6) One of the most famous diagrams in sociology
Richer people are on the outside of the community, the commuter zone. Poorer people are more likely to be near the centre
 
Concentric zone theory, sector theory, multiple nuclei (model pictures were on overhead)
Three Generalizations of the Internal Structure of Cities:
District
0. Central business district
0. Wholesale light manufacturing
0. Low-class residential
0. Medium-class residential
0. High-class residential
0. Heavy manufacturing
0. Outlying business district
0. Residential suburb
0. Industrial suburb

Schwirian and Matre - "The Ecological Structure of Canadian Cities" 1969
-Social status is sectorial arranged (wedges from model pictures)
-Degree of familism - zonal distribution (familism is how important family is to the individual) - at the core of the city is mostly single individuals, people who don't have as much ties with family. Further out is more family based.
 
Michael J. White - "American Neighbourhoods" 1987
Contemporary cities comprised of only 7 elements:
