Policing definition – non negotiated solution backed up by the potential use of force.

Development of policing in Canada :
· Police forces existed but were not permanently staffed.
· Began to professionalize in urban areas
· Policing becomes a civilian undertaking 
· Produced by concerns around orderliness
· Early policing was largely about control, particularly lower classes. Seen as dangerous and violent. 
· Forcese: “the ability to brawl was often a requisite skill, as a god deal of policing had to do with regulating working-class men in the bars and taverns of Canadian cities.
· Primarily military that did police work in colonial Canada.
· Toronto created a police department in 1835
· Qubec and montreal followed suit in 1838 and 1840
· Police of Canada act 1868 created the dominion police, and the NWMP began in 1873
· NWMP became the RCMP IN 1920
Policing studies the “transformation”
· The transformation thesis – a term coined by jones and Newburn 
· Massive changes in the last 2 decades driven by 1 technological changes 2 mandate expansion 3 public scrutiny 4 economic forces
Ericson 2007: Most policng is now conducted by private entities
· Cost of policing has risen 66% from 2002 to more than $20 billion last year.
· Conflicts between police forces and legislators/bureaucrats to accelerate
Risk society thesis (beck 1992)
Ericson and Haggerty (1997)
· Police as knowledge workers
· Vs. dramatization of police work data explosion 
· Police as tamers of chance (Hacking)
· Data explosion 
· Administrative rule proliferation
They underline that risk knowledge has huge impacts on police discretion
Studies on police culture and police discretion:
· 1970*1980s: major period of policing research foundational studies on police culture
· Police don’t talk about their work to media , bud do speak with academics
