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· A topic needs to be precise, detailed and need to be descriptive
· Topics need ideas

· E.g history of Germany is an idea, not a topic
· Asking Researchable Questions
· E.g what is marriage?
· A question that crosses disciplines: How will global climate change affect birth rates in central Africa?
· As a question that arises out of scholarly debate around an issue: What are health care professionals saying about the increase of obesity in Canadian primary school children?
· Biggest question to ask yourself before you even start writing or making a thesis is: SO WHAT?
· If don’t know SO WHAT, don’t write about it as it doesn’t matter
· Asking ‘So what?’
· Do I want people to be concerned about…?
· Do I want to educate people about…?
· Do I want to dissuade people from…?
· So I want to provide information to people to help them make decisions about…?
· Developing a statement of purpose
· Idea: The famine in the Horn of Africa this summer
· Focusing: the beginning of the famine struck Somalia hardest. Why Somalia?
· What do I already know about my topic?
· This occurs all before researching your topic
· Developing a statement of purpose
· Topical question: Is poor governances a major cause of the drought and famine in Somalia in July-September 2011?
· We cannot proceed with the question as there is a flaw in it
· It is only a yes or no question, too simplistic
· Do not yet have an argument
· Terms are not defined (too broad or vague)
· It is too recent – e.g we can ask a question like “global aftermath of 9/11” 
· But want to still write about this topic 
· We can do a historical analysis of what caused the governance to be poor
· Research a famine that took place under similar conditions and draw conclusions from that

Evaluating Arguments

· Always have a argument, a stance
· Need to explain why something is true
· So what? Why?
· Convince the reader, explain to the reader
· View your audience as a panel of jurors, don’t assume that your reader agrees with you
· Establish credibility  big & catchy…but not too big, not cheesy
· Able to talk sensibly 
· Indicate you are fair minded, acknowledge the opposition, the multiple points of view , become humble, fair minded
· Thesis: make a statement form the opposing
· Don’t start with rhetorical question, “Imagine…”
· Topic Sentence: talking of something interesting….here it is
· Advise: write something, then change it…last thing to edit
· Be persuasive, use evidence well
· Each paragraph adds to the development of the whole
· Support claims with real evidence, examples, informal research

Distinguish between reasonable and fallacious argumentative tactics

· Hasty Generalization: 
· insufficient or unrepresentative evidence to what you are saying
Ex) “Deaths from drug overdoses in Vancouver have doubles in the past three years, therefore more Canadians than ever are dying from drug abuse”
Only Vancouver
Drug overdose  many more Canadians dying
Use of time is flawed
(All, ever, always, never)  indicates a hasty generalization
Most, many, usually, seldom, probably, perhaps  suggestive language

· False Analogy
Analogy: a comparison between two completely different things
Ex) If we put humans on the moon, we should be able to find a cue for the common cold
Two different types of science, two different categories

· Over-simplifying cause and effect reasoning
Happens to happen while she is in office, not necessarily because of her policies

· Unfair weighing of options (only two)
Only have two choices, very rarely occurs
Very extreme, unfair
Illogical  essay next week
Masking assumptions
Missing claim: two statements, claim between the two that has been left out, therefore making an assumption
Death penalty  deters violent crime
Non sequitur: (unrelated)  two statements, assume one makes the other true, however they are unrelated to eachother
Just becasue you like good food doesn’t mean you can cook

Emotional Appeals:

· Rule for jargon – if 90% of our audience will likely use the same jargon then use it, if less than 90% don’t understand it then don’t use it
· Avoid euphemisms
· Is a nice sounding word used instead of an ‘ugly’ word
· Style: Adding Emphasis
· Visual emphasis: putting a word in bold or italics indicates to the reader that you want to emphazise something
· Usually in published academic works
· Punctuation: your choice of punctuation makes lends different emphasis
· Word order: typically th words and phrases closest to the beginning or the end of the sentence receive the most emphasis
· Word choice: some words jump out at the reader. If they are not over-used, they can have wonderful effects
· Surprisingly, crucially, especially, above all, particularly, most importantly…
· Varied sentence length: if you sentences are all the same length, the effect is monotonous in the extreme
· Sentence openings: the beginning of a sentence has the potential to add enormous emphasis to what follows
· Tone
· Colloquial language: used in informal situations and creates a chatty/conversational tone
· Informal: some adults haven’t got a clue about what is important to the younger generation
· Formal: adults may not be aware of what is important to the younger generation
· Informal: I don’t want my kids sister tagging along with my friend and me

· Paragraphs are like mini essays
· Contain a topic sentence that aids in telling the reader what the paragraph will talk about
· Then contains two-three supporting essay
· Then contains a concluding sentence
· Different types of paragraphs contain different types of function
· Depends on how we structure them
· There are transitional paragraphs
· Between two blocks of ideas
· A short paragraph of max 5 sentence that summarizes what was just said and gently moves to the next block of idea
· Helpful paragraphs
· Disunified paragraph
· Contains two blocks of idea that can be separated via concluding sentence and starting a new paragraph
· Examples/Illustrations paragraphs
· A paragraph that contains examples that help in understanding of the concepts
· “Similarly…” compares two ideas that are similar which makes an example
· Jersey Shore is a bad influence (example) idea = one night stands have consequences
· Narration paragraphs
· Still tries to prove something through a story
· Grabs the reader’s attention as they love stories
· Cause and Effect Paragraphs

· Dancing sense to the writing
· Lots of adverts
· Simple and power as it makes the sentecens more predictable, more poetic and more convincing
· Procatelepsis: And to those who say this program will be expensive, I say yes it will; it most certainly will. Yet, who better deserves out generosity than nations’ homeless?
· Simile
· Nothing is as powerful as providing an example
· Can use a simile for this
· Makes it very powerful 
· Analogy
· Language is a kind of machinery, with logic, diction and rhetoric in their turn functioning as pulleys, wheels and levers

· Pun: I couldn’t figure out why the rock seemed to be getting bigger and bigger. Then it hit me.
· Antithesis: Detroit: the city that saints and sinners alike love to hate.
· Allusion: His Shatnerian performance did not impress the audience
· Oxymoron: this is the land of the living dead
· Contradictory terms
· Irony: With his characteristics charm and compassion, Mr. Chan told me to go to hell
· Double meaning – some will get it some will not
· Saying the opposite of what you mean
· Anaphora: Ask us if we are ready to act. Ask us if we plan to fight. Ask us if we intend to win
· By the end it becomes really powerful
· Chaismus: Ask not what your country can do for you. Ask what you can do for your country
· Remember of the way it was said
· Climax: As we grow and live, we focus in turn on food, shelter, friendship, romance, work, children, retirement and death. Sadly, only death is guaranteed
· By the end we get the sense of climax
· Period: Susan, for your commitment, dedication, selflessness, attention to duty and care for you fellow workers, we thank you.
· Last sentence of essay
· Leaves powerful expression
· Epistrophe: We are told that there will hardship. Bring it on, for we were born in hardship, have lived in hardship, and welcome hardship once again.
· Anesis: She was groomed for success, destined for glory, ready for greatness. Then she dinged on as a busboy at Burger Barn
· Meiosis: stranding on the icy newfoundland cast looking eat toward Europe the captain turned smiling to the survivors and said “all we have to do now is build a boat and cross this little pond”
· Extreme understatement
· Dialogismus: when you ask my opponent about the death, he’ll no doubt say “oh that was just an accident”
· Rhyme: Don’t think cubicles. Think miracles!

Conducting Research (What have Other People Said?)

Types of Research
Basic/Pure Research (knowledge, theory)  knowledge’s own sake,
Applied Research (application of a theory)  to learn more about the theory
Research & Development (R&D) (creation of a product)  Applied Research used to create a product

Methods of Approaching Research:
Deductive: theory hypothesis, observation, confirmation 
Start of broad, then narrow down
Inductive: observation, pattern, hypothesis, theory
Start with an observation
Opposite of Deductive

Use Quotations Properly:
Quote Sparingly
Always fully explain the quotation to use
Integrate a quotation grammatically into your own text
35 words of quotation = 100 words of your own
Two small or one long quotation per page
Always assume the reader is extremely sceptical and very dense
Formatting rules for Quotations
Reproduce exactly the spelling, capitalization, and interior punctuation of the original. Any changes you make yourself should be made within square brackets to set them off from the original.
If author makes a mistake “_______mistake [sic]____”
If a complete sentence (independent clause) precedes the quotation, use a colon at the end of the introducing phrase:
Margaret Thatcher stated her position firmly: “_______”
If the introducing phrase is not complete sentence before the quotation, use a comma:
Indicate an omission within a sentence you are quoting by three periods (an ellipsis). If you omit the end of a sentence, four periods are necessary (ellipsis to indicate the lef out material + one more to indicate that it is the end of a sentence.) If you omit the beginning of a sentence, the ellipsis is not necessary
“_____..._____”
“________....”
Include within you own text four lines or fewer of quoted prose - use double quotation marks to set off the quotation form your own words
When a quotation is longer than four lines, indent it on both right and left sides. Maintain the spacing formatting. Do not use double quotation marks
Punctuation goes outside the closing quotation marks (periods, colons, semi colons)
Use single quotation marks for a quotation within a quotation: 
George Sans writes that the gift of language “does not merely enable me to interrelate with my contemporaries: it makes me a citizen of the ‘entire human commonwealth’”.
Integrating Quotations
Quotations must be integrated carefully and grammatically into your own writing
An introduction to a quotation can be called a signal phrase
Never include a quotation without a clear signal phrase
Always use a signal phrase or an introductory phrase when introducing long quotations as well as shorter ones
Internet versus Printd Sources: some things to check
Pubication Process
Print Sources: extensive publication process that includes editing ad article review. The process has fact-checkers, multiple reviewers, and editors to ensure quality of publication
Internet Sources: anyone with a computer and access to the internet can publish a website or electronic document. Most web documents do not have editors, factpcheckers or other types of evierers

Authorship and Affiliations
Print Sources: clearly indicate who the author is, what organization (s) he or she is affiliated with, and when his or her work was published
Internet Sources: Authorship ad affiliations are difficult to determine on the internet, some sites may have author and sponsorship listed, but many do not
Sources and Quotations
Print Sources: external sources of information and direct quotations are clearly marked and identified
Internet Sources: 
Bias and Special Interests
Print Sources: most major publishers are out to make profit and will either cater to special interest groups or will clearly indicates when they are catering to special interest groups
Internet courses: purpose of the online test may be misleading, may appear to be factual but is not 

Author qualifications
Print Sources: qualifications of an author are almost always necessary for print sources
Internet Sources: even if the author and purpose of a website can be determined, qualifications of the author are not always given

· Secondary sources
· Helps give an analytical thrust in the paper
· Objective scholarly analysis of the subject
· Offer information

· Give background info
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· 
· Common knowledge is anything that takes place in the classroom – anything the prof says therefore don’t need to cite it
· If there is information that you can find on three or more sources then it is considered common knowledge
· If do a fact check on it and see that few people are saying it and few are saying it is not true then the amount of people saying a certain side are correct
· Specialized knowledge – something that is unique e.g. a survey you have conducted that others have not
· Never hurts to cite the source
· Taking a part of a sentence, a paragraph, or whole essay which are not written by you therefore its plagiarism
· Plagiarism also occurs by mistake
· If cite a source incorrectly
· To the wrong author
· Note taking in research must be precise
· Handing the same essay or thesis for two different courses is considered academic fraud
· Every course wants unique work
· Worst plagiarism that could occur: occurs accidently, when one mimics the sentence structure
· Not just actual words
· If structure is same then it is considered plagiarism
· Take your source, find a paragraph (quote it directly or cite is properly or paraphrase)
· Paraphrase – still cite it but put it into own words
· Do it by just closing the book and looking away as if we look at the source then we will mimic it
· Sometimes hard to know what are your own notes and what the quotes are
· Quotations must be identical to the original using narroaw segment of the source; they must be matched word for word and be attributed to the original author
· Paraphrasing involes putting a passage from source material into your own words. A paraphrase must also be attricbutes to the riginal source. Material is usually shorter than original passges
· Summerizinf involves putting the main ideas into you own words, including only the main points
· 6 steps to effective paraphrase
· re read the poriginal passage until you understand its full meaning
· set the original aside, and wirte you paraphrase on a ote card
· jot down a few words below your paraphrase to remind toy later how you envision using this material (why is this relevant/helpful to the point you are making in your essays?)
· check your renditions with the original to make sure that your version accuarately expresses all the essential information in a new form
· use quotation marks to indetify any unique term or phraseology you have borrowed exactly from the source
· record the source (including the page) on you note card so that you can credit it easily if you decide to incorporate the matierla into your paper
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· Ways to Be a Good Writer
Have a single compelling idea
Be brief
Sentence with more then three lines, then re read the sentence and revise it
Support - show not tell
Does not matter if its true or if the reader will agree with you 
The four qualities
Master
Humility
Empathy
Conviction
Intelligence (voice of the master)
· Ways to Edit
· Read out loud
Someone else, or to self
Something will sound wrong and you will hear it
Language is musical
· Edit with a red pen
