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· Read the first paragraph plus “ are reminders that the press is on site to bring the viewing public up-to-the minute news stories” (243). – But also mostly about add money, how many of the above things are actual NEWS stories (OJ Simpson, huge new story even though there are 30 murders a day in the US)-
· CN has managed to attract US-based competition as well. Two new 24-hour all-news networks – MSNBC and FOX New- now provide domestic competition for CNN and its headline news networks (245). – But they don’t actually compete to see who does the news better, its based on Audience Share, which = advertisement money)
· News stations don’t really compete who has the best news, the best reporters, the best writers, today they care about who is pulling a bigger audience, not concentrated on quality
· Worthington law = how much money your worth is how good you are, and how much your opinion is worth
· On May 29 1980(Profs Bday)… CNN distributed the story (Vernon Jordon shot) live during the day before the other major networks had a chance because traditional networks held back such breaking stories for their major evening newscasts… CNN broke stories at any time (247). – this is really important, now twitter is doing this (breaking stories 24/7), power in the people
· Precedent
· Live coverage of the 1991 Gulf crisis. CNN carried not only the bombings… (248)
· When prof was 11 watching the news at breakfast they would should night cams over Iraq dropping bombs
· 1991 was the first time it was shown live as it was happening
· Read the CNN Effect point (256) – repeats the exact same sentence 5 and ½ times
· “The CNN effect factor…coverage of a foreign event makes the government have to address the event”
· “If the CNN follows an event, the US state department decides the make an issues out of the event”
· CNN ins agenda setting , because the CNN is so powerful and so visible they lead the voters to decide what is important, influences other news outlets and companies as well
· The commercial model with advertising did not come to many nations outside the US until after World War 2. And even then it was introduced slowly and frequently with oppressive regulations, many favoring the public broadcasters (259) (This lack of model must seem really weird to us, right?)
· By the mid 1970’s, color televisions were smaller, cheaper, and more reliable, and color programming was now the norm (261) (Measuring stick or indicator I had B and W TV until the late 80’s)
· Didn’t get first colour TV since 1989
· Didn’t have first email account since 1999 (when he was 19) as compared to us when we had our first email accounts at the age of 8
· People 5 years younger than us don’t really know the world without facebook


Chapter 12
· Two general problems… with global wire service… the second major issue was that coverage of peripheral nations focused on negative news such as civil strife, natural disasters, or sensational and bizarre events. The wire services reported little if any good news about the poorest regions in Africa, Latin America, or Asia (274) (So what does that slowly do to our minds? Our opinions of such nations?)
· We always seem to hear bad news about these companies
· Only talk about events were a ton of people were killed
· Reinforcing negative stereotypes in our minds
· Collective conscious is that only bad things happen in these countries
· Some concerns were raised about the history of Thomson and their historical focus on financial and business news rather than general news or public interest stories (277)… then.. The Thomas Reutters editorial reference service unit from London and the daily news diary unit from Washington were relocated to India to save money. (This is the next step in learning, distilling information to create new information, how do these 2 points relate?)
· People were worried when Thomson took over Reutters they would change the news stations
· 
· AP World Service (279)…translates the report into several languages. It offers news directly only five languages; they are English, French, Spanish, German, and Dutch. For a news-gathering agency it is surprising that it does not gather original new coverage in Arabic or Chinese
· Let’s try to distill this
· Why wouldn’t they report in these languages when these are some of the largest populations
· Read awesome paragraph on (282). – From William Randolph Hearst, to this-s
