· potosi can be am example of dependency/enclave economy 
· place where there’s slaves – they stay there till they die 
· tell about what it is, and then why does it matter (what does it tell him about the economy/society/social structure/ideology
· Nelson Mandela (first black president – but it’s important because his main objective is reconciliation and not retribution) 

ISI – Import substitution industrialization 
· reaction to dependency theory (have to industrialize domestically) (rostow) 
· put tariffs against imports 
· is there a big enough market to support domestically 
· first build up the basic industries 
· why does it not work long run?
· Time – modern industry is build on capital investment (that is expensive and labour efficient) you need less people to work 
· Losing the basis of transforming society – costs more to build the machines to build the goods 
· Ended up running into balance of payment 
· Ended up costing more and more to build/buy machines with fewer people working
· This causes marginalization and people flood into the cities 
· You’ve been changing the agriculture system (more efficient – now people need something to do)
· The system runs outs of steam – industrialize agriculture system which leads to less people working, but there aren’t more jobs being generated for them to do
· Ends up with hyperinflation because the government is spending more and more (they’re subsidizing things) (oil prices crash) 
· Corruption/everything falls apart 
· Get locked out of global markets  
· Then IMF and world bank impose SAPs
· Technocrats take over
· Sell off all the things the government built up and made (privatization) 
· Massive amount of state owned infrastructure/basic building blocks of the society (any where that this is happening is probably still going through ISI)   

All that’s solid – everything changes – social systems/the way people have been living for generations 
· relates to the take off period because everything that is solid and had been going on for years is now changing 
· all that is sacred becomes profane duty no longer exists (caste) no longer people filling duties  

Interhamwe – the hutu militia (there was a huge amount of young boys that had no place in the economy, and so they were absorbed into the militia (they were then used in the genocide) 
· artificial ethnic devide 

day of the vow – day before battle of blood river (religion in politics) 
moment where the afrikon nation dedicates themselves to the church – dedicate their victory to god (one moment that depicts religion and politics)

weber – different than marx – not only about the physical stuff, but also ideas 
· elected affinity – certain things are picked out because there is an underlying economic interest 
· religion ends up supporting industrialization and capitalism (Calvinist and Quakers)
· religion part falls away, but worldly asceticism – god given duty to be prosperous, but they didn’t spend their money (especially on vain things – clothing) 
· they all save money which leads to them pushing capitalism    
· guy who looks at how ideas can shift things
· status groups and who you marry 


Venezuela as an example shows the limitations of Neoliberalism 

Antonia Gramsci 

Historical bloc – every society that is stable as this – one dominate class or elite (capitalists/borg.), and then a bunch of allies and then subalten 
The dominate class decides the focus of the state – profit focus in all aspects of the state being an example 

Civil society – how the historic bloc stays in place. It reproduces the ideology of the dominate class into society 

Hegemony – mainly ideological 
· every society is based on two things – either consent or coercion 
· the more consent, the more effective it is/makes it easier for the state 
· coercion always exists though 

as you go through this transition, the whole system has to change – historic bloc is no longer based on aristocratic ideals , its now all about capitalism 

when the citizens lose faith in the dominate group, they turn to a populist leader

his explanation about how countries transition to capitalism 

this plays into globalization through the technocrats (people who went to school in the north) 
the technocrats would become the new dominate group in the historic bloc 
· bring ideas from other countries
· imposed from the IMF and world bank
· switch from ISI to globalization through structural adjustment plans
