Course Description:
This course is an introduction to world art from Prehistory to the late Gothic art of fourteenth-century Europe. The course combines historical breadth with a more detailed study of selected works. Students gain a sense of the overall chronology of art production, recognition of key works, an understanding of the shifting social, political, and material concerns that shape artists’ production, and a grasp of the language and methods variously used to describe and analyze art. Emphasis is placed on developing skills in visual analysis and linking visual evidence to historical context. Students are introduced to critical interventions into the western canon through feminist, queer, and post-colonial scholarship and to the non-western tradition of Islamic art.
