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Parenthood and Social Change:
Delay of marriage, Delay of first pregnancy, Birth control, Increase in labor force and smaller families 
Government incentives and there is emphasis on people to have children. 
Alternative work schedule, flexible hours at work,
The values of children: obtaining adult status, social identity such as being a parent, immortality meaning passing on our genes, to feel loved, primary group meaning want to socialize children, being part of a family.
Pressures to become parents
Parenthood to be the final recognition of reaching adulthood 
Social consequences of parenthood:
Women withdraws from labor force, Women are more likely to leave sooner
Women enter gradually in back into the workforce
2005 and 2009, fertility is stable.
 Are birth rates and fertility rates increasing or decreasing or stable in Canada?
The fertility rate in Canada is 1.67. Women are 15 to 49, 1000 in population, 1.6 live births.2005 1.54 live birth. Replacement level is 2.6 in Canada. Our population is not replacing itself to replenish its self.

Higher fertility rate in less developed and less economic development that have a high infant mortality, economic sustainability.
Lower in more developed and more economic due to the expense of raising a child.
Immigration increases in more developed countries.
Industrialization 
Social cultural, social factors,  
Medical advances, baby can survive due to technology. Birth control and abortion. As the economy reaches an recession, the financial means are not available or saving up to have a child. Martial dissatisfaction, the U shaped. Co-habitation and not getting married but common wealth
Falling birth rates are due to infertility-Ms. Moore
Provincial government needs to fund invitro/IVF clinics. Ms. Moore
 How many people are infertile. I in 6 couple are infertile which is a minority in Canada. The subset of the people using IVF will it increase the fertility. Too optimistic statement? The reason for the infertility will not be.
Religion:  Not a highly religious society. Alienation of religion within the culture, may be due Loss of family valves. Low fertility rate is due to secularization.
In China, 5 foot 4 women with 5 babies, from a small remote village… 1 in 2 million chance…One Child Policy in China. Might be fertility automatically but it may be a natural occurrence…
Involuntary childlessness
Involuntary childlessness: want children but can’t have children. Focus on career and marriage and doubts about parenting skills.
Infertility: unsuccessful efforts to conceive for at least 12 month and can not successfully carry a child for 9 months. Depending on age, try before 40, wait a year.
How many Canadian couples suffer from infertility
One in 6 couples suffer from infertility
1/3 females that it is the issue or 1/3 is with the males 
½ of the couple will eventually conceive or deliver a child.
IVF: private treatment and not medically necessary
· Unless a women has blocked tubes which they can be treated for with 3 cycles.
Not normal treatment to find out how and the treatment. 
A specialist will indicate that after 3 miscarriages then you seek treatment
Australia, Denmark and Finland and Norway have government funded fertility treatment
In Quebec, the younger the uterus is the better.
 Law is that government can fund for one egg treatment depending on 
Possibility of multiple births and less risk to mother and baby 
10 and 12 thousand per cycle or attempt…medicine to produce eggs, to harvest, injection
10-15 thousand in the US, privately funded,
Different success rates due to centres.
Infertility is a financial burden, social life and interpersonal strain, family pressures and social pressures.
Grieve:
1- When they get the diagnosis of infertility and surprise
2- Denial of infertile: sense that this isn’t happening to me
3- Anger of infertility: pain of test of infertility and pressures of family and inappropriate comments at strangers and family, anger towards those that have one and don’t want one
4- Guilt: Some people feel that God is punishing them for their sins
5- Depression: sense of loss and despair and associate with loss is Grief
6- Resolution: Resolve their issues through adoption, fertility clinics or continue on a childless route 
New reproduction technologies: The Social and Ethical Issues
IVF: fertilization is done outside the women’s body
Discrimination: the government won’t fund it because the poor can’t afford it. Surrogacy is legal but possible that it may become illegal. The economics of selling a baby is an issue. 
There are legal issues in terms of the agreement between the surrogate and the family. What happens when the mother wants to keep the baby.
Discrimination:
 Poor and middle income learners can’t afford the treatment.
1993 there is a legal document in terms of reproduction and not been updated. There is a denial of single and homosexual women that are denied the access to the clinics. Clinic may not be willing to aid those of alternative families.
Medical technology advances, the social and legal domains have not been updated. 
· The social mother and biological mother and father and the clarity of rights of a child and custody. There have been issues with this distinction.
The commercialization: new technology performed for profit. 
· The money that is spent when wanting to perceive as a child. There is dehumanization of the child and the mother in order for a family. 
Freezing and slowing of embryos that are left from clinics, what happens? There are ethical issues
Donations or hold the extra embryos is there is any left over. 
The death of the father is that what occurs when the mother wants to conceive. There is no legal statement or law to indicate what will happen. 
The legal definition of the mother and father, who is the mother or father???
The egg in liquid nitrogen is destroyed but an embryo in liquid nitrogen has survived.
The clinics are allowing women to freeze ages of younger women to guarantee that they will conceive at a later age.
Meddling with nature: How old is too? Menopause is the termination of fertility.
Oldest women to conceive in Spain is 67 years old.
Age limit restriction or that no age is a limitation.
After 45 it is unlikely for a clinic to accept a woman.
The government should have the right to tell when a woman should stop having children. Women’s age only and men can have children without an age limit.
It is a personal lifestyle choice. 
Older parent can have more financial means and time off work
40 and older more risk of multiples when doing invitro fertilization. 
Prenatal screening when the mother chooses to wait or is not able to fertilize and there is a chance that the child is aborted if there are complications.
The traditional families 
Gatekeepers: 
How do health care 	
· Dr Buckett from UK: 
· Family experts should screen couples to see if there fit parents.
· Continent where individualistic view is prominent. Europe loss the emphasis on unborn children. 
· Duty of the healthcare system for couples to be screened when they are suitable parents
· Obligation that anything that is done is done for the sake of the child and the future of the unborn child. 
vs Donna Jacobs, psychologist that council couple and bipolar, psychopaths who have children. There shouldn’t be a limit on who has children 
Sherry Levitan: Couple want to be parents and will be better parents due to the risks and sacrifices to have a child.

Pre-implantation genetic diagnosis
What is it? 
Technique for genetic disease and chromosomal abnormalities
The cell is 3 days old
8 cell mark and scan if defect that the woman is carrying
IVF cycle: drugs for ovulation and multiple eggs that is not effected with a certain disease. Disease that is fatal to the embryo. Stimulate the body or the eggs. 40 to 20 eggs in one cycle. The body is hormonal and overproducing eggs. Medicines must be monitored to the 
Eyes grow in a dish and fertilized. One cell is extracted. 
If it can regrowth or no effects then the women is injected with the fertilized cell.
This cuts down on the miscarriages. The egg is not translocate or have problems or defects.
What the critics say….
Genetics can be manipulated. Screen for non-disease traits.
· Cancer traits or other disease that may occur later in age.
· There is a 95% accuracy. Possibility that the child may not have the genes to be evident. 
No doctor will tell the sex of the baby. Around 5 months, the ultrasound will indicate the sex organs of the baby.
· Illegal to have known the sex of the baby in India.
· Illegal to know in Canada but through routine checks. 
In BC, Asian population follows the one child policy and preference of a boy. There a law that the sex of the baby is not known.
Fertilized egg and manipulating it is murder…
Chronic disease is it serious to say that you can terminate a child due to this.

Access to treatment:
10- 15 000 to go through this process
Is it fair to justify that a child can be conceived due to the financial burden


The stem cell debate:
· Stem cells of the embryo to be examined. 
· Treatment for chronic and permanent diseases. 
· Fresh or frozen stem cells. 
· stem cells from bone marrow and placenta or umbilical cord. 
· The blood that they preserve in case the child is ill…
· The bank of the placenta blood.
· They check  for it and discord but some couples chose to keep it.
Embryonic stem cells: rich embryo cell that are undifferentiated cells of the body. They can be manipulated to be any cell in the body. 
Researchers chose to use for spinal cords, heart and brains.
In Canada, the use of stem cells is stopped due to ethics
Cannot sacrifice a life to save another
Dr, Nagy is a Toronto scientist, happy to rescue stem cells. The embryo does not count for a human life. The stem cells hold more value due the potential.
The couples with extra stem cells would donate the cells to research.
Couple are likely not given the option to donate. They are not made aware of the alternative of destroying stem cells.
The fertility clinics may not give the option due to the research that could be done on the eggs.
