· Missing disability*
· You can’t study one without the other – sexuality, gender, race, disability
· “Layering” you cannot set it aside 
· We need to expand our knowledge and be democratic; using all these approaches

· Iran has the highest transgendered population based on the approved surgery 
· The Danger of a Single Story – Youtube
· Elaborates on how the standard story is based on white people, weather (snow), and what is considered the social norm in America and Britain. 
· Those who are poor could not do or be anything but
· Single story is a metaphor that you relate the typical stereotypes towards a specific race/gender/class, etc. (For example – Nigerian woman listening to tribe music, unable to work a stove – Poor; being nothing but, not having the resources to do anything. African – hungry, poor.
· Object
· Show a person as one thing, and only one thing, and that is automatically what they become
· “Character” represented all people (American psycho – white American men = murderers) 
· About power – deciding who allows that story and who tells that story

Disability Studies: a ‘new’ perspective
“Examines the policies and practices of all societies to understand the social, rather than the physical or psychological determinants of the experience of disability. Disability Studies has been developed to disentangle impairments from the myths, ideology and stigma that influence social interaction and social policy. The scholarship challenges the idea that the economic and social statuses and the assigned roles of people with disabilities are the inevitable outcomes of their condition…”
· Linked disabled people with disables environment
· Custody and employment are constant issues for disables people
· Any minority history cannot be understood separation from history … (you need to understand why things are the way they are)
· Cannot assume that because one is blind, does not mean they will specialize in blind history
Medical Model of Disability 
· How to fix the disabled
Social Model of Disability (Mike Oliver 1983)
· Identifies disabilities as social minorities (its not you – its society that’s disabiling)
1) Medical individual 
2) Impairment/disability – physical manifestation/social considers disabled
3) Disabled/abled – relates to empowered disabled people 
Shift from medical to social model
· Social model was necessary
· Now at its weakest moment
Critique
· Impairment –by drawing them under a banner you are completely shutting them out. Impairments have different effects on different bodies
· Disability impairment – impairment is not a pre-social/biological state. Where does impairment end and disability start. We need to include all disabled experience (physically, mentally, emotionally)
· Disabled people belong in the disability movement. Not everyone wants to be labeled as disabled (example: teacher is ‘disabled’ because he’s epileptic)
Terry Fox: does not represent the typical disabled person (was given prosthetic) most live in poverty, no media coverage – steve fonio finished marathon, was an amputee, not “media good-looking”
Why feminist disability is good:
1) Probes identity
2) Theorizes interesectionality
3) Investigates embodiment

· “learn to control her disability – keep her in isolation so no one would be affected”
· gloves “conceal it – don’t feel it”
· once she “embraces her disability” she becomes sexualized

Class had “disappeared” from feminist studies 
· What types of class are we looking at (poor? Working class?)
· Upper/middle class in the center
· Working class was more center than “poor”
· She included quotes of women with experience sitting in academic classes because they didn’t feel at home (homeless moms)
Do we do a good job studying class as we do other topics such as race, gender, and disability (exam)
· Syllabi, textbooks to demonstrate that class is becoming invisible
· Class was studied the least than every other topic (more disability even when new) (adare) they cant claim they’re poverty identity because its wrong 
· She was paid to be “poor” – undercover
· Academia middle class voice is what passes under consensus 
Can we do feminist studies without incorporating the voices of poor women
· Intersectionality
· Politics
· We study all women – cannot leave a specific class out – we need to incorporate everyone
· If someone needs help then it should be incorporated to help (like disability)
· Without making a safe place for poverty class women, it means there will be less place for intersectionality as a whole
· If you don’t have a voice – you wont know the first hand experience
· Disability and class (only a ‘disability’ when you cant pay cover, or tuition)
· Seen as lazy, scary, breeders
· Lack of privacy 
· Class is privileged in academia 
· Discussion – rather than dwelling on stereotypes

More people have benefitted more from feminism – (1987) – exam question
Black women have been excluded from feminist studies
Which groups have been left out – exam question
· White middle class feminist set them apart 
· Lower class – unintelligent, unfamiliar (indigenous – disabled) – exam question
· A fear of the “other” /foreign – deaf & sign language 
· Sterilizing disabled, race in order to avoid reproduction  
· Eugenics 1880s – mental and behavioural traits were past down to children
· Promiscuous women, disabled, criminal
· “protect” disabled person from themselves/society
· In Canada, it was exposed in medical terms 
· 2831 women sterilized in Canada – Emily murphy is an example
The Sterilization of Leilani Muir

November 13th, 2014
Judith butler – 1990s – Third Wave Feminist 
· Performance
· “I now pronounce you man and wife”
· Changes the status (priest)
· Language is important
· Takes multiple forms (not just spoken)
· We perform these identities of male and female – she challenges gender binaries 
· No truth about body – it is ideological
· Act that has been rehearsed 
· Walk, talk, dress
· Professors son wanting to be an angel in school play rather than a Shepard
· Not a singular act (culturally sustained)
· Sign language has a gender 
· Ontario School for the Deaf 
· Deaf children needed to be educated (citizenship – same ideals and information)
· Focus on disabled before abled (1870 / 1971)
· Creates experts from others (someone had to educate the others)
· Kids as young as 7 (September – June they were kept)
· Christian oriented 
· Trades curriculum (cooking, etc)
· Deaf pedagogy (sign language)
· Became foreign, othered, freaks, if able-bodied witnessed sign language
· Combined system was the best approach (sign, read lips) and was a natural language for the deaf
· Innocence and gracefulness
· Could be educated to be good citizens
· Defining deafness suggests their disabled 
· They had to mark them as different 
· Medical model (they could fix it)
The Politics of Difference (Maria) - Transgender
· Cis-Gender: When a person’s gender identity coincides with the gender they were assigned at birth 
· Expected and assumption that all people are, and should be, cis-gender
· Transmisogyny – the confluence of transphobia (the discrimination of and negative attitudes towards transgender people) and misogyny (the hatred and discrimination of women and all things deemed feminine) – the negative attitudes, expressed through cultural hate, individual and state violence, and discrimination directed toward trans women and trans and gender non-conforming people on the feminine end of the gender spectrum
· Transmisogyny is based in the assumption that femininity is inferior to masculinity 
· Sexism?
· Why should there be a specific word used to describe the experience of transpeople who are specifically feminine
· Transwomen experience a particular kind of sexist marginalization based in their unique position of overlapping oppressions – they are both trans and feminine. They are devalued by society on both accounts
· Transwomen are exoticized, their existence perceived as shocking and newsworthy. They are mocked, over-sexualized, and fetishized
· Language
· Power relations are discursive 
· Reality as socially constructed
· Lecan, derrida, Foucault, zizek
· Eg. Storytelling
· Pierce Morgan and Janet Mock
· Linked to disability (medical) people think they can fix you
· Hybridism – integrating a holistic approach
· Moving away from the medicalization/psychiatry/DSM (indigenous studies & anti-colonialism)
· Queer Theory – a way of thinking about identity, community, politics that doesn’t strive for normativity, or respectability, or assimilation but actually is comfortable with being at odds with, or queering, the idea of normativity 
· Queering is subversive & resistance

Capitalism, Health, and (dis)ability
· Capitalists prefer ableism for labour and in turn profit
Subtraction of labour
· Lower waged employees serving mass-produced food for mass-profit (McDonalds)
Compulsory ablebodieness
· Individuals have to be able-bodied in order to gain employment
· Especially for fast work
What is disability?
· Seeing, hearing, mobility, flexibility, dexterity,  pain, learning, developmental, mental/psychological, and memory
· 1/10 Canadians have a learning disability 
· 13.7% of Canadians live with a disability
Education
· Adults without disabilities are twice as likely to obtain university degrees 
· Economic (class & unaffordability)
· Education system itself (favouring to certain cognitive disabilities)
· More time & money
Economic
· Wage cap between able and disabled 
· 9557 less than other males
· 8853 less than other females
Neurodiversity
· Emotional or cognitive differences
· Sociability, learning, attention, mood, and other
Public education
· Two aspects of inclusion: teaching multiple intelligences & accommodation: poject and work modification and adaptive technologies
Adaptive technology
· Speech to text 
Does education provide equal opportunity for all?
· No
· 1/3 of Ontario public schools cannot afford adaptive technology 
· Students can only receive plans and accommodation if they undergo a psychoeducational assessment first, yet over 38000 students are still on a waiting list

· Misconceptions about intelligence
· There is an intersection between gender and disability related oppression
· Troubles in the job market
· Oppression and privilege are fluid – especially when invisible (dis)ability
· Disability is not equally experiences by everyone
· Factors such as class and race make a difference
· Ableism is institutionalized within higher education
· Ableism can be linked to capitalist notions of productivity
