Canada’s Parties 
· Hybrid parties?
· Mass qualities at elections and leadership conventions, cadre qualities between elections 
· Described by some as a “franchise” model – local associations taking direction from the center 
· Local constituency associations have autonomy but at the same time the basic “branding” is decided by the national party 
· I.e. Franchise metaphor? 
· Canadian parties are like a balloon they get big during elections and then the air just goes out and shrinks after elections

Organization and Ideology 
· Program Parties – Marijuana Party and the Green Party
· The Bloc – has pragmatic qualities 
· NDP – has pragmatic qualities
· Pragmatic – Conservatives 
· Liberals – more pragmatic 

Leadership Selection 
· In the UK, has been a caucus choice 
· Parliamentary members picked their leaders 
· Reverses party discipline 
· Allison Redford wasn’t managing the caucus well – so they removed her 

Leadership selection in Canada
· The liberals were the first to have a leadership convention after Laurier’s death
· Conventions 
· Delegates from across the country 
· Increases the power of the leader of the caucus 

Universal Membership Vote (UMV)
· Increasingly popular 
· All members vote 
· In Alberta if you don’t have a majority of the votes – there is a run off 
· Very accessible 
· Hybrids
· The liberals have a hybrid 
· Tries to give the party the opportunity for an old school convention 
· Again increases power of leader 
· Broader mandate 
· More to use to fight back the caucus 
· Harder to remove the leader 
· "Green light process” 

Participation 
· Elections – basic, minimal form of participation 
· There are other forms of participation 
· Civil disobedience 
· Writing to your local MP 
· Parties – increased opportunities to participate in the process 
· Depend on volunteer labor 
· Interest groups – different kind of participation 
· Does not start from the idea of elected office 
· Not always about politics or effecting government change 

Participation Pyramid 

Democratic Citizenship 
Elections – top 
Political Parties
Interest Groups – bottom 

· There are other things that may not fit in these categories 
· I.e. going to a town council meeting not in the interest of an interest group or party, cleaning the storm drains

Interest Groups
· I.e. Egale, AMS, Council of Forest Industiries, etc. 
· Associations to which we all belong 
· Some obviously political and other less so 
· I.e. Trade associations – self interested 
· Less so – Rowing clubs
