Archeology: sub group of anthropology
· Sub groups of arch: 
· Egyptology: the study of acient Egyptian history, language, literature, religion
· Assyriology: the study of acient Iraq history
· Classical archeology:  is the investigation or study of the Mediterranean civilization of acienct Greek and romans. 
· Historic archeology: is the study of material remains of past societies that also left behind some other form of historic evidence. 
· Palaeoanthropology: study of acient humans as found fosssils
· Palaelithic Archeology: is a prehistoric period of human history distinguished by the development of the most primitive stone tools discovered, which covered 99% of human technological prehistory
Archaeology specialists (cut across regions and time periods): 
1. Zooarchaeology (fauna-animal remains)

Early studies of the distance past (The birth of archeology):
· 7th and 12th century Arab world is a period of enlightment
· Arabs scholars are collecting, protecting and reading the books of plate and Aristotle and Plato (Greek philosophers)
· Oldest university:
·  Al-Azhar university, Cairo (975 ad)
· University of Al-karaouine (859 ad, morocco)
· Prior to the study of archeology, everything was structured to the catholic church
Irish Archbishop James Ussher (1650’s):
· Reconstructed the whole genology (history) of bible and came to conclusion that the world began in 4004 BC

Pre-Science European view of World history: 
· Modern History: last 600 years
· Dark ages:  1600 to 600 bp
· Roman Empire: 2100-1600 bp
· Greek Empire: 2300-2100 bp
· Babylon and persion empire: 2600-2300 bp
· Biblical History: 6000-2600 bp
· Earth created: 6000 years before present
 Antiques or objects were status symbols
Bernard De Montfaucon (1685):
· He studied megalithic tooms created in stone, bronze, and iron age
Stephens and Catherwood: mayan ruines
3 Major changes in Thinking: 
1- How old earth was starting in 1700’s:
a. James Hulton (1785): published a book called “law of uniformitarianism:
i. The natural prossess that are going on today are the same ones that have been going on.
ii. The physical and chemical law that govern nature are uniform
b. Charles Lyell (1835): published a book saying the world is very old 
2- Extreme  Age of Human History:
a. Boucher de Perthes (1840): found stone tools in some river near old bones of extinct species showing human were very old 
3- Mutability of organisms: Evolution
a. Lemark (1815-1822): suggested a mechanism that evolution could occur (inheritance of acquired characteristics)
b. Charles Darwin (1859): “on the origin of species” provided theories of natural selection
Classical Archeology and Prehistoric or Palaeolithic archeology: 
Paleolithic: study of culture that provides 6000 years
Classification: first research tools:
Carl Linnaeus (1750’s): 
· Invented bionomial classification for plants
C.J Thomas: classified the artifacts whether they were from the stone, bronze, iron age
· Stone age are classified into 3:
· Neolithic: New stone age
· Mesolithic: Middle stone age
· Palaeolithic: Old stone age
1880: Flinder Petrie- British Egyptologist: 
· Saw changes in style of pottery made a classification system for them
Jean-Francois: 
· Found out how to read Egyptian hieroglyphics
Henry Rawlinson: 
· 1850’s deciphered (learned to understand) cuneiform(oldest known system for writing) from Mesopotamian (modern day iraq) civilization
Schliemann:
· Hissarlik, Turkey (modern day name)= Ancient Troy (ancient name)

Linear evolution: This is wrong because evolution doesn’t strive towards a specific form
Social evolution:  Edward Tylor, and Henry Morgan shared the assumption that "cultures" evolved from simple to complex in a uniform manner and that this process of evolution could be defined and marked through particular stages
