First question study : is it appealing to all ethnicity / ethnic groups / ethnic background +++ decided to introduce the gender aspect.
Methodology: 20 focus group interview that consisted of four to six people
· Purposefully sampling strategy of 95 young people aged 12 – 18 from diverse cities in the Netherlands. 
· Interviews were audio taped and then verbatim and analyzed from a group

Theoretical Framework inpired by many including Liebes & Katz 
Three performative styles in which individuals interpret: 
· Deconstruction ‘Smart self’ 
· Viewers looks at the actor behind the characters
· Approaches the soap as a product of the media
· Association (Sensitive self)

Active style of interpreting : the fact that there can be many opinion. The audience is active : they are having many conclusion.
Genre:  What is believable in a soap wouldn’t be in an action movies
 Goffman 1959 p.252 & 253 – The self does not derive from 
We become human we are not born human… Society makes us or like Goffman say : The self is a product of a scene that come off and it not a cause of it. 
What we think in the more profound part of our identity is the result of a well stage performance. We learn to behave in a predictive way
Ex. Abortion 
Find synonym or every day term for scientific terms. 

Methodology: Focus group and interview people to find out what they think about the media the research is based on.
