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The temperance movement--1800s- was a movement to reduce alcohol reduction.
Women were very important in this movement- they saw that thier husbands were drinking away money, jobs so they got into the movement preaching that, religiously it was bad and turning homes to rubble. 
the wifes lament--a new temperance-panflet from the prespective of women about thier husbands being alcoholics and failing thier obligations as a father and husbands.
-belived that alcohol was a liquid sin- supporters of temperance where mostly iddle class and prodestants- non prodestant lower class thought that alcohol was not a bad thing-they thought it was a social thing to do- so they came up with ristrictian of selling too much to one person. -protemperance-  striped pig-
-working class in north east- mostly immigrants, mostly cathoic isrish and germans. They thaught that this was a way of social control overthem.
German beer garden 1858--the irish and germans thinking they were social outcast went to pubs where they drank together and socialized with there own people. 
Reform movement-- 
Abolitionism- to abolish slave movements- 1812- thought that blacks and whites they werent able to live together- 
American colonization society-liberate slave and ship them back to west africa, libaria. Goal was to built an outpost to seperate the two colors. This ran for a few decades but didnt quite work because it wasnt making a big impact in terms of getting alot of slaves free. 
- anti abolitionsm- after the american colonization society didint work the aboitionists wanted to not only stop slavery but as well as make them citizens-David Walker,  black sailor, Appeal of the coloured citizens of the world. 1829- eh saw that this was wrong in terms of religion- when he wrote this he was talking to blacks and whites because he wanted them to know that whites were contadicting thier own beliefs with slavery. Appeal wrote-blacks have the right to self defence. hear tape***  
William Lloyd Garrison- he wanted the world to rid of sin- he saw slavery as a sin as well -he wrote the liberator-1831-this comes a document known for a long time.- his apeal-seconday wave reform language- hear tape*** - idea was that hitting your slaves would make you hit your wife and children- no two way about it no grey zone its eithe slavery which is bad or no slavery which is good.
-American Anti-slaveery society-1833- fight against slavery in all its form


The birth of the Asylum--early 19t c
-peaople who comit crime and unstable people. back in the day you would either chop of thier heads - idea was punishing them externaly- this had no way to make them a good human being- this idea came that the asylum came into where they believed that they could reform criminals byb isolating them fom society- Benjamin Rush - believed that all humans were sons of god- came upwith the tranqualizing chair, he thought that the coruptions comes them from the enviroment that lived in- this chair isolated them completely from he society. 
Friends asylum- was for metaly ill- tranqualizing chair was use here.- Rush thought that masturbation was making people go crazy aswell.
phili jail converted to prison- walnut street jail- aech of them have thier own rooms in a way that gaurds can see them and they cant see other cellmates-in hopes of that the isolation would reform them- known as the silent sysem- where they just sit down and think about thier sin and what they have done and to encoraga themselfs to get better.

THE DEMOCRATIZATION OF POLITICS--checks were appointed because they didnt want democracy
1) Elimination of property qullifications for voting and holding office- people who didnt have property coulndt vote because they tought that they were not equals and werent important as who owned property- this was eliminated.
2) democratic popular political culture-late 18th c- candidates started to have campagins or presidents. they are considered to be good because people were in charge of the parties the would be in charge. 
3) emergence of nominating conventions for party leaders- bingham- guy ran for office- drew a painting of voting-it kind of portrayed as a social gathering- showed people taking bribes for thier votes.

- two escaped slave in early civil war-1850 to 1860s-they were always kept watched, example-on plantation they had an overseer to keep them check, washingtons master made sure that he goes to church and resites
dciplined- beaten-whiped when tryed to run away such as turnage-working in tobacco factory, u have to finish a certain aount of work or get whipped for washington.
why is the civil war being fought?-dispute between the north and south about the westward expansion- and to know that will there be slavary in those places. Not to end SLAVERY-but the course of the war, the slaves turn the war about slavery when the unions are fighting.but after 1863-proc of empac- lincon had to turn it about slavery.
Turnage- multiples escape 5 times from plantations, overseer, and master. but slaves had no place they could run to when they escaped not until the civil war he had a place to go after he escaped. -he could be pased as white-he was striped awy from his family to work in a horrible conditioned factoy-worst feeling that you could get at that time was to be taken away from your family. 
Washington what freedom meant- hes always talking aout fishing in the river, nature represents freedom--background-whiteman father, mother was a slave.

in the south there are very few blacks living. 
this fear of uprising- becomes intensified after the 1840s and 50s
growing increase of blacks in the north-they try to bring thier reletives from the souhern states-the underground railroad-1850.
before the mid 19c thomas jef saw slavery moraly wrong-he saw i that it was wrong but saw it a neccesity because he needed em for his plantation.
1850s-defense of slavery-some writers wrote that slavery was helpful for goverment states.
-positive because-1)notion of peternalism-argue that peternalism makes it more gentle. If oyu were a slave and got old or sick, because of the perternalism in the south, they were expected to take care of them, unlike in great britan
2)wage labour(slavery)-they look at the working class in great brit-the working conditions are more worse than they are in southern sates.
3)religious argument-abolitionist critisize-slavery is kind of a gate way sin same as alcohol. deep routed sin that you get use to brutalising your slaves and eventually turn you into -Slave owners are alcoholis, imoral society of the souterns
southern nationals get mad and take a look at the bible-they refer to it saying that-
-bible section on slavery-tells you its alright to own slaves. if you capture someone in war that is not a crhistian and a jew-nither old or new testment says that slavery is wrong. so southerns say that who are you to tell us we are not christians 
4)white supremacy:noutherners believed this aswell. white were seen as a breed of superior humans than blacks. -slavery is a system of social control.-if u give blacks the same right then it will ruin the balance thus white supremacy is being abolished.

-1790-1850s-country goes to small country to a continental-how did this happen and why?-1)this is the time of market revoluion-it is responsible for the growth o the economy by using natural resources to give out final product- thus farming need lands-this brings out demand for land, mining,
