Definitions
*Define and show the difference between racism and ethnocentrism
[ethno= ppl +centred -->greek] =the practice of judging all other cultures by one's own culture. (use your own as the standard).
Racism= A set of idea that implies the superiority of one social group over another on the basis of biological or cultural characteristics + the power to put these beliefs into practice in a way that denies or excludes minority rights.
Racism is practiced- looking  down on other social groups and has elements of prejudice, ethnocentrism, stereotyping and discrimination in it =  result in inequality 
*Define and show the difference between prejudice and discrimination
Prejudice =a negative attitude based on preconceived notions about members of selected groups
Discrimination= Actions or practices of dominant-group members(or their representatives)  that have a harmful impact on members of a subordinate group
discrimination is acting out the prejudice (not hiring jews)
*Define and relate gender role and gender identity
gender role= the attitudes/behaviours  and activities that are socially defined as appropriate for each sex and are learned through the socialization process
gender identity= is a person's perception of the self as female or male

second shift= Arlie Hochschild's term for the domestic work that employed women perform at home after they complete their workday on the job. Problm for women, bc they are the ones who are usually expected to complete the housework even though more have now entered the work force. (dual responsibilities+childrearing etc. before some things just wouldn't get done = but now male are transitioning a bit to take up some of the responsibilities)
Define and show the difference between sex and gender
· Sex:
the biological and anatomical differences between males and females
· Gender:
          the culturally and socially constructed differences between males and females found in the         meanings, beliefs, and practices associated with femininity and masculinity
sex is biological, gender is culturally constructed roles associated with sex
Define social group and social society (not sure exactly bout this one)
social group=group that consists of two or more ppl who interact frequently and share a common identity and feeling of interdependence-----> concrete physical ppl names and faces
social institution= a set of organized beliefs and rules that establish how a society will attempt to meet its basic social needs.-------> how to do things, organized statuses and relationships

What do sociologist mean by the term racial and ethnic group? What is the difference between them?
Race:
category of people singled out as different on the basis of real or alleged inherited physical characteristics such as skin colour, hair texture, eye shape, or other arbitrarily selected attributes 
(innate and unalterable) a socially constructed reality, not a biological (one species)
Ethnic group
group of people distinguished, by others or by themselves, on the basis of cultural or nationality characteristics. (flexible )
· ascribed membership from birth, characterized by cultural traits and a relative sense of community
Race is an invented, fictional form of identity= social invention;
 ethnicity is based on the reality of cultural similarities and differences and the interests that they represent. 
· both these are the  basis of  inequalities and how we interact with others= unequal influence/priviledges

1) Define and give an example of all the types of racism
Racism is a certain set of ideas that suggests that one social group is superior over another on the basis of cultural characteristics, biological characteristics (ex. Skin colour) and putting these beliefs of superiority over another group to exclude and/or deny the members of the minority. 

The types of racism are 
· Overt racism: Can take the form of public statements about “the inferiority” of members of a racial and ethnic group. Aka “red-necked” racism or “hate racism”
· Ex)  Although a little rare overt racism was found in winnepeg 2009 when a girl came to school with white supremacist slogans all over her body. She told social workers that her parents were teaching racist views and discussed killing minorities. 
· Polite Racism: is an attempt to disguise a dislike of anoher group/minority through behavior that is not outwardly prejudicial. So they wont full on express their dislike of a group but would hide it through 
· ex) ignoring a minority member, turning down jobs to  minority. It is subtle remarks, looks that are given to minority members to feel out of place in society. Once a man was called down for a interview, but once they saw he was black they said they already filled the position 
· Subliminal Racism:  subconscious racism, occurs when there is conflict of values.Shows ambiguity concerning racism. 
· Ex) opposition to employment equity act, Supporting values for racial equality are publicly affirmed, but resent making room for new comers to the country. 
· Institutionalized Racism: made up of rules, procedures and practices that directly promote, sustain and establish advantage for dominant group members. 
· Ex) jobs like firefighters have minimum weight and height requirements for applicants. Requirements  resulted in discrimination in that it favored white male applicants over other minorities.

Reproductive technologies have affected the meaning of family and “parenthood” in that egg donor; surrogate mother, sperm donor and adoptive parents change the traditional “parenthood”.
