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Fact or Fiction:
False: It is decreasing, media just shows it more
False: Most people are victimized by someone they are close to, society just presents a criminal as a masked man.
False: Those 18-25 are most likely to be victims and commit crimes
False: Much more likely to be caught. Different crimes for different demographics. Statistics look like poor people are more likely to commit crimes, but those who are in the middle or upper class are less likely to be caught Selective Enforcement and Legal Representation.
False: Property crime happens at a much higher rate, but media presents us with more violent crime
False: effects of street crime are more easily felt. White collar crime is put on a back burner and treated differently. Tax evasion and other things are given a slap on the wrist. Canadians are 18x more likely to die from a work-related illness or injury than they are to be murdered.

     -Satisfy an inherent need to understand why
-Attempts to describe, explain, predict and ultimately to control some class of events
-Criminologists are social scientists 

What is a Theory?
- a hypothesis
- an understanding 
- an explanation
- simple i.e. people commit crime because they have low levels of self control
- complex i.e. a lot of terms involved, made very convoluted
- abstract i.e. difficult to measure what this theory is talking about
- concrete i.e. easy to measure. we can see what we need to measure such as crime rates, income, level of education.
- never the almighty truth. Nothing encompasses everything

Assumptions in criminological theory
- Level of study? Micro (looking under a microscope. focuses on individuals or small groups) or macro (the big picture i.e. society. Marx and Durkheim)
-Basis of society? Consensus (A group of individuals who all share the same norms, values and mores. People work together) or conflict (Karl Marx. Society is divided. Cohesion and power. Laws do not reflect the interest of everyone, but the interest of those in power.)
-Individuals? Active (People make their own choices.) or Passive (Individuals are not able to make their own decisions and choices. forces acting upon them from inside or outside that make them engage in the behaviour that they do)
- Criminological nexus? Theory, research and policy (Criminology stems from all three of these.) (Policy is something such as crime prevention through environmental control such as grocery stores putting up mirrors to catch people stealing)

Kitty Genovese case (Mr Ross’s anthro class)
Diffusion of responsibility: everyone thinks someone else is going to do something, so they don’t do anything

2 Systems of Reasoning
Inductive Method: Observe, Analyze, Explanation
Deductive Method: Explanation (Theory) , Test, Verify/Refute

The Experiment (Causality)
Is the variable X a cause of variable Y?
Independent and Dependent Variable. Independent is the one that is manipulated, dependent is the one as a result of manipulation
Operationalization of Variables- Independent and Dependent Variable need to be defined
Stanford Prison Experiment

The Correlation
Systematically measuring two or more variables and assessing the relationship between them
How much one can be predicted by the other
Can be positive (Can be moving higher or lower) or negative (moving in opposite directions. Positive and negative, higher and lower)

Explain…
Spurious correlation is when an apparent but false relationship between two or more variables that is caused by some other variable

Something to think about…
Are those who commit crimes bad people?
Laws are relative to society. What is bad in one society isn’t necessarily bad in another.

1693 Salem Mass.
Rev. Samuel Paris
Tituba, slave from Barbados taking care of his children
Girls started behaving weirdly
Explanation was possession
Tituba, Sarah Goode (Homeless village hag), Sarah Osborne (Older woman with high social standing but frowned upon because living out of wedlock and had not been to church in a long while)

WHAT DO WE DO WITH THESE WITCHES?
Asked 3 questions over and over
Have you seen Satan
How would you explain what the girls were doing
Tituba confessed
Salem Witch Trials of 1692
Exodus 22:18 Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live.
Tituba’s confession silenced skeptics
More people, dogs were executed as being accomplices of the witches

Assumptions of Demonology
Look for the cause and cure of deviant behaviour in the realm of the supernatural
The inquisition
-Roman Catholic church- political and religious power
the tribunal courts system used to suppress and punish heretics
Heretics
- those who publicly declare their inaccurate interpretation of the bible, refusing to accept the religion.
- Making these decisions on their own free will
Deviance= Sin
Deviance has cosmic consequences
- Harmful to victims
-God
-The entire cosmos

Two paths to demonic deviance 
Temptation: we will be tempted to engage in these behaviours, but we always have an ability to make a decision.
Deterministic: Possession, much more passive. The devil has taken over a person’s mind and body which results in evil behaviour

How to diagnose the handiwork of the devil:
Trial by ordeal. Believed that God would indicate who was guilty and who was innocent
Often ways of trial that were painful: punishments of the body, very horrific. Carry around a hot stake that would burn you or thrown into cold water while tied up

The Trials
Accused must testify. Refusal was proof of guilt
Not immediately informed of charges
No form of due process
Anyone could testify against him/her
Was not told who accusers were
No supporters
No legal assistance

5 Types of Evidence to Convict
Trial by clever test: Say the Lord’s Prayer, but had to be perfect. Anything wrong would make them guilty. 
Individual Testimony: Demonic activities of another is held responsible for the mistakes of another.
Physical Marks of the Devil: any physical abnormality such as a mole, birth mark or scar is a sign of the devil. Some marks might not be visible, sometimes people were hurt to see if there was anywhere that was less subject to pain. All hair would be shaved in case hair was hiding a mark.
Spectral Evidence: Testimony based on a dream or vision. If I had a dream about someone doing something weird, it would be taken as proof that an individual being a heretic
Confessions of guilt: The goal of the inquisitor was to extract guilt. Duty to get confession from the person, if an individual confessed, it would save their soul. Trained to ask misleading questions. Provided a great deal of money. Witch hunting was an industry, once she was dead, the church would take her possessions. Bounty hunting and employment

Modern Day Witch Hunts
A witch hunt occurs any time a group of people persecutes another group unfairly, usually blaming this group for larger problems in society
The church used to target the witches and blame them for society’s problems that they could not explain themselves
examples in modern day are:
Blaming gays for AIDS
Blaming immigrants for joblessness
Modern Day witch hunts are what happens when people feel as though there is a problem. They go to the media and sometimes things happen such as they go to the media and certain things like laws and rules can be put in place, given that the people have enough power.
WLMK against the Chinese Immigrants corrupting the moral fabric of society. The Opium Narcotic Act banned import, manufacture and distribution of opiates for non-medicinal uses. However it was allowed for things such as cough syrup.
Another example of this is The Black Candle by Emily Murphy, a book against marijuana.

15th-17th centuries, thousands were burned in main squares in Europe
the Women’s Holocaust
9 Million over 300 years
No written records left
Destruction of a way of life that had existed for thousands of years
Gods and Goddesses appropriate to them at that time
Not a lot to do with belief, mainly based on action experience and custom
Gods and Goddesses changed to be saints
Goddess renamed St Foy, gave healing ot pilgrims
No divine goddess to adore in the Christian religion
Mary was understood as a goddess figure in the middle ages
Within 100 years, over 500 churches the size of cathedrals were built across Europe in honour of the Virgin Mary.
To this day Mary still bears the names of pagan ancestors
Mother of God, Queen of Heaven
Religion of Elite (Formal Catholic Church)
Those of the lower classes relied more on a form similar to the pagan style
Jeanne D’Arc was called a heretic and killed, but then was later raised to sainthood by the same church. Gave the voices she heard the names of Catholic Saints. Gave her an authority greater than that of the church.
Church kept getting more and more rigid to combat the things happening
New laws to combat women as midwives
continued to practice but in fear of their lives
Women’s control of women’s bodies
Men were told to beat their wives
Essentially a lot of people were being punished, women particularly.
Misogynist

Midwives- explored birth control, abortion, easing the pain of childbirth (Believed that women are supposed to have this pain as a reminder of what happens when they go astray)
Wise women- Defeated purpose of church
Black Plague- Patriarchal society with a greater population of women.
Industry- Everything belonging to the witch would be confiscated
Less Knowledge- Church could not explain everything so needed an explanation
Political Upheaval- A way to bring everyone together was finding a menace in society
Women were sexual- More likely to give into temptation or enter pacts with the devil

The Demonic Era:
Authority and power was held by church
Anything that went against the church was a sin and considered to be a crime
An explanation of deviance was temptation or possession (The Devil)
The guilty were determined through trial by ordeal (torture, heat, cold water), spectral visions, physical marks of the devil, individual testimony, Reciting the Lord’s prayer
Rationale/ purpose of punishment was to save the soul or deterrence. (General or Specific), making everything right with the world, cosmic consequences.
Nature of punishment was cruel, unusual, painful and humiliating. Shaming. Symbolic of the crime

				The age of the monarchy:
The Late Middle Ages
King Harold Ruled, principalities
Princes held absolute power within own borders but King held ultimate authority
Literacy was very low (Gutenberg does not show up yet)
Law was localized, information travelled very slowly
1066- Battle of Hastings
William of Normandy became new ruler, named William the Conqueror

The Rise of the Monarch
Society based on feudalism. The common people had no say in anything.
William awarded main officers land and developed barren’s courts
Church was a centralized and uniting power. The King needed to have the blessing of the Church to use his power. Religious influence of Church was huge
Monarch needed blessing of the Church

The Emergence of the Absolute Monarchy
Monarch has the power to rule their land freely, with no laws or legally-organized direct opposition in force. 
Proposed as a solution to violence of the 16th/17th Century
Local autonomy taken away in exchange for peace and safety.
People were hoping that by giving up rights they would be safer

The Divine Right of Kings
The King is authorized to rule because he is getting his power from god
Authorized by God to rule
What does this imply to the masses? The king cannot be wrong. If the King rules, the King should be obeyed in absolutely everything he says and does. IT is very sinful for a subject to resist the King as his power is given by God and everything he does is God’s will.
Sinful for subjects to resist Monarch= Heresy or Treason
Form of Social Control
Nobody really questioned the divine right of Kings

11th C- Pledge System
Tythings
Small paramilitary group
Everyone over 12 years old
Ensure payment of taxes to monarch
Enforced by these people
Hundreds (100 tythings) had constable appointed by nobles
Reported to shire reeve (King’s representative)
Male citizens between 15-60 were required to possess weapons for hue and cry- expected to protect property of neighbours) Could face criminal prosecution if they did not follow through with it

The Emergence of the King’s Court
Streamlined procedures and made them fairer
Barrens local courts diminished in popularity
Circuit judges-> laws based on local customs replaced
Based on situations of similar facts
Established Common Law
Judges would travel around and come up with a sentence then would later convene and work together to talk about similar sentences.
Attempting to have consistency

An eye for an eye

Trial by Battle
There was a fight between two nobles. Whoever won was the innocent
The more money you have the better legal representation you get
Trial by Cursed Morsel- made to swallow food with hidden feather. If they choked, they were guilty but if not they were found to be innocent
Trial by wager- Individual accused of crime, had to find 12 reputable members of the community who would attest to their great character.

The King’s Courts
Trial by jury replaced trial by wager
Grand assize Body of men who were employed by the king who had to go out into society and charge those who had violated the law. Bring them back to the king.
Petit assize Judging this individual on innocence or guilt. Not that impartial as those on Grand Assize could be part of Jury
Face 5 years or more other wise not eligible


Three different types
Exchuequer (Financial)
Court of Common Pleas (Anything basic, complaints etc)
King’s Bench (All criminal cases) If people were not happy with decisions found in other two courts it could also be taken here, The court of last resort, with the final word. Supreme Court

The King’s Justice: Royal Cases
All crimes against the King’s Peace
Massive criminalization of previous non criminal acts- Money was the reason for this. Once an individual was found guilty, they had to forfeit their property. More crimes= more for monarch
The Bloody Code- The number of crimes punishable by death drastically expanded. 1688 50 crimes carried death penalty, 1765 160, 1880 225. Steal a horse, pickpocketing, arson, forgery, stealing rabbits.

· Maintained features of Pennsylvania model

4 Types of Worker Alienation
Alienation From the Product- They do not feel as though they can afford the product or take the product home with them. They exhaust their effort but do not have anything to show for it except for the salary, They are alienated from the products they produce
Alienation from Themselves- Unable to personally advance
Alienation From Workers- Sometimes their jobs go against each other, or are often alone
Alienation From the Process- Part of an assembly line

Infrastructure and Superstructure (Everything else impacted by capitalism)
Infrastructure shapes superstructure
Infrastructure controlled by ruling class so superstructure controlled by ruling class too
Ideology- A set of ideas which form a coherent view of the social world and effectively govern people’s lives

It is not the consciousness of men that determines their being, but on the contrary, their social being that determines their consciousness

Marxism and Crime
Crime serves functions:
Divides working class
Diverts attention
Assigns blame to street crime
Crime is economically useful
The blame is never put on a higher level
"Prices have been risen in a store as a result of shoplifting” Even though it may be Capitalists wanting to make more money. Scapegoating the more vulnerable crowd
Without crime, there would be no police officers, lawyers etc

Law is Selective
Criminalize behaviour of the poor
Do not criminalize/ minimize the wrongdoings of the rich
Vagrancy was made illegal in the 13th Century in England
Peasants were prohibited from cutting firewood in the forest in the 1900s because the value of wood began to skyrocket
Poor people would freeze to death but the ships would be built
Safe Streets Act
If someone squeegees a car in ontario, who is trying to earn money, they are fined.
They are trying to earn money and are slapped with a fine which they might not be able to pay. If they cannot pay it they are sent to jail

Bhopal Gas Tragedy
December 2nd 1984 a gas in India
Hurt and killed many people in one night
The gas ate away at the lungs of people
Eventual deaths of at least 20,000
Unproven technology was being used
61 total hazards on the thing
Safety systems had been disabled
Union Carbide was summoned to court
Said that they were not subject to the jurisdictions of India’s courts.
$370-500 in compensation

What are the basic characteristics of Positivism?
· Determinism
· Hard
Individuals when confronting situations have absolutely no choice
No type of free will exists
Free will is simply an illusion
People are pushed into a situation
· Soft
Conditional free will
Individuals have a constrained free will
Some room for choice but it is constrained
· Positivists feel that all behaviour is determined
· People are not operating on free will
· Completely opposite of what the classical criminologists thought
· Forces can be external or internal, but these factors predispose people to commit crimes
· Beyond one’s control
· Biological (genetic) and Psychological (mental disorders) would say that they come from within
· Sociological (influences, environment, etc) believe it is external
· Differentiation
· Something different about people who commit crime
· Bio, psycho, sociologically
· We could compare criminals and non-criminals

· Focus on Actors
· Concerned with individuals themselves

· Classical school did not locate the causes of crime
Concern of these people was punishment and deterrence
Question of Why was not answered
· Crime was increasing
Moral reformation through deprivation of liberty not as effective
The threat of losing one’s freedom was not discouraging
Rates of recidivism on high
· No limits on treatment
The were getting to the root of all the evils in society
· Could utilize existing institutions 
Institutions could be made more effective by focussing on the individual
Go in and conduct studies through science
· Did not challenge status quo
Not a critical theory
Does not ruffle any feathers in society
People were ready to embrace it
General Problems with Positivist Theories
· The hand dealt is determinism, the hand played is free will
· Gives an out for criminals
Factors internal or external pushing people into committing crimes
No discourse to responsibility
Untrue that poor people are more likely to commit crimes
Where do you draw the line to treat people?
At the end of the day these are human beings
Who would say that we have crossed the line
Everyone shares the same morals and believes that all the same things are good or bad
Consensus perspective
Over-emphasis on determinism
Believed to be a strict dichotomy between criminals and non-criminals
· Over-prediction of crime
· What about exceptions?
· Assumption of difference
· Are criminals and non-criminals really that different
· Belief in determinism
· What about free will?
· Ignores criminalization process
· Why are certain behaviours illegal and not others?

Biological Positivism
· Criminals are physiologically different than non-criminals
· Innate makeup creates characteristics that distinguish them from non-criiminals
· Scientific methods can help determine these pathologies
· If 2 people were suspected of having committed a crime, it was the more attractive one who was innocent (Middle Ages)
· Historically there has been a long search for biological reasons for crime
What is Phrenology?
· The science of studying bumps
· The belief that our brain is divided up into different regions
· Each area represented a different character trait
· A trained professional could feel the bumps in someone’s head and tell who they were as a person
· Almost like a muscle you always work out
· Pseudo-science
· According to phrenologists, destructiveness = murder
· 3 Regions of the Brain
· Intellectual Faculties
· Moral Sentiments
· Lower function (Largest region in criminals)
· Functions of Lower regions could be kept in check by the other two
· Similar to Id, Ego and Superego
Cesare Lombroso (1835-1909)
· Provided medical services in an army prison
· Compared physical characteristics of individuals
· Influenced by Darwin’s theory of evolution
· Social Darwinism
· Measured more than 3000 soldiers and noted physical characteristics
· Soldiers that had tattoos would be more likely to commit crimes
· Would compare prisoners and soldiers measurements
· Prisoners= criminals, soldiers= control group
· Social Darwinism took Darwin’s ideas and applied them to society
· Some people will be less evolved than others
· More ape-like
· Western societies were much more evolved than other societies
· White upper class western european societies were the best
· Ethno-centrism
· Justified unfair treatment of people who were not certain ethnicities
· Women, lower class, ethnic minorities
In the Words of Lombroso
· He felt he understood crime after seeing the skull
Atavists- The Born Criminal
· Share characteristics with prehistoric man
· Defective genes- inferior
· Live by their instincts- inability to learn and follow rules
· Physical characteristics
5 or more stigmata= born criminal
Insensitivity to pain, tattoos and special argot

			Crime and punishment Tour
Carleton County Jail existed from 1862-1972
By Town was founded in 1847
Named after Colonel John By who constructed the Rideau Canal
After construction there were many Irish settlers who did not have jobs 
· Shiners
· Developed a vendetta against the French Canadians and later the Wealthy British
· riots, murder and violence.
· There was no police force or Jail in Ottawa at the time
· Similar to the occurrences in Gangs of New York
· Newcomers were recommended to either be armed or accompanied by someone who was armed
· Anecdotally, they took the body of a man that they had killed and dragged it through the street
What was to be done about this?
· Volunteer corporals put in place
· They could put people under citizen’s arrest
· Held very little power
· Some were assaulted and beaten for being volunteer corporals
· In 1845, only 4 of the 16 corporals were actually willing to arrest anyone
· Additionally, the prisoners had to be taken to jail in Perth
· Day long journey
· Many opportunities to be broken out by their friends
Due Process Model Established
· As a result of the murder of Thomas D’Arcy McGee
· Whalen, believed to be wrongly executed in Ottawa, February 11th, 1868
· Before this, inmates could only talk to their lawyer or close family member
· A guard had to be listening in the entire time
· Time limit of 15 minutes
The History of Construction of the Prison
· 1862 there were wooden stairs
· 1890 replaced by wrought iron
Risk of Fire
Building was lit by coal lamps and heated using coal as well
· 1905 electricity was added
· Some safety measures
Holes in risers on stairs so the guards could identify who was coming down the stairs
Anti-suicie bars added
Suicide was very common in the jail
· 8th Floor is Death Row
Impact of the Prison on the City
· The jail was considered to be a good addition to Ottawa
· Added a police force to the city
· Model prison for men, women and children
Mental Health and the Jail
· 19th Century, there were no juvenile facilities or mental institutions
· Mental illness in prisons made it worse
· Solitary for someone with a mental ill resulted in sensory deprivation
· Estimated few hundred suicides
· ~300 is best guess
· Catholic town frowned upon suicide
Why and who was there?
· Estimated at 150 people at any time to be in the prison
· Variety of reasons
Drunk Tank
Murder
· Children as young as 6 were also there
If mom is arrested and there was no other guardian, the child would have to come too
Logistics of the prison
· 2 Year Maximum sentence
· If the sentence was longer, the person was sent to Kingston Penitentiary
· Only time held for longer was before execution
· However, the longest time waiting for an execution was 1.5 years
· Cells were below the level of human decency
· No toilets until mandatory, even then people were not using them
No law said that they had to be used by the prisoners
· Hospital in the prison was on the 9th floor
· Dr James Grant
Liked being there despite low salary
Amputations were the most common operation
Shackles would cut into limbs
Blood poisoning
Males Vs Females
· Young women were in with females
· Matron was the female guard
· Young boys were with the males
· Typically the men were the ones who committed the more violent crimes
· Females were more likely to commit crimes out of poverty and necessity
Cells and Living Conditions
· Drum Cells
3’x9’
Contained bed and bed pan
Acoustic build to make sound travel
Prisoners were not allowed to make noises
Lice common in mattresses
· Workyards
Labourers working for 12h then sleeping for 12h
Prison profited from the labour done by the prisoners
Lower prices on good than others in the market
taking away from other merchants
program was then stopped
· Windows
No glass
Horrible in winter
cold
Worse in summer
Hot
Prisoners would rarely bathe
Malaria was common
~500 labourers were killed by it while working on the canal
Glass could be used to harm oneself or others
· Free time
Prisoners only allowed outside for 20ish minutes per day
Intense boredom among prisoners
Would have card games to see who could get the opportunity to mop the floor
· 3 Person Cells
Non violent prisoners
Usually young boys
Minor crimes
· Large cells
Only given to a single person if they were on death row or were a danger to themselves or others
· Bedbugs
7 Years in 1880’s where there was a major bedbug infestation
Nobody had a mattress or bed
Slept on floor
· Riots
No riots in 19th Century
2 in 20th Century

Prisoners Cards were taken away
They refused to return to their cells
Tear gas was thrown at them

· 3 People Executed in Ottawa
· Patrick Whalen
Murder of Thomas D’Arcy McGee

Nobody saw him do it
Was believed to be a part of the Fenian movement
McGee was considered a traitor of this movement
He had a gun that was recently fired with the same bullet as the one that killed McGee
Was said to be fired because maid accidentally fired it while cleaning
She had a bullet wound to prove it
Everyone also used the exact same bullets at the time
Whalen was not proven guilty beyond a reasonable doubt
5000 people came to see his execution in a blizzard
Last public execution to take place in Canada
· William George Seabrook
Said to have murdered William George Seabrook
Claimed innocence but was executed January 10th 1933
· Eugene Larment
Long police record before being arrested for murder
Gun battle took place
Shot and killed Detective Stoneman
1st officer to die in the line of duty in Ottawa
Larment tried to escape
Had several excuses
drunk
self defence
Poor upbringing
March 26th, 1947
· When on death row, hangman and clergy man follow you and say “Dead man Walking”
· At the time of Patrick Whalen’s execution, Murder and Treason were the only 2 crimes punishable by death
· Gallows are the entire setup
· Noose has to be a certain thickness of rope
· Must be wrapped 13x
· Hands and legs are bound
· Allowed to say their final words
· Noose is placed under right ear
· 3 Ways That A Person Would Die
· Rope is Too Short
Slow death
Strangle
Patrick Whalen took 7 minutes
Short drop method
Still used in India
· Rope is perfect length
Neck of person breaks
Immediate death
· Rope is too long
Person is decapitated
Execution
· 1/4 of the world still uses execution
· 1976 executions were abolished in Canada
· Several methods still here
· Stoning (Still in use)
· Lethal Injection
· Firing Squad

· Decapitation (Best method)
Unofficial Executions
· Likely took place
· Beam with no purpose
· No Anti-Suicide Bars on Death Row side

			The Emergence of positivism (cont)
Atavists- The Born Criminal
· Share characteristics with prehistoric man
· Defective genes- inferior
· Live by their instincts- inability to learn and follow rules
· Physical characteristics
· 5 or more stigmata= born criminal
· Insensitivity to pain, tattoos and special argot
· Lombroso found a criminal’s skull that looked more like an ape skull and felt as though they were much more primitive
· Criminals look more like primates and have defective genes
· They are inferior
· They look inferior
· Characteristics were called the stigmata of the born criminal
· Features that could determine who was an atavist
· Individuals who had 5+ stigmata were considered a born criminal
Stigmata
· Skull shaped like a primate
· Prominent jaws
· High cheekbones
· Sunken face
· Flattened nose
· Unique ears
· Large chins
· Bearded or bald
· Flattened forehead
· Excessively long arms
· Abundant or premature wrinkling
· Extra digits
· Born bad would be ambidextrous
· Insensitive to pain therefore they would have more tattoos
The Female Offender (1895)
· Female criminality was rare
· Criminal women possess an excess of masculine traits and preoccupation with sexuality
· Before this, nobody examined criminal women
· One a woman took on the traits of a man they were more likely to be a criminal
· Majority of crime that women committed, it came to prostitution or sex work
· “Women as a whole group tend to be less evolved”
Expanded Criminal Typology
· Lombroso’s theories were criticized
· Theories then changed over time
· Did a lot of revisions
· He paid no attention to social and economic causes of crime
· Only focused on biology
· Criminal by passion
Commits an illegal act as a result of a trigger
Not an atavist
Spontaneous act
Random
In the heat of the moment
Ex Husband comes home to see his wife cheating on him
· Insane Criminal
Person whose mental capacity does not allow them to realize that what they are doing is wrong
· Occasional Criminal
Pseudo criminals
Should not be seen as bad people
Commit crime due to a situation
An individual who commits a crime because of duress, necessity, self defines
Criminaloids
Not born bad but are individuals who are seen as having a weak disposition
Easily swayed in a situation
Ex Lawyer or banker who can easily manipulate money into their account
Habitual
The impact of the environment on the person
Ex someone who does not receive an education or is raised in an impoverished neighbourhood
Could lead an individual to commit crimes
· Wanted to return criminals into society once they were cured
Critique of Lombroso
· Is there a clear control group?
Soldiers as the control group
No guarantee that they might just be people who have committed crime but simply have not been caught
Many people in prison who were wrongfully convicted
Biological Positivist
· Correlations seen as causal
Prisoners were maybe malnourished
Not the same as others in society
· Subjective Measuring
Wanted to be neutral
Lombroso would manipulate his findings to reflect what he wanted
Deliberately measured certain people
· Racist
Social Darwinism prevailed
Believed that Western Europeans were most evolved
Ethnocentric view
· Sexist
Many of his ideas were rooted here
William Sheldon: Theory of Somatology (1948)
· Based on one’s physique, their personality could be predicted
· Endomorph: A larger person
· Extroverted
· Sociable
· Enjoyed people
· Easy to get along with
· Likeable
· Liked to have a good time
· Mesomorph: Muscular
· Strong
· Agressive
· Thrive for challenge
· Competitive
· Put themselves first
· Indifferent to what other people think
· Can be found taking risks
· Ectomorph: Frail
· Introvert
· Shy
· Finding own creative pleasures
· Shy artsy type

What are the dangers/criticisms/limits of employing biological explanations to explain crime and deviance?

Do brains provide a roadmap to becoming a murderer?
· Rush when someone kills people
· Often chasing the high of killing people
· Psychopaths
Lack conscience, guilt, remorse
Key difference is that there is a structural impairment to the amygdyla
Deformed
Normal feelings of revulsion and repulse do not exist
· Some murderers blame it on their past
· Very difficult to control a psychopath
· While the psychopathic mind cannot be cured, it can be treated
· Some psychopaths feel like people can help
· Does having a bad brain make an excuse?
Can be used as a defence
A murderer has been spared the death penalty because of the fact that they had less activity in the self control area of the brain
· Chris Benoit (Pro Wrestler)
Loving family man
June 2007 he killed his family
Strangled wife
Suffocated son
Bibles placed next to children
Committed suicide after everything
Double homicide, suicide
Did internet searches on Elijah
Prophet who brought a boy back to life
Benoit was getting hurt
The level of concussions could have led to it
Benoit tested positive for steroids
Many specialists did not feel as though that was responsible for it
Believed to be as a result of a brain injury
Abnormal protein that indicate brain damage were found
Severe damage across multiple areas
One of the worst injured brains seen
"Mike Webster’s disease”
Brains that are damaged resulting in disease
Drive some people to kill
Many people feel that if Benoit was not a pro wrestler, he would not have gone to criminal behaviour
· Brain specialist
· Jim Fallon
Looked through personal family history
Several notorious killers
Cornell family
Lizzie Borden
Analyzed brain scans of his family
Everyone was clear
Except for one bad scan
Abnormal pattern showed
Remarkably low activity in orbital complex- part that controls impulses
Murderers brains are like this
He has the genetic inheritance and brain of a murderer
Has not committed any murderers himself
Dark realization threw entire world in to question
Psychopaths are wired to kill
But there might be mitigating factors
Or his thesis is wrong
Might be ways to neutralize bad behaviours
Environment had effects on it and saved him from being a psychopath

Labelling a lot of people
Forget influence of the environment around someone

Charles Goring (1913) The English Convict
Goal: Assess Lombroso’s theory
Research: Compared convicts to non-crimnals
Method: Careful statistic analysis
Conclusions: Lombroso’s method seriously flawed, the atavist did not exist
· Lombroso was a lot more subjective
· Goring found that there was not much difference between the criminal and non criminal.
· Slight physical differences:
· Criminals were 1-2 inches shorter than non criminals
· Lighter in weight 3-7 pounds lighter
Below average intelligence
· Impression of the interviewer
Strong correlations between the criminality of parents and children
· Not a learned behaviour
· Parents were away from home
· Criminality was inherited 
Conclusions:
Therefore criminals are physically and mentally defective due to genetics
Recommendations??
· Do not allow criminals to reproduce
· Ban or sterilize these people
· Critique
Failure to measure substantial environmental influences
Only studied males
Males are more likely to be incarcerated
Richard Dugdale
· Was a prison inspector in NYC
· Noted that 6 people that were incarcerated were blood relatives in a certain prison
· Noted that 17 of a group of 29 Males that were immediate blood relations had been convicted of a crime or incarcerated
· Dugdale created a family tree and traced criminality back to Margaret the Mother of Crime. Named them the Jukes. Over 140 Criminals, 60 thieves, 7 murder victims, 50 prostitutes. 
· They had cost taxpayers a lot of money
· 1.3 Million Dollars at the time, 21 Million in today’s terms
· Hypothesis: Behaviours that are genetically determined should correlate more strongly among family members
· Method: 1877- reviewed 7 generations of The Jukes
· Concluded that criminality is inherited
Theory: All criminals are feeble-minded, but not all feeble-minded are criminals
· This was felt to explain why criminals continued to commit crimes after being incarcerated or convicted
· They did not have the mental capacity to understand what was going on
· Solution? Society must stop interfering with natural selection
· Critique: How was it that he was determining that an individual was below average intelligence? There was no test. We needed a numerical way of measuring the intellectual differences between a person
Alfred Binet’s Intelligence Tests
· Intelligence could be calculated by measuring an individual’s head. 
· Bigger heads= smarter
· Smaller heads= not so smart
· He questioned his procedure, asked if he was measuring the smarter student’s heads in a way to make them seem like they were bigger? Did he look for people who would support his findings?
· Felt he himself was guilty of researcher’s bias
· Had a blind study- another researcher do measurements that did not know the students
· Graduate students who did the blind study for Binet found that there was no difference
Intelligence Quotient
· 1904- Developed tool to ascribe mental age to individuals
· Also wanted to see which students were less intelligent than others
· Mental age- age associated with the last tasks performed
Binet’s Intentions
· Not a test of innate intelligence
· To identify children who need special help
· Not to identify children with superior intelligence
· Focus on providing assistance and not identifying cause
· Did not think that the tests could identify the underlying cause of why some are more intelligent than others
Dangers of IQ Testing
· Self-fulfilling prophecy
· Culturally Biased
· If it doesn’t count, why try?
· Labelling
· Findings may cause people to think of people differently
IQ Test had best intentions but there was an abuse of it

Henry Goddard (1866-1957)
· Administered IQ tests to residents at a school
· No one scored above mental age 12
· Mental Age 13-15= Useful, enough intelligence to work at semi-skilled jobs, contribute to society
· Mental Age below 8= Too feeble minded to do anything. Not useful but not a threat
· Mental Age 8-12= Pose a threat to society
Study of the Kallikaks
· Studied the lineage of Martin Kallikak
· Illegitimate relations with feebleminded barmaid
· Birth of Old Horror
· Family of degenerates- feeble minded, poor, immoral
· Legitimate relations with a Quaker
· Descendants were productive citizens
The intelligence controls the emotions and the emotions are controlled in proportion to the degree of intelligence… it follows that if there is little intelligence, the emotions will be uncontrolled

Causes of criminality and classification
Findings: criminals are feeble minded and immoral
Cause: recessive gene (Mendel)
Solution: Selective breeding, science justifies social stratification

Goddard on Immigration
· Wanted to have IQ tests given to immigrants
· Many immigrants are morons
· We must regulate them, However
· They can be used for menial work
· Immigration act of 1924
Additional studies and revisions
· Administered IQ tests to military recruits of WW1
· 1/3 of army draftees identified as feeble-minded
· Feeble mindedness is not incurable
· Do not need to segregate most feeble minded in institutions

Implications of Theory
Led to mental hygiene movement
3 Implications
· Need for experts
· Need for institutions
· Need for sterilization
Eugenics
· The manipulation of the processes of evolutionary selection, in order to improve a particular genetic stock or population
· Sterilization act in BC and Alberta
· Supreme court justice Oliver Wendell Holmes
It is better for al the world , if instead of waiting to execute degenerate offspring to get rid of them before it even happens

		The case of Andrea Yates 
· Andrea called her husband saying “It’s time”
· Her husband came home
· All 5 Children were dead
· Soaking Wet
· All were named after biblical figures
· Were drowned by mother
· Mother then called 911
· 3 Week Trial
· She was found not criminally responsible
· Found guilty of capital murder, sentenced to life in prison, no parole before 40 years
· Miss-trial, television show that depicted woman killing children and getting off with free because of mental things, Andrea had taken a hint from this. This was later found to be fabricated
· Trial happened again and she was found Not Criminally Responsible
Would women be more harsh or less harsh
· Yes- we have socially constructed norms for women
What is it about the NCR finding that changes things going forward
Many are reluctant to find someone NCR for reasons
· At the time of the offence, they could not appreciate the nature of the action, that it was wrong or bad
· They will not seem crazy on trial, they need to be competent when they are on trial
· Her actions seemed very calculated and rational
· Many people plead insanity, it seems like anyone could pull the card and be successful but in reality it takes many years 
· People are getting off easy
· Bad message about the criminal justice system as a whole

Andrea had shown signs of depression after the birth of their 4th kid
· She attempted suicide twice
· Post-Partum Depression with Psychosis
· She was off her medication and decided to have another child, even though a doctor warned them against it

The Media allows for a lot of stigma to be attached to mental illness

1600’s- The Renaissance
· The growth of asylums
· Used for people who deviated form what was deemed to be acceptable behaviour
· Often removed these people from society against their will and sent them to asylums
· Management of Problem populations
· People who were poor, homeless, orphans
· Anybody deemed undesirable
· Custodial centre
· Only really a holding place
· Isolation from society
· Out of sight, out of mind
· No treatment but removal from society
· No family visiting
· No medication
· No rehabilitation
· No windows
· Caged up like animals
· One of the most famous is Hospital of St. Mary of Bethlehem, Bedlam.
· No windows
· Starved
· Chained up
· Kept in the dark
· Whipped
· Form of entertainment
· Unable to lie down at night
· Furnished with straw, never cleaned
Social Factors Influencing the Discovery of Mental Illness
· Enlightenment
· Industrial Revolution
· Science
· Medecine
· Age of reason
· Finding and seeking new explanations
· Rather than viewing individuals as lunatics, they are viewed as curable irrational beings
· They needed people to work in factories
· Institutionalize them so that they can become workers
· Emergence of the scientific method
· Discoveries made of the body
The Medical Model of Mental Illness
· Mental Illness is a form of disease
· Mental illness is different from other behaviour
· Mental treatment is like any medical intervention
· Mental illness is potentially dangerous
· Involuntary confinement is justified
Benjamin Rush (1745-1813)
· Pennsylvania Hospital Opened (1752), First hospital in American colonies that accepted and separated mental patients
Conditions were bad
· Instituted changes to the conditions at mental asylums
· Thought the asylums were necessary but we cannot just lock them up
· If we treat them like animals they will behave like animals
· Promoted separation and exercise, recreation
· With proper treatment, individuals could be cured
Tranquilizing chair
· Limit motion
· Eliminate sensory stigmatism
Rotating Chair
· Induce a state of shock
· Spun individual until they lost consciousness
· Thought it would rearrange the mind
Confinement Crib
· Left in a small enclosed space for hours or days even
Bloodletting
· Excessive blood caused mental issues
· Many would pass out and many would die
Lobotomy
· Many left in vegetative state
· Lobotomobile
Electric Shock Therapy

Psychiatry- An Industry of Death
· Created intentional damage to the brain
· Insulin shock treatment
Coma-therapy
Brain-damaging seizures that induced a child-like state to cure schizophrenia
· Believed that epilepsy could not exist in the brain at the same time as schizophrenia
· Electric Shock Therapy
Passing a controlled electric shock through the brain
Started in a Roman Slaughterhouse
To make pigs more docile before killing
Broken bones
Internal organ injuries
· Lobotomized a million people in 1940-1960’s
A lot of bodily harm
Many were playing god
$53 Million Dollars earned annually
· Electroshock Therapy renamed Electro-induced convulsions
Huge amount of energy
2/3 of those that receive this therapy are women
1/2 are elderly
100 000 dead, many others unable to work
$5 Billion every year
Philippe Pinel (1745-1826)
· Confinement is necessary
· Professional intervention
· Humane treatment
· Leading figure in the moral treatment movement
· The brutality they were experiencing was more towards convenience than anything
Inmates were better behaved once the chains were released

Film: The New Asylums
      Prisons have become the new asylum
      As asylums shut down, police are left to deal with the mentally ill on the streets
      Most are not committing violent crimes, only property crime, theft etc.
      Has created problems for prisons
      16% of prison pop. are mentally ill
      they require a lot of attention
      separated from other inmates and held in hospital wings
      some of the inmates have never had any type of treatment
      prisons provide the treatment: meds, psychiatrists, etc.
      chronic mental illness needs to be monitored and they need to have someone around them who understands their illness and who will make sure they take their meds
      many become severely depressed, become delusional
      most inmates only committed petty crimes but when placed in minimal prisons they can’t follow the rules so they are placed in maximum
      when they refuse to do things in prison (handcuffed) they are wrote up and sent to a trial, found guilty sent to segregation, worse thing that could happen because its not helping anyone
      Oakwood Correctional Facility- Mental health prison, inmates treated more like patients then prisoners, 24 hour treatment environment
o   Short term acute care, stabilized, not better
· After stable they send you back into prison 

The Birth of Psychiatry End

trans-institutionalization (Criminalization of the mentally ill)
· Many were committing petty crimes
· petty theft, property crimes, trespassing
· Problems/implications/consequences of sending mentally ill to prisons:
· Sentences extended because they cannot follow regimentation of prison life
· Not receiving medications
· The guards are not educated about those with mental illness
· Very expensive to keep a mentally ill person in for a petty crime
· If the root of the problem is psychiatric, they don’t need to be there
· Some fear that this is the only way they can survive
· The job of the guards is to make sure everyone follows rules, even if it involves corporal punishment
· Many of the symptoms could become worse
· Many don’t realize that something is wrong with them
· There is a cost with taking medications and a lot of people don’t like to take the pills
The Case of Ashley Smith (1988-2007)
· Threw crab apples at a postman
· 4 months in a juvenile institution
· Extended to 4 years
· Original sentence was for 1 month
· Why?
· Young girl who had a variety of psychological problems
· Learning Disorder
· ADD
· Borderline Personality Disorder
· Refused to listen to orders, vandalism and assault within prison
· At the age of 18, they wanted to transfer her into adult detention centres
· She was transferred among 17 different institutions in less than a year
· Was a problem so often put in solitary
· Need to undergo review every 6 months
· But if constantly transferred no need for review or psychiatric evaluations
· Forced medication, tranquilizers, pepper spray, duct tape
· Controversial because:
· Ashley committed suicide
· Many of the guards were untrained with CPR and stuff
· Never got the treatment she needed
· Were following orders not to go in
· Went in when it was too late
· Warden and deputy warden fired
· Criminal charges pressed against them
· Coroner’s inquest jury deemed this to be an act of homicide
· Negligence of guards caused Ashley Smith’s death
· Barely any human interaction


Psychological Explanations:
Who is Sigmund Freud? (1856-1939)
· Psychoanalysts
· Father of psychoanalysis
· The Case of Anna O.
· One of his patients
· 21 Years Old
· Was nursing sick father
· Developed bad cough but proved to be no physical basis
· Developed speech difficulties, became mute then only spoke in english instead of german
· Upon death of father she refused food, developed paralysis, involuntary spasms, lost feelings in body.
· No specialists could find any cause of it.
· Focus on Functional disorders vs organic
· Organic was something with an underlying cause
· Functional was some behaviours developed with no underlying cause
· She would always talk about painful memories from past
· The more she talked, her symptoms would disappear
· Some emotional events would maybe give meaning to what she was experiencing
· Symptoms disappeared as soon as root cause had been explored and allowed her to move forward
· Catharsis- release of emotions related to memories, greek word for cleansing
· Only when client releases and becomes aware of these feelings that they become cured
· The Talking Cure
· Adopted idea of the unconscious

Level of Consciousness
· Conscious- current awareness
· Preconscious- not aware of material but its retrievable via ordinary retrieval
· Unconscious- not aware of material and it’s not retrievable via ordinary retrieval

Key Assumptions of Psychoanalytical Theory
· What is psychic determinism?
· Everything we think, say, feel or do is an expression of our mind
Freudian Slips are an example of this

How can we reveal the contents of the unconscious
· Whatever comes to your mind you say, free association
· Hypnosis
· Dream analysis: Manifest and latent (underlying hidden meaning of your dream)
· Transfers- transferring feelings onto therapist (Troubling past with father? Would treat therapist like father) Patient could sort out repressed feelings
· Projective techniques- ink blot test

Why do Humans Have An Unconscious?
· Helps to restrain expression of all drives
· When we repress too many drives and urges, we end up in an anxious or neurotic state
· Surplus energy results in anxiety
· What are defence mechanisms?
9 Types
Denial Alcoholic denying they’re addicted
Displacement Taking it out on a substitute target
Intellectualization Individual has to declare bankruptcy, focusses on spreadsheet to better situation. Focus on logic, reasoning and fact
Projection Attribute uncomfortable feelings to others. Unfaithful husband blames wife
Rationalization Rejected from uni, “I didn’t want to go there anyways, I would have had to move out and everything.”
Reaction Formation Overact in opposite way of how you feel, insecure acts like jerk
Regression Having a bad day, ask for hug from mommy
Repression Child abused has no recollection of event, but relationships are screwed in the future
Sublimation Redirect urges into socially acceptable ones. Angry, displayed in poetry or play rugby

Criminal Personality
Improper resolution at psychosexual age- development of fixation could lead to many things
Oral-addiction
Anal- embezzelment, armed robbery
Phallic- rape, sexual assault
Genital- homosexuality and prostitution
Socialization- faulty identification to parents, aggressive tendencies are normal, socialization leads to control. If a child did not receive proper socialization, this would lead to criminal behaviour
Under-functionning of the ego Id and Superego are not controlled, Id takes over
Overdeveloped superego- Heightened sense of right and wrong. In order to remove guilty feelings on an unconscious level, they desire punishment and cause crime to relieve feelings of guilt

Emile Durkheim (1858-1917)
What level of analysis does Durkheim adopt in his research? Explain
Macro approach
To love society is to love something beyond us and something in ourselves
Industrial Revolution
From Extended to Nuclear Family
Secularization
Wanted to find a scientific basis to explain how society works
To understand how people think and behave, must look at their social location
In the words of durkheim
Man is himself only in and through society. If man were not a part of society, he would be an animal like the rest
We are socialized and taught what is right or wrong
When it comes to human beings we have physical and social needs, both are governed differently
Regulated by nature
Human beings are naturally insatiable
The more we have, the more we want
Society must regulate social needs

Sociological explanation CONT:

The Structural Functional Approach
· Just as all of our organs work together to make us functional, society works together in the same way
· Society is a complex system shoe parts are linked to one another
· Each part meets a need in order to maintain a normal state of solidarity/stability
· Each role is needed to maintain a state of balance
· Chance in one institution influences change in others
· Main organs in society:
· media
· family 
· government
· medecine
· economy
· religion
· education

Security
Planes
Pilot
Mechanics
Infrastructure
Flight attendants etc
What could upset the functioning of the airport system?
Terrorism
Bad weather
Strikes
How will the system be restored?
Decrease acts of terrorism
Implementing more flights

We are trying to maintain the balance, all parts are interconnected, one part changes, all parts change

According to Functionalists
No behaviour in society will persevere unless it is functional
But what about crime? Isn’t it pathological?
Is crime normal?
Can crime be functional? Normal? Universal?
Would we see crime in a society of saints?
Different behaviours would be criminalized
In order to have the good we have to have the bad
There are always going to be differences

What are the functions of crime?
It creates social unity in the fight against crime (Amber alert when a child goes missing?)
Jobs (Crime means need for police or criminologist)
Defining Moral Boundaries (Shows people what is right or wrong)
Provides scapegoat (We always want to point a finger at someone or to hold someone responsible or an answer)
Creates social change (Example of gay rights movements)
Accents Rewards of Conformity (By having criminal behaviour, it accents the rewards of conformity

What is the name of Durkheim’s doctoral dissertation that discusses mechanical and organic solidarity?
The Division of Labour in Society
Mechanical Solidarity- Simpler societies, more traditional, tribes, clans, family relationships. Homogenous “sameness”
People working on the land
Underdeveloped technologically
Face to face interaction required
Everyone fulfils similar duties
Religion is dominant
Individualism is very undeveloped
Differences are discouraged
Everyone should believe the same things are right and same things are wrong

What causes people to trust one another and believe that they are working towards a common goal?
A totality of beliefs and sentiments common to average citizens of the same society forms a determinate system which has its own life
It is the collective conscience

The Collective Conscience
A shared Moral Obligation to live up t the demands of the community
The bond is not from dependence on individuals but the dependence on the total social system
Identify the 4 Dimensions it can be differentiated on:
Volume: how heavily is it shared
Intensity: Degree to which attitudes are influenced by emotions
Rigidity: How clearly it is defined, how neatly the beliefs are defined
Content

We must not say that an action shocks the collective conscience because it is criminal but rather that it is criminal because it shocks the collective conscience. We do not condemn it because it is a crime, but it is a crime because we condemn it.
Even in mechanical societies, there was still crime
Because uniqueness is discouraged, sanctions are hard, clear and repressive

Over time society undergoes a transformation to organic solidarity

Organic Solidarity
Population Boom
Heterogenous
Technologically advanced
Based on a complex division of labour
People need other people in order for their needs to be met
If certain groups go on strike our needs will not be met
Durkheim’s dilemma: We now depend more on people that we trust less
Punishment is not seen as hard and severe as it was in the past
Focus more on restitution than severe punishment

Rapid Social Change
Durkheim believed that members or Western society are exposed to the risk or what??
Anomie- Without law
Social and or moral norms are confused, unclear or simply not present
Individuals are left without moral guidance in the pursuit of their goals
We see that the social bonds the individual once shared with society are gone or broken

What prevents crime?
Social Integration
A product of social interaction and the strength of shared beliefs among group members.
Social Regulation
The degree of external constraints on the members of society

Robert Merton

Durkheim and Suicide
Looked at suicide in France
Some categories of people were much more likely to commit suicide than others
Higher rates for Men, protestants, the wealthy, seniors and unmarried
Lower rates for women, catholics, poor, middle aged, married
Protestant is more individualistic, Wealthy have less regulations, Married are part of families, more integrated, Seniors are more likely to be alone

High or low integration and high or low regulation

Altruistic Suicide
When there is a high degree of integration
Take their own life because they identify too closely with a group or with society
Eg Suicide bomber, cult suicides, kamikaze politics

Egoistic Suicide
When there are low levels of integration
Eg Loner in high school who doesn’t feel like they have a purpose
School shootings, someone who doesn’t fit the norms

Fatalistic suicide
Because there is a high level of regulation
Eg Political Prisoners, slaves, prisoners, Abused child

Anomic Suicide
Low level of regulation
Eg Shawshank redemption, death of family member, crash of stock market, loss in faith

Critique of Durkheim
Tautological- Circular reasoning
Consensus in society- Society might not always see the same things as being illegal, everyone might not always have the same values
Romantic view of the past- “The good old days” Not as much crime in the past? Not true. Rose coloured picture
Social determinism- His way of thinking ignores individuality
Crime is not always functional- For some it is functional but for others it is not
