1.Macro VS. Micro
· Macro = how are individuals harmed by crime and criminal processes.
· Micro = Why do people offend. What is wrong with the individual?

2.Consensualist VS. Conflictual
· Consensual = Systems analysis. We can fix these problems. Even though it may be     super bad, they can still be fixed. There is still something we can do to fix it.
· Conflictual = Systems critique. This is terrible we can’t fix this. We need something completely new. No way to fix. Must restart.

3.The twin streams of criminology
· Stream one:  Beccaria =
	- Punishment must be certain, swift, and proportionate to the crime.
	- Building theories as to what works to control crime
	- The punishment must match/be equal to the crime.
· Stream two: Lombroso =
	 	- Established as the first “fully scientific “ criminologist
		- Went into prison and noticed that criminals had certain physical qualities 			(bumpy heads, tattoos, squared jaw, etc.). He believed all criminals had this 			particular genetic makeup.
    
	4. Actus Reus
· The actual criminal act.
· It must be proven, that beyond a reasonable doubt, an action that breaks the criminal law was committed/caused by the accused person voluntarily. 
· Ex. stabbing someone, robbing a bank, shooting people, etc.

    5.Mens Rea
· The intention to do wrong/ a guilty mind.
· Subjective Mens Rea
		- The accused deliberately chose to break the law.
		- They knew that their actions could result in breaking the law, but they didn’t 		  care. (Recklessness)
		- Willfully blind. They deliberately closed their minds to the obvious criminality 		  of their actions.
		- Ex. Planning a bank robbery, drag racing, hunting endangered birds 				  (pretending they didn’t know they couldn’t kill them) 
· Objective Mens Rea
		- Reasonable people in the same situation would have chosen to do something 		 else because they knew it was illegal.
		- “ This is wrong so I’m just going to do something else instead”
		- Ex. being challenged to a drag race and choosing not to participate, as opposed 		  to participating.
		- When the accused was able to save someone but chose not to. (Depending on 		   the particular circumstance.)
6.Criminal Defenses
· Not criminally responsible on the account of mental illness.
· Mistake of fact
		-The accused did not know/ was mistaken about something
		- Ex. If a woman gets married to a man thinking her first husband was dead, she 		  wouldn’t be charged of committing polygamy because she genuinely did not 			  know he was alive. 
· Intoxication
· Necessity
		- When one commits a lesser crime in order to prevent the occurrence of a 			   something worse. 
	  	- A man breaking into in isolated cabin in order to prevent himself from freezing 		  to death.
· Duress
		- When the accused is forced to commit a crime as a consequence of threats of 		death or other bodily harm made by another person.
		- A man robs a bank because someone threatened to kill his mother.
· Provocation
		- When someone is provoked to the point where they are experiencing such rage 		  that they acted before they could properly contemplate their actions.
		-Hard to prove. May not get you off, but may reduce charges.
· Self-Defense
		- Reasonable people acting in terrible circumstances.
		- Defending oneself out of necessity.
		- Must be with equal force. 
		- Ex. You cannot shoot someone for beating you up (Except on the verge of 			 death), but you can hit them back and injure them more than you are injured.

7.Canadian Uniform Crime Reports
· Seriousness Rule = if there are several crimes committed in one incident, only the most serious crime is reported
· Problems With Seriousness Rule: 
	-Deflates the total crime count
	-Inflates serious crime as a proportion to the total.
	-These numbers give us no indication of the dark figure of crime.
	
8.Consensus Perspective VS. Conflict Perspective
· Consensus Perspective:
	- The vast majority of the population shares similar values regarding right and 	   wrong. Morality is universal. 
	- Customs persist and the law represents a codification of societal values.
· Conflict Perspective:
	- Criminal law does not represent the moral values of the majority, but reflects 	the interests of the groups that are in the position to create and enforce laws. 	(The powerful)
9. Interaction Theories
· Consider crime to be a consequence of interpersonal relationships and the meaning of those relationships.
· Symbolic Interactionism:
	- People act towards human and non-human things/ objects in their lives 	according to the meanings that those objects have for them.
	- Meaning = reality + individual’s interpretation in that context.
· The deviant career:
	-  The passage of an individual through the stages of one or more related deviant 	activities.
	- Primary Deviation (When they are getting started): Where the individual 	commits deviant acts but dies not 	adopt a self-identity as a deviant. (They do 	not consider themselves criminals.)
	- Secondary Deviation: Occurs when the individual accepts or can no longer 	resist the label of deviant.
· Labeling theory:
	- A micro-consensualist theory 
	- Howard S. Becker 
	- Deviance is not a quality of the act but the label that others attach to the act.
	- The application of the deviant label and the response of others to the label may 	result in a person becoming committed to the deviant identity. 
	- Deviant career is part of labeling theory.

Terms
Maturational Reform:
The observation that involvement in crime tends to cease as people age.

Role Convergence:
An explanation for the rising crime rate among women has been that their roles have become similar to those of men.

Atavism:
A belief that some criminals are born criminals, that they were atavistic. This suggested that they were throwbacks to an earlier stage of evolution and that this limited evolutionary development meant that they were morally inferior.(pointy ears, squared jaw, tattoos, etc.)

Stigmata:
Physical signs of some moral position. Used in this context as references to physical signs of the state of atavism.

Anomie:
A concept developed by Durkheim to describe an absence of clear societal norms and values. ”Nomlessness” Anomie occurs in periods of rapid social change. Ex. Industrial Revolution.
Relative Autonomy:
A term used to indicate that the state has a certain amount of independence from the capitalist class and is therefore able to enact laws that are not in the immediate interests of the capitalist class,

Drift:
A psychological state of weak normative attachments to either conventional or deviant ways.

	Beccaria 
	- Humans were rational thinkers. Those who contemplated breaking the law considered the positive and negative consequences of their actions.
-A measured system of punishments was needed to deter crime.
-Punishment must be certain, swift, and proportionate to the crime.
	-Specific criminal codes
-Higher social classes no longer above the law.
- Came up with the concept that you must not only be factually guilty but mentally guilty as well. Actus reus and mens rea.

	Statistical School
	Quetelet
	- Explored the social causes of crime.
-Related structural factors such as inequality to crime.
-Society changes but there is always crime, which means that it must not be society that creates crime but something else altogether.
	- Influence was limited.
- The statistical school’s theories of crime were not consistent with current popular evolutionary theory.

	Positive School
	Lombroso
	-Criminals were born, not made.
They were atavisms that were less evolved than the law abiding.
-Criminality was predetermined.
	- All efforts to ensure that punishment must fit the criminal that we see in current justice systems.
- Probation, parole, indeterminate sentences.

	Freud 
	- Id : reservoir of biological urges (Raw thoughts, emotions, wants)
- Ego : the rational part of the personality (awareness) 
- Super Ego: the ethical and moral dimensions of personality (conscience)
- Crime results when the ego and super ego cannot control the antisocial instincts of the id.
-Ex. You want a candy bar. Id: I want it no matter what. 
Ego: Well I don’t have the money right now so I have to wait to get the candy bar. Super Ego: It wrong to steal the candy bar. 


	Moral Development Theory 
	Piaget & Kohlberg 
	- Each individual must go through a sequence of moral development.
-Those with a higher level of moral development will be more likely to make more responsible choices when faced with the opportunity to commit crime.

	Personality Theory
	Eysenck
	- Law abiding people must develop conditioned fear of deviance.
-Those who become delinquents and criminal do not develop this fear because of poor conditioning by parents or because they are less susceptible to conditioning.

	Social Learning Theory
	Bandura
	- Deviant behaviour such as aggression can be learned through direct experience or through modeling the behaviour of others.

	Operant Conditioning Theory
	Skinner
	- Individual behaviour is shaped through both reinforcement and punishment.
-Behaviour that is rewarded will tend to continue.
-Behaviour that is punished will tend to cease.

	Psychopathy
	--
	-Psychopaths seem to lack empathy for their victims and do not feel guilty for their crimes.
- They do not learn from their experiences and do not fear the consequences of their behaviour.

	Social Disorganization 
Theories
	- Deviance will be highest in disorganized communities that lack social control.
- Society fails to communicate norms, guidance, and controls strongly enough

	Hirschi’s Social Bond Theory
	- The four elements of the social bond: attachment, commitment, involvement, and belief.
- Attachment and commitment are the most important, belief is the least.

	Conflict Theories

	Instrumental Marxism
	- The state and the legal system are instruments that can be directly manipulated by the capitalist class. 
-The capitalist class can therefore directly influence law and law formation.
-Places emphasis on human actors.

	Structural Marxism
	- The relative autonomy of the state functions to preserve the long-term interests of the capitalist system. 
-This helps to explain why many laws are enacted that does not represent the immediate interests of the capitalist class.

	Socialist Feminism
	-Explores the relationship between capitalism (class) and patriarchy (gender). 

	Radical Feminism
	-Focuses on rectifying gender inequality through legal reforms to the existing system.
-Violence against women is a major issue studied by radical feminists.

	Left Realism
	- Argues that crime really is a problem for the working class (street crime) and must be taken seriously. 
-Most working class crime is intra-class. 
-Argues for a concrete crime control program, endorses crime control policies, which are not representative. 
- Crime really is a problem for the working class.
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
