Fundamental rule of architecture - to turn space into a place
Meaning is correlated to spacing
Architecture uses walls and spaces to separate and differentiate between things 

Framing = Naming
Framing is to space as naming is to language
both framing and naming bring things into existence
Space = Ether   Place = significant, has meaning, distinct, has qualities
Once a space has qualities, it turns into a place

To qualify as architecture a structure must:
-Be in the public realm: be visible and intended to be seen
-Define or enclose (frame) space and, in so doing imbue it with qualities that transform it into a place
-Perform a function; accommodate human activity
-Include an abstract (spiritual or symbolic) aspiration that transcends its purely utilitarian function
