Baroque: vast, uses dynamic aspects of nature

Renaissance: tries to order nature

Islamic and Roman gardens are similar both built around courtyard

Nature is what we were expelled into and we are all trying to find our way back into the garden
Char-Bagh garden: explicit over light, geometry and the form transform the nature into a garden

Chinese gardens intended as places for cerebral contemplation, done artificially but to look natural.  Not a desire to tame nature but to copy it in its natural state. Create a more perfect version of nature

Four variations on garden design

Inwardly focused
	Geometric nature within a wall (Renaissance and Islamic gardens)
	Naturalistic nature within a wall (Chinese garden)

Outwardly focused
	Geometric nature extending out to the landscape (Baroque garden)
	Naturalistic natural extending out into the landscape (English garden)

French gardens are very heavily influenced by geometry
English gardens are not built according to geometry, to make it look perfectly imperfect, similar to Chinese and Japanese
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
