Mansonry may be used in curtain wall architecture 
To make curtain wall buildings to appear to be made by stone 
 
To be load bearing - material should touch ground 
 
More common now for building to hold up walls, instead of vice-versa 
 
Curtain wall construction - represents tent constructions 
Both have frame and covering, being supported and hung off the frame 
 
Mordern technological innovations in serves of dematerialization 
1. Steel frame construction 
2. Reinforced concrete 
3. Vertical transportation systems (elevators, escalators)
