· From ages 4-5 children figure out that they can have private thoughts – no longer egocentric

· More likely to have children who do less well in school and who have more behavioral problems

· Knowledge and Memory
· Infantile amnesia
· Events prior to age 4 not in memory typically
· Why do we forget?
· Language use is implicated in the fact that we don’t remember. Developing language skills help with imprinting
· Auto-biographical memory
· Our recollections and representations of events in our lives
· Eye-witness Accuracy in children
· Mousetrap study
· Did you ever get your hand caught in a mousetrap and have to go to the hospital to get it removed? (asked children who they knew it never happened too)
· A week later they were re-questioned a week later: Children recalled “ya I remember something about a mousetrap”
· Asked weeks later the same question and asked to think about it: Children start to give a narrative and story about it happening
· Pre-school children when interviewed very susceptible to questioning style
· young kid have a really difficult time monitoring the differences between something that happened and a story because both keep an imprint in memory 
· Murder Case (in class video clip)
· Critical testimony given by little girl
· Testified she seen the defendant washing blood off his hands in a trailer –physically however it would have been impossible for her to see him from where she said she was in the trailer at the time.
· Also the mother of the child had repeatedly told her daughter that the man (defendant) was a bad man. – reinforced/role of stereotypes
· False stereotypes (more in depth in textbook)
· Suggestive interviewing
· “Remember when Sam tore that book?” (Sam never tore the book)
· “Sam is a bad man” – telling the child
· Problem Solving
· Above age 6 children can begin to encode more depth and features of a problem
· Application of more sophisticated strategies.
· Academic Skills
· Reading 
· Oral language broken into component sounds and then mapped onto letters that is supposed to represent those sounds. 
· Children learn: shape of symbols, sounds of symbols, blend sounds into units, comprehend what the meaning of the blended unit is (symbols = letters) 
· Phenology = sound system of the language
· Orthography = the notion that each letter represents a sound and those sounds are recoded into a meaning of a word
· Phonology = smallest unit that has psychological meaning to us that can be recognized 
· End goal of instruction is always comprehension regardless of the method of instruction
· Phonological awareness = The ability to discriminate and manipulate speech sounds (sound system of the language)
· Number knowledge
· 3 Principles
· The one-one principle
· If you are going to label with a number you want the object that is being counted to be labeled once and once only. – example: point to one object and say 1..next object and say 2 … ext. 
· The stable-order principle
· Sequencing and understanding that there is an order
· The cardinal principle
· Knowing that the last number you counted is equal to quantity 
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
