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Cave paintings
One of the forms of art that is considered to be in the most ancient of categories, they are located in many different sites in Europe and other locations.
Artists involved in cave art were also part of the hunter gathers group.
Parietal art comes from cave art
Entoptic form
Are visualized shapes that occur because of the eyeball and all of the fluids. And these are the typical type of forms, that are not really there, but people see them they are created by the eyeball itself.
His eyeball itself can create all these different kinds of shapes ( the chart she has on the slides)
These shapes by the eye may have an affect on what we draw.
Different cave in Europe’s have horse cave painting, horses were depicted very real life
Hunter gather
Generally have been considered very nomadic and foragers
Hunter garther existence didn’t have large grouping of people
A lot of time they were foragers not just hunting.
Nomadic
Foragers
Subsistence strategy
Living like this, wasn’t an abundance of food, wasn’t evidence of “food cashes”  which is hiding food Inuit’s would hide food in the rocks
The one that are shaped like a person the Inuit would use these for hunting, they would build at the top of the hill something that looked like a person.
Specialization focused on specific hunt and foods during middle to upper Paleolithic period of transition (80-70,000 years ago)
Specific tools developed
Started to create specific hunting tools
· Time period called the small-tool culture they were making very miniaturized replicas of objects. Tiny sculptures of animals and people. Which is portable and person art which can be carried in someone’s pocket, and can be useful for that person.
Descendants of the sand bush people still live amongst us. ( pilgrims)
San bushmen
Communicate by color, will hand someone a bracelet or wear a color to communicate a message. Can be seen as portable art.
Kept cows as domestic pets and did not just eat them
The gods must be crazy ( film)
Comedy that is about the sand bushmen

Ancient civilizations
Comes from ancient civilizations
Populations became more dense, people were livening in close proximity of each other
Population started to shift and they focused on centers, such as ceremonial or formal gathering places
There is now different types of social class
Started DOL, those who were not the producers or manufactures , were lower than those who had knowledge or high status
Concentration of power over nature and humans
Agriculture and manufacture has become possible because of civilization
Many ancient cultures are under the jungle
Have cultures that brought some of the most remarkable knowledge,

Structuralism
Meaning is produced and reproduced within a culture through various practices, phenomena and activities that serve as systems of significations
Things are going on and have significance and thus art represents this significance 
Art represented the things that are signifant to that culture, but this can cause of skew in analysis in that many cultures paint art of things they feel spiritually such as the san Bushmen
 A structuralism approach may study activities to discover the deep structures by which meaning is produced and reproduced within
Nazca Peru ( ancient art)
Could be landing area for aliens
Could be a possible ceremonial importance
Another theory is that it was art of ceremony, in which they walk amongst the Nazca lines.
Could have built them for ceremonial purpses in that they build socal cohesion amongst its group memebers. In that all the memebres are sharing feeling over something that is of important to them. This could have later adaptive benfits in survival by social cohesion advancing the social organization of cultures so that they are better able to survive.
May have been part of a water ritual, where water had flowed or had been present
Creatures could have been part of ceremonial offerings for water.
Some of the shapes could have been representative of starts
Cosmology/ritual
Water
Mathematical precision
Sun calendar/solstice/astronomical or alien visitation theories.
Film is called the day pictures were born
Discovery made at altimara about how the world first created images
This also gives evidence to art not being diffused for a single soruce, the cave painting in alimara were painted of what seems like an isolated location. So it could have beens something inhate
First painting to be discovered in south America of orux( like an Oxen , but prehistoric) ?
First painting come from relatively later in our human story.
Homo sapiens have been around for 150,000 years
Not until 35,000 years ago that we started creating images its called the creative explosion
Created images of mostly one thing which are animals, which are animals like horse, bison and reindeer
Why did we start creating images?
1) painting were about hunting, they painted these images because prehistoric people believed that if the painted these images it would increase their chance of a successful hunt
2) but little correlation, between what they painted and what they ate
3) some painting don’t represent anything at all, so the puzzle will go on
how did we get the idea to create the images ancient painted( took the bushman of Africa to answer this )
south Africa drakensberg may give us some idea to this question
pictures by people called the san bushmen
pictures represented things they believe, such as your body/soul can leave your body and enter a spirit world
these pictures were about a spiritual experiences in trance
the euland captured the interest of the san people and they saw it to have magical potency in their trances
dots could represent the things we see when we go into a trance, such as when we go into a trance we see dots, lines etc.
people didn’t invent making pictures, people were familiar to the pictures that there brain was producing and they wanted to nail down and make permanent what they saw. They would solidifying visions.
Weren’t representing nature, but creating the vision from inside their heads.
People stopped painting, they seemed to loose interest in them.
People may have stopped painting in caves and started building structures with sketching and decorations on them. 
One people discovered how to create them they didn’t stop
How did we get to where we are today in regards to art

Gobekli tepe was where farming first started
Wild wheat was brought from those mountains and used to feed the people that were in Gobekli

· Why is it about our brain that make us want to create images
· *art has been apart of the human experience and has continued to grow as the human culture has changed.
· 
* not necessarily as simplistic not just hunting and gathering, their painting are much more complex.
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renaissance era (talking mostly about the Italian renaissance)

· why is it important? Because the renaissance from a artistic point of view brought some interesting techniques that changed art and the trajectory of art
· there was a great change in this period, in art, in intellect, in perspective, in thought, in dimension
· cultural, intellectual and artistic change
· 14-17th
· cut across Europe even was in scotland
· in this era it was about how to make things new, revival, something energetic going on , about change
· most certainty more than art was changed, intellectual thinking changed, living has changed.
· Anthropology is always looking at the lived experience, how do the types of cultural revolution affect people?
· By the time we arrive in the renaissance there is distinct levels of control; Church, state, aristocracy and power
· Church was one of the main ideas for artists to paint religious pieces,
· Art was such a powerful method of conversion to Christianity, so the church took them and funded their work.
· The aristocracy was part of the financing of art, they were buried within the church because they are closer with god
· The painting also represented stories, the correlated with messages such as messages in Christianity ( moral fiber, correct living)
· Art provided a form of realism in capturing an indivual and families , but at the same time it could depict a new layer of representation  e.g painting a deformity out, so you could be remembered “clean”
· Art is revolutionary, stories are changing, art is begining re-written
· Art Is changing culture, changing the way people are communicating, art is revolutionizing the technologies that come out of the renaissance

Changes in context
Civilizations moved through passages; where abundance and decline moulded and shaped progress
There was up and down and new progress would be made and the former rubble or decline
Art has the ability to do this, in that the shared feeling / cognitive, perceptual and emotive feelings we share over art can create tension between groups. But this tension can lead to social change, as art also solidifies the cohesion within each groups, inevetibally leading one group to win and thus social change will happen.
Competition, drought, famine, plague, etc. all reasons a civilization would decline.
Was a lot of plague art
Art depictied things that were of meaning, in that they shared feeling over the sadness of the deaths within the plauges.
After the plague those who were the most poor, got the opportunity to negotiated due to the decreased number of people
Renaissance is coming after all the devastations
War has devlpoed many different technologies, biological warefare goes back to roman times and further. War brought change
Population in urban centers
Started to emerge with ideas of intellectual growth and development. There were starts of the population that could consider intellectual things.
Development of centers, learning, art , cultures
Development of civilization, larger numbers started to conjugate 
There was wealth and people who were wealthy, enjoyed to be stimulated by art.

· Pop had this enormous affect, it was highly critized as in how can anyone be making money of things like comic book images. Experimental aspect to pop art, and in your face kind of work.
· Change in there is high art and low art, something common was being elevated.
· Innovated the use of media, used it to create the work of art. Art also influenced the media.
· Art can be considered representational 
· Movement in which people represented the sentiments of the day, ( things like the way they depict love. Robert Indiana a pop artist, presented a very bright and loud love sculpture) 
· Warhol was a famous pop artists, painted a lot of pictures that look simple put really do have strong ideals in them. Art brought ideas like dictatorship, unfairness etc. to light. They painted them, people freed themselves to ideas, they rebelled against convential society that weren’t allowing them to engage.

Represented a wide range of ideas

Anthropological idea: Soup was common in all cultures
New york city art and media
Language, style/fashion, club scene and are science
Cultural ideas with disctinctive new york characteristics
Art creates culture, in it represents the ideals and norms that are prevlant amongst the people at that particular time. Much of new york has gotten in name from the images in time square which represent the new york culture; in that its exiting and loud etc. These various things that we attribute when we think of new york is a universal quality. In that, we attribute athrmophic qualities to these pictures, when we say there loud or sad. This is a universal tendancy across human, we attach human profiles and qualities to art, this is what shapes each culture.
How did this movment change the culture of a nation?
Happened because it appealed to the youth
Youth is the change makers of the generation
Pop art reached out to the youth that were tired of conforming to what other thought they should be
In LA it was the media( music and film) that was the primary focus whilst in new york is was artists. 
Different perceptions of art some people viewed things like Yoko Ono sitting on stage getting her clothes cut off isn’t art. This was essentially a performance piece.
Art whether visual, performance, music or photographic it was mobalizing itself druing the pop art era because the cultural changes that were needed. ( Blacks didn’t need to be slaves, art needed to depict this) ( there was no reason to be in Vietnam, thus art needed to show this)
Art is no longer confined to material that just hangs on walls, now art is margining with media and the power of being able to bring more images to a wider audience of people. At the heart of it was the incredible anthems people could sing along too,
