shifts slightly, above ridge on Mycenaean  for protective offense ( up high)
population of about 13 to 14 families of above 90 people in the dark ages. Smaller number of people than what lived before, before there were thousands
rising eventually to 40 families than falling in the middle of the dark ages to about 20 families to about
shows us the predominance of herding activity during the dark aged period over agriculture. Goat, sheep, deer of signifance because of the importance of cattle in homer.
Continues to be craft production such as ceramic pottery and textiles and metal. Little to no foreign influence.
Political structure is larger, which doubles up as a relgious  centre for the community and centere for the cheifsmanship 


LEFKANDI ( S.EUBOEA)
· Was occupied by Mycenaean
· Was a small village but not dominated by the citedal
· One room , mud brick pretty simple
· Eratria ( east of lefkandi) found a u shape building on a stone foundation which is identified as a series of temples on the site. Found in the late 1970 and excavated in the 80’s.  dated to about 950 BC. This momumental structure serving as the mansion belonging to the local cheifsman

· Shows 2 burials local cheifmans

‘okios’ “household”
aristocratic 
socio-ecnomic unit directly related to the head of the oikos
people that are directly realted to the head of the okios whether slave or free
includes land, building, livestock and equipment flourishing the self-sefinancy of the okios.
Frequent gift –exhanges between lesser and greater aristocrats 
‘Therapontes “retainers”
homer shows these indivualds ranging from men like phoenix which is a great warrior the achilies
down people who preform remedial tasks.
‘Basileis “big men”
fairly wealthy local cheifsman
have to extract their power through physical means like physical contests like ultimate fighiting for power
poession of land was important in homers world
Hesiod c 700 BC
Spoke of peasent life
Common folk
Rejects the notions of violence and warfare 
‘demiourgoi’ professional artisans
were those who worked for all of the people and included what are called professional( people with certain amount of skill; religious seers, singers, doctors)  and artisans four types carpenters , potters leatherworkers and metal smiths 

‘thetes’ unattached ( to ‘oikos’ free men)
was a freeman in the dark aged society, with no resources and property alone which had to sell his skills to someone. Achilies in the odyssey says he rather be a thete than to rule over all the dead.
Life of a thete was unattached and did not belong to a aristocratic okois
Status of a thete may have varied
Odyssey suggest that a freeman there is no worse thing than slavery ( below thete)

Tyrants ( tryannoi) Lydian
· 670 BC  to 500 BC began the tyrants
· Corinth ( Greek state)
· Tyranny was a main form of  government all over greece
· 480 BC classical period
· most intense in the archaic period
· designates a strong men ruling directly or with the help of pre-exisiting institutions such as offices in the greek world
· ruled everywhere except for Sparta
· Sparta was resistant because of the double kingship
· And old constitutions
· replaced power of the old king rule
· the word tyrant didn’t have a negative association in the archaic period
· rise of tyranny was from the personal ambition and opposition and exploitation from the aristocrats. All known tyrants come for that ranking
· tyrants are people who manipulated social discontent and wielded it to their own advantage
· hoplites ( weapons)
· figon at argos exploits the possibility of hoplites
· tyranny first appears in the dorian and no dorian place of sikion 
· hoplites emerge and then later the tyrants emerge 
· tryants in general promote the hoplite element
· tryants came to power in states which had an inclusive pattern, or citizens ship. Which says the citizen body becomes more broader

· exclusive vs. inclusive patterns of citizenship
· many states have exclusive patterns which means the states don’t broaden out city states polis and ethane
· groups of underprivileged citizens
· serfs a subjected agricultural workers
came to power in Greek states that had an inclusive pattern of citizenship



Tyranny in Cornith
· in Corinth about 750 to 650 BC citizenship was strictly confined to the adult males of the bacchiads clan.  tyranny lasted about 657 to 585
· in about 585 BC emerges a new form of government to replace tyruanny which is overthrown, oligarchy returns. The new oligarchy is broader based than the rule of bachiads.
· This lead to the expansion of the citizen body
· Through land seizure and redistribution people got Corinth citizenship because they now possessed land
· Even under the tyrants on Corinth there seems to be a council of 80 men chosen from the body of citizen who had assisted the later tyrants. And after the fall of tyrants the 8 great men in the council become the government of Corinth. Which is a broader oligarchy than what previously existed

· Bachiad clan- old ruling party of cornith


Cypesus Megara, 
· Dorian city
· First coins produced 570 BC were created Lydia 
· Also experienced tyranoi 
· Theognis( tyrant) passage written about 550 ( bc) pg 206
· Expressing his fear in a conversation
· People who were on the outside of the city now have become good and are becoming aristocratic by gaining citizenship
· And strong powerful men have now started to crumble

· archaic vs. modern type of Greek state  
· modern type of state is only a polis type of community
· while the archaic both amongst polis ( city states) and ethnos ( tribal)
· what is difference between city state and ethnos- polis are centered around an urban centere and ethnos are not.
· Athens ( polis modern ) archaic type of Greek state ( Sparta)
· Registered about 1080 city states
· In a modern type of state the contrast between groups is clear cut. There is a complete contrast between citizen and outsider periokoi
· In the archaic type of state ( Sparta) the distinction between the categories is unclear, less clear cut. What are the categories are restricted body of full Spartans citizens then there were people who were free but not Spartan citizen ( called periokoi- dwellers around) they are essentially outsiders. But together help protect the Spartans.
· The perioki are an intermediate group, they are free people but not full Spartan citizen, they are together yet apart
· The third category of people are agricultural surfs, have no citizenship at all. But not full slaves,
· other people category is the helots occupy the role of agricultural surfs, not slaves also have no citizenships pg ( 80-81)
· the archaic type of state the notions of freeman and citizen were less clear cut
· 
Sparta
· ancient polis
· originates in the lyconian plane
· lyconia is its territory
· the hellots are ecountered not only in Messenia but in lyconia
· before 750 bc the lower mountain were conquered by sparta
· most of the Laconia in 750 BC was conquered by Sparta and became the Periokoi
· the periokoi provided military units to Sparta on demand
· Sparta by 700BC had its own assembly the polis Sparta had its own country. 
· Had two reigning kings at one time: kings at Sparta mainly dealt with warefare
· Beginning of the 7th BC 5 annually elected everyday chief majesties there called ephors
· Sparta is a polis, but its territory is three times as big as Athens
· Sparta absorbs lycona by the end of the dark ages
· Then they conquer Messenia in 740bc-720bc
· Messenian people were subjected to agricultural serfs
· Messenia rose up in revolt against Sparta after 650BC to 615BC and invaded Laconia and almost destroyed it
· Laconia is Spartas homeland
· Eunomia ( good order)
· Rhetra is a early Spartan constitution, but makes no mention of the ephors.
· Helots had to surrender 50% of all they made to the Spartans. Helots were subjected agricultural serfs. Many lived in villages. But were owned by the state and were not allowed to leave Messenia, lived in intense state of repression.
· Helots greatly outnumbers the Spartans. Never more than 10,000 full adult Spartan citizens
· Requirement for full Spartan citizenship able to fight
· Boy were required for a right of passage to go kill a few Helots
· At age of 30 men were allowed to participate in the assembly
· Intermediate groups called the mothakes mybe consists of Spartan male fathers and helot women
· Classical period neodmodeis people who are helots that are freed by the state, by through freedom of periokoi or Spartan citizens
· Girls at Sparta received more education than the rest of Greek
· As adults Spartan females their legal right and social status were greater than most of greeks
· Family life was devalued and women were subjected to the male character 
· Wives could be leant to other men
· Brothers in Sparta can posses a wife in common
· Marriage ceremony at Sparta
· Women had her head shaved and dressed as a male
· Same thing happened at dorian, brides there wore beards
·

cylon
tried to seek tyranny in Athens in 547, was a previous winner of the greek games and married into the theoganis family.

Draco
In 621 bc he put together a series of laws addressing a variety of issues especially legislation against aristocratic clan based blood feuds including arson and murder
The Athenian state the politically active citizen began to be the judge/ jurors 
Poverty increased and many debt ridden farmers became share-croppers tenants that is on their own land owing 1/6th to people that loant that money
Many people used family members as collateral and became slaves because of it ( chattle-slavary)

Solon
· A tyrant
· In about 590 BC people elected solon as an arbitrare to relieve some problems
· Prohibition of debt-bondage
· People that were in slavery because of this were re-purchased and set free
· Puts an end to internal subjects in Attica
· Tried to promote atticas economy, he tried to push olive oil making/growing
· Solon transports the state oligracy to a timocracy ( in which political right and obligations were based on wealth and the possession of wealth) 
· Put citizens on classes according to wealth, fixing the degree of political participation
· The system;  all Athenian free man who has an annual income of 500 measures of grain or more could become archons where as before only the aristocratic families of ancient lineage could become archons 
· Creates a council of 400 men open only to the upper three classes.
· ** party of the coast ( mercantile)
· party of the plain ( wealthy)
· party of the hills

‘Seisactheia’ timocracy, wealth, wealth classes

Peisistratus ( peisistratids)  Peisistratus 
· Came from the attic coast
· Seizes the tyranny at Athens
· Finally succeeded in 546BC
· And died in 527BC
· His son becomes a tyrant in Greece in 527
· In 510 the tyranny was overthrown
· With the help of Sparta
· Spartan hoplites come into Athens
· 
· Most of the Greek state that had tyranny did not rule alone, ruled with preexisting offices.
· Tyrants promote the state wide cults, promoting the worship of Dionysus and Athena. Especially  Peisistratus

Hippias
· Becomes unpopular in the 6th c BC

Cleisthenes
· Athenian aristocrat
Layed the foundation as the radical Athenian democracy
· Engaged in a program which involved the granting of citizenship, replaced the four Ionian tribes the internal tribes of Athens ( not ethne) replaced with ten new ones in each of the ten new tribes included three trittyes from the plane area of attics one from the coast, one from the city and one from the inland area.
· Eventually these ten new tribes became the military units of Athens
· Before his time (508bc) full Athenian citizenship was based on the aristocratic clan or brotherhood with religious function 
· But  Cleisthenes based citizenship on registration in one of the 139 tribes or areas in Attica
· Even thetes that had not land, received the formal right to attend the Athenian assembly
· The Athenians began to transfer their loyalty from the old artistocratic brothers hood to the state
· Each tribe selected 50 men to make up a new council of 500 men which served as a screening committee for legislation ( laws)
· By about 450 BC thetes could becomes mebers of the council

Slaves at Athens
· a slave was legally a piece of property ( chattel-slavery)
· chattel comes from the word cattle
· most large cities had one or two slave markets usually located near the waterfront
· some sources of chattel- slavery; selling your children into slavery ( Caria) war,  slaves from the east per say Africa were well-trained because slavery existed there for thousand of years and were highly valuable. 
· Unskilled slaves were often employed as grooms, cooks, errand boys.
· Scythian slaves were valued at Athens because of their heights were used as attendtant the assembly to maintain public order
· Many slaves from the Balkans would end up working in the fields 
· Women used to weave and cook,child rear and spinning
· Many Athenian farmers work alongside their slaves
· In town artisans work alongside slave
· Example comes from the erectheion, salves worked alongside architects
· Some slaves even owned other slaves
· Slaves that are free at Athens go on to sometimes become bankers, but remain to not have Athenian citizenship still an outsider

Women at Athens
Is a citizen but not a politically active citizen
In most greek states women were under complete control of their fathers, then husbands or guardians
If widowed or orphaned before marriage they would commonly be entrusted to a male guardian ship
Frequent half brother and half sister marriages
Every Greek women should have mastered, cooking, spinning, child rearing and weaving
Pericles said “ the best women is the women who is silent and out of sight  and stays at home”
Prostitutes in the greek work began as slaves then purchased their freedom and began a courtesan ( high class prostitute)  Aspasia ( prostitute to Achilles or Pericles ? ) 
The priestess were a universally recognized instuations at Athens they’re terms in office were used to date historical events like ( the great war happened began when crisis has been priestess at Argos )  
 The Pithia at Delphi was a local peasant girl who uttered prophecy that was gibberish but was supposed to be the voice of Apollo

Resident aliens ( metics )
· Called the metokoi 
· Didn’t use the metics in warfare or any military participation
· They paid taxes at a higher rate than Athenian citizens
· Usually engaged in trade
· Are allowed to enter into contracts and commercial relations in citizens, but they cannot own land
· Can own movable property including houses but no land 
· Can bring lawsuits to citizens through a prostate or patron
· There have instances where they have married into Athenian families
· The resulting children would be still be metics
· Foreigners to Athens had to register with a ‘proxenos’
·  Which is an Athenian who had traditional ties to Athena from a traditional family

Basically created penalties to deviance
represents the first time the Athenian state act as both a judge and jury and extencutioner
up before Draco’s time retribution had been private matter between the families themselves.

solon and 1) Hectemori and 2 ) debt bondsmen
he sought to get Athens out of the economic state that it had fallen in the 6th c
dealt with two main categories  hectemori and debtbondmen
got rid of both categories in Athens at the beginning of the 6th C BC
1rst person that moves the ball and expansion of the Athenian citizens. Meaning growth in the number
hectemori- comes from the 6th partners, they owed 1/6 of the annual produce to their masters. That rate of payment is not great, but rather it makes the state or the status of the hectemori. 
Represent an ancient category of person in Attica, who’s origins go back to the dark aged period of Athens. Best thought of as representing an internally subjected and dependent class of non-citizen serfs in Attica who equivalent at Sparta for example were the helots.
The permant state of the hectomri the permanent subjection is shown by the fact that on a year end basis they had to pay 1/6 of their yearly produce to Athenian citizen, who owned the land.
Solon made it able for these people to receive citizenship
If they couldn’t fork over 1/6 they became slaves
Helots had to give over a lot of money (50%) of what they make
Permant subjections
Hectemori were subjects from lineage, if your family before was a hectemori you essentially were


Debt-bondsmen
Who were a more recent group of Athenian citizen farmers who in the recession period in Athens ( solon), who were forced to take out one time loans ( like seed) in the economic downturn of the late 7th C in Athens. They were forced to take out loans against their labor, wife or any labor bodied children. 
Many defaulted on their loans and through that default in affect became the clients of those who they owed the loan
Could retain their full citizenship

zeugitai ( hoplites at Athens)
mean yolk bearers in solons times
annual production of agriculture put them in the middle range of the upper class and the lowest senses class the thetes
middle class. Produced less than 200 Measure of grains

metics
have them in 70 different Greek states
outsider/non-citizens
free status, but resident aliens at Athens and Attica
engaged in commercial trading at Athens

dowry
a gift to a new oikos for marriage

sometimes the wife will be given back to her family ( death or infidelity of husband)
dowry can be land or money
Athens dowry can be extensive the amount of dowry depends on the who its going to. Or the wealth of the land that is receiving it
5-20% was the range of the amount of the dowry of the estate


equally partible estates (no primogeniture) 
states were equally partible ( divisible)
divided to the biological male offspring and any adoptive sons
no custom of primogeniture ( the eldest son doesn’t get the land to himself)
on the death of the farther the states were equally partible
sibling fights could intrude ( hesiat and persis )

maternal mortality vs. higher rate of death during entire period of pregnancy and just after childbirth ( e.g puerperal Feuer) 
maternal morality is the death of a mother and child at childbirth itself
suggested that death in child birth rate was similar to the pre modern English morality rate which was 6-7 %
average age of death for males was five year age range ( 45-49) 
average age for women was 35-39 
high incidence of death was because they were susceptible to disease while being pregnant and just after the death Through puerperal fever
the immune system of a women are suppressed while pregnant so many women get sick during and after birth
the Spartans throughout their history were relctant to put up any inscriptions on their tombstone, but the one category that got the inscription was women who died in child birth. They felt that they died serving the spartiati
people who did die in childbirth in Athens were commerated at the sanctuary of artemis
this is all important so read it.

Upper elite organized themselves around the clan known as the clans gathered around a common male line
Epiklerit fits in will the male lines
( Athenian institution) if a Athenian male citizen had a daughter by not son the state permitted the marriage of the daughter to someone on the dads side of the family 
the dads brother was first in line
she was thus called a Epikleros
the husband on his father is laws assumed the ownership of the estate, but not full ownership this went to his son was the epikleros
this was to preserve the families bloodline
using the daughter to maintain the male line, by using the girl to continue the male line, by producing with the males side of the family.
Tenth day rite
If the baby does survive not considered a person until the 10th day rite, where the child is name. He, thus receives a  name and becomes part of the family.
Could be a safe-guard with any doubt of the paternity of the child

Paidagogos 
Child attendant
Servant who served the Athenian boy or girl who attend the boy in lesson
And two and from the gymnasium
Important role was to prevent any unwanted male attention to the Athenian male

Citizenship law of Pericles ( 451-450 BC)
Strange piece
Athenian citizens only Athenians who were born with both parents of Athenian citizens are the only ones who can produce a full citizen child

· Coinage was used to pay troops, but much of it was put but into circulation because the troops bought things

Only a fifth of men or early thirties were still in their father potests  ( fathers power)

Promotes a new sort of humilories who were increasingly were homogenous with the lower strata 
· In the senatorial order it remained unaltered in the 3rd C Ad and after, the power diminished though as high administrative posts and military posts. They were transferred to the equestrians
· The 3rd C was the high of the equestrians order
· Opian was of the equestrian order
· From the 140’s on it is not sentator the dominate the council , but the equestrians do
· Solider were allowed to contact legal marriages in AD 197, which allows soldiers that are serving to marry
· Apart from the imperial house, the upper strata include the sentorial order, the other status groups the officer core and the church hierarchy and the local order of the Decurion’s
· By the early 4th C the equestiron order was aborded either the sentorial order or the the Decurion order
· The humilories constituted a homengous strata that included slaves or free occupancy, whose members shard the common feature of work, pay taxes

Become an increasing form of depdant labour in the principe
A land owner and colonus formed an agreement, in which the ownder leased the land to the colonus for five years, in return the the colonus gave the owner money or produces or fixed % or the harvest ( share cropping ) was useful in poor harvest
In the 3rd C perpetual agreement, which the colonus was bound to the agreement longer possibly a lifetime
Regarded as slaves by the soil in the 4th C ad
Refered to as property
Codex Thedosianus compiled contains commentary of laws from the 3rd C on. They refer to them as property
Law on property were applied ot them as slaves they weren’t allowed to sell only buy
Both salves and coloni bound to the soil were under the pestates the power of their masters. While the slave could be free, the colono could be sold along with the land where he worked
In modern terms the coloni was like an appliance that you bought with a house ( they came with the land)
On larger estates most workers were coloni but also had iquilini which were allowed to leave
Both ex slaves and freeborn, they dominated the agriculture workforce
Could own land and could marry 
The emperor Constantine  order 332 AD that a person that took in the Coloni, must return him and pay a fine 
Upon the sale of the estate the coloni had to be left there for the purchaser of the new estate.
Eventually could not marry outside their circle

Under Trajan is was reconstructed externally it was 650 M,, while its width was 135 M. in its final form was 560 M long and 85 M wide the entire circus was regined with stands after these additons the seating capacity was 170,000
The floor of the arena was compressed of sand 
And the N. End of the circus were 12 starting get called Caceres
The roman took measures to ensure equal competition the 12 marble face starting gates were arranged around a shallow arch so they would all travel an equal distance.
When the race began the gates were opened  by a catapolts
This system elimanted the possibility of briebary if people were to open the gates where they may open them unequally
The chariot seemed waited for the signal which ws the dropping of the white hankercheif ( Mappa)
They wanted to keep clear of their competitor, the turns is where most deaths happened
The contest were judged, 

· Euripus
Running down the middle of the arena was 320 M long, was covered in shrines and other desigines.
Shrines included two large Abulus from Egypt
It was round around this barrier that was Matae ( which were turning posts)
Middle barrier called contained a statue of Cyebele the great mother of the gods

He made it so 24 races were mandatory in the circus maximus

Fanctions competed with eachother for the best chariotters

Gaius Apuleus diocles

Charioteers
Usually of slave origin prominent chariotter became acquainted with some emperors
Some charioteer resorted to underhand measures such as positioning horses
The emperor Nero, had to crack down on charioteers because the molested the passerby’s in the streets of rome
By the late empire the central prefect was Rome was forbidden to punish charioteers because they were so popular
Fan resorted to magic to help their charioteers win
Races were always between fanctions, three teams of each fans usually supported a color rather than a drive
The 4th C AD many riots occurred over the charioteers
In AD 390 7 thousand people were killed as a result over the arrest of a famous charioteer
