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· -August/July - Augustus Caesar, Julius Caesar, 2 Romans still remembered every year
· -Letters(shapes, names, etc...) are all Roman. Language is all originated from Latin.
· -Roman numerals are still relevant
· -Form of a book (transition from scrolls) is Roman
· -Concrete, dice, city plans (grid plans), sewers, regular bathing, law, days of the week, 12 hour time, distance systems 
· (inches, feet, miles), weight= Roman.
· -First of January beginning of the year = When Roman consoles took office
· -Leap year February comes from Roman times.
· -Horrible punishments and tortures (i.e. crucifixion)
· -Mythology -
· -Rome starts with a wedding (Peleus and Thetis)
· -All Gods invited except one: Discordia A.K.A Eris
· -Peleus and Thetis: Parents of Achilles
· -Eris decides to destroy weddings
· -Creates golden apple that says "For the most beautiful" on it.
· -3 godesses (Juno [a.k.a Hera], Minerva [a.k.a Athena],and Venus [a.k.a Aphrodite]) fight over the
· apple claiming it is theirs
· -Gods don't want to intervene. Decide to let others decide. Apple and Goddesses taken to a mountain by
· Hermes to Paris(Prince of Troy). Each Goddess tries to persuade Paris. (Juno [give all Europe and Asia], Minerva [give
· all human wisdom, Venus [you can have sex with the most beautiful woman ever])
· -Venus wins. Paris takes Helen to Troy (Helen was thought of as most beautiful woman)
· -Helen's husband (Menelaus) takes a fleet to war in Troy to get Helen, lasted more than 10 years,
· couldn't defeat Trojans until they decided to trick them (Trojan horse)
· -During Massacre after Trojan horse enters city, some Trojans escape. Amongst				 them, Trojan general
· Aeneas with his son. He travels to Italy, near Tiber river he creates his own city called Livinium.
· -His son Iulus/Ascanius wants to found his own kingdom. Founds Alba Longa.
· -13th and 14th kings of Alba Longa, Numitor (good) and Amulius (bad). Amulius exiles his brother, then kills his
· nephews (Numitor's sons). Rhea Silvia (Numitor's daughter) is not allowed to have children so nobody can oppose
· Numitor's kingship. Rhea Silvia has 2 children, Romulus and Remus. Amulius wants to kill them but doesn't want 
· to do it himself. Gets someone to drown them in Tiber river. Man doesn't want to kill these babies so he puts
· them in a basket and they float away. A wolf finds them and raises them as her cubs. Found by local shephard
· named Faustulus. Him and his wife raise the children, never tells them they're adopted.
· -Twins grow up and learn of their history. Put Numitor back on throne.
· -Twins found their own city right where the basket that contained them landed on the			 river. 2 hills there,
· Palatine and Aventine. The 2 brothers cannot agree on which hill to build their city on.
· -They choose to let the Gods decide by Augury.
· -Augury: decide the future based on the flight of birds.
· -Romulus(Palatine) said he was favoured because he saw 6 vultures first. Remus (Aventine) sees 12 vultures but later.
· -They decide to split and make their own. More people go to help Romulus. Remis goes over Pomerium(sacred  boundary).
· -Romulus must now kill Remis to avoid curse by him crossing the sacred boundary.
· -King Romulus names his city on the Palatine "Rome"
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· -Founding of Rome: 21 April 753 BC
· -Found in a cluster of hills (Seven hills of Rome: Palatine, Aventine, Capitoline, Quirinal, Viminal, Esquiline,
· Caelian)
· -inhabited the surrounding area before creation of Rome from around 1200-1000 BC
· -Area around the hills called Latium, flat area around the seven hills
· -Reasons it is a good area: 
· 1-easy to defend, good volcanic soil(for agriculture), water supply
· 2-easy transportation via waterways
· 3-Crossroads for people travelling because it is the firs tplace you can easily cross the			 Tiber river, anywhere else is too wide.
· -Greeks, Latins and Etruscans surrounding trying to travel
· 4-Natural resources (timber, stone, metal deposits, salt)
· -Salt is very important: health, taste, valuable for trading to places that aren't near the sea
· -Salary comes from Sal, which meant salt. Salt was that valuable it was given as payment
· -Etruscans to the North were the major civilization of the time.
· -8th century is when Greeks started arriving
· -by 6th century there are 36 major Greek cities
· -1000-900 earliest graves found
· -753-509 BC: Regal period when Rome had kings
· -Carandini found evidence of a wall surrounding Rome - Roman territory expanded roughly 7km		 every direction around
· Rome itself
· -By 550 BC Rome is a large and complex city  - Curia: central meeting hall (eventually become		 senate house)
· -Rome growing, expanding influence, expands trade routes (Northern Africa, up to France)
· -Rome begins military conquest to expand its territory
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· Just like the 7 hills of Rome, there were 7 kings of Rome (sometimes referred to as 8 kings)
· Already met Romulus
· Titus Tatius (isn’t considered an original king)
· Romulus said anyone who settles in Rome is exempt from any prior criminal charges in other cities. Gets huge amounts of men to come. Try to attract women. They hid, and then jumped out when women came, kidnapped them, then forced them into marriage. Sabines finally go to get their women back, when they do, they see many babies from the forced marriages. The women go out to the battlefield telling them to stop the fight, asking them all to join together. Many Sabines move to Rome, including their king, Titus Tatius. Form joint-kingship between Titus Tatius and Romulus (which is why TT isn’t considered original king)
· Numa Pompilius – A Sabine.
· Tullus Hostilius – Latin
· Ancus Marcius – Sabine
· Tarquinius Priscus - Etruscan. First outsider king. Tyrant – takes control, or is appointed as king (opposed to  being named king by birthright or appointed through regular method)
· Servius Tullius – Some sources say Latin, some say Etruscan
· Servius Tullius was the son of a slave
· Killed by sons of Ancus Marcius
· Servius Tullius’ daughter (Tullia)is married to Tarquinius Priscus’ son (Superbus)
· Tarquinius Superbus – Stories differ, either son or grandsom of Tarquinius Priscus. Modern day meaning of Tyrant. (son is Sextus, arrogant prince)
· Sextus rapes woman, Lucretia, people decide that Tarquinius Superbus and Sextus must be removed from the city; Lucretia’s relatives gather an army and remove them.
· At this point, Rome itself is roughly 285 hectares, covers 1/3 of the territory of Latium, population of roughly 30,000
· When the kings are removed, the people form a Democracy  (sort of)
· Called a republic because there are no more kings. Called Res Publica (Public thing)
· Expulsion of kings: 510 BC. First year of republic: 509 BC.
· This Democratic system has never been seen. Greeks see it and discuss it.
· 13 September, 507: Temple of Iuppiter Optimus Maximus (IOM)
· AKA Capitaline Temple (Built on Capitaline hill)
· Actually 3 Gods worshipped in it: Iuppiter, Juno and Minerva, known as Capitaline Triad.
· Statues of Iuppiter much larger than the others in all temples
· At this time, largest temple in the Mediterranean, base 61m long, 55m wide
· Rome is now a major city in terms of pop, economics and military
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· Rome is fighting a lot of offensive and defensive wars
· Offensive: them taking over cities. Defensive: Protecting their land
· Superbus and Sextus go to Lars Porsenna(King of Clusium) for help
· Romans are defeated and driven back to the Tiber River. Horatius (captain of the gate), Spurius Lartius and [someone else] defend the bridge while the Romans destroy the bridge so the Etruscans cannot get in. Fight off Sextus and Lars Porsenna
· To stop the Etruscans, the Romans must kill Lars Porsenna. Mucius Scaevola says he will go in and kill him.
· Mucius hides behind the king’s tent, and when he hears movement he goes around the front to check it out.
·  Mucius sees Lars Porsenna and his scribe speaking, but he has never seen the king so he doesn’t know who to kill. 
· Mucius takes a chance but kills the wrong person.  Gets captured, and then admits he is a Roman.
· Lars Porsenna goes to torture him, he says he will not speak. Puts his hand in fire until it burns off without saying a word.
· Lars Porsenna admires his heroism. Mucius says all Romans are brave like him so Lars Porsenna decides not to fight
· Mucius Scaevola got the name “Scaevola”, meaning “Lefty” because he burned his hand off
· 496 BC – The battle of late Regillus
· South of Rome. All of the Latin cities around Rome are worried they will be conquered by Rome.
· They all get together and form The Latin League and battle Rome at Lake Regillus.
· No winner. Both sides are equally devastated
· All other surrounding groups (mostly the Aequi and Volsci people) see that Rome is now weak so they decide to attack
· Rome and the Latin League get together, establish treaty in 493 BC to defend against attacks from people like the Aequi and Volsci
· Provisions of Treaty:
· 1. Eternal peace
· 2. Military cooperation against 3rd party aggressors 
· Army to be half Roman, half Latin
· 3. Any loot they get from any military campaign between the 2 armies, they split it half/half (land, money, weapons etc…)
· 4. Gives legal force  to certain common community rights that had existed from the beginning of time
· Conumbium: Right of intermarriage (Roman-Latin marriages)
· Commercium: Free trade. Engage in any commercial trade activity with legal protection (no fees/taxes to do trades, also if robbed authorities will help)
· Migratio:  Right to immigrate/emigrate legally
· Rome’s wealth and power make it the target of external attacks
· Rome almost constantly taking part in defensive wars
· 
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· Fights between patricians and plebians 
· 1% vs the 99%
· Plebes poor and don’t know the laws, have no rights in the city
· Often couldn’t vote because 50% was reached before their turn to vote 
· Laws aren’t published, so they don’t know them
· The plebes begin to agitate for rights after Tarquins are expelled 
· They go camp outside the city (strike) and the city falls apart, no one working 
· Patricians begin to very gradually give rights, and representation in politics to the plebes 
· This struggle of the orders last for hundreds of years- begins at the end of the 6 century and beginning of the 5th and last until about the 2nd century BC
· Important that the plebeians gained a knowledge of the law, so they could know what crimes they’re breaking and to stop patricians from just making up laws 
· They put the gov. on hold and create a board of 10 (Decemviri) 451 to 450
· These guys establish and publish the laws on a big bronze plaque so that everyone can see and read them 
· The head of the Decemviri is Appius Claudius 
· They don’t finish the laws in one year
· These guys are abusing their power; running the government and writing laws
· Appius Claudius uses this to unleash his worst inhibitions and becomes a sort of tyrant 
· In 450 Appius Claudius sets his sights on a beautiful woman named Virginia who he falls in loved
· He thinks that because he is the head of the Decemviri that he can just take her as a sex slave
· Her father is not happy about that and neither is she, so he comes up with a plan
· They go out in the morning, and he brings Virginia up in front of Appius Claudius, and he says that he will no longer stand for Appius’s tyranny and he pulls out a dagger and kills his daughter 
· They agreed that it was better for her to die than be a sex slae for Claudius 
· This galvanizes everyone, they rise up and arrest Appius Claudius
· He commits suicide before he his tried 
· The Laws are finally published and they are known as the twelve tables (tabula) 
· From that time on every Roman until Cicero for sure in the 1st century all Romans had to memorize the twelve plaques 
· 396 after almost 100 years of war and what is said to be a 10 year siege Rome is able to defeat her nearest rival the Etruscan city of Veii 
· It also gets all the Hinterland of Veii, its territory 
· In a single stroke Rome is able to double the size of her territory
· No other city can match her 
· 386 – a gallic tribe (Senones) heads south ravaging *somewhere* 
· The Romans attempt to defeat them at the river Allia but the gauls defeat the Romans 
· Three days later the Gauls enter Rome 
· Other than around the Palantine there is no wall or anything to stop the Gauls 
· They try to hide up on the Capatiline Hill and are besieged for 7 months 
· But the Senones have to leave because of problems back in Gaul
· King Brenes of the Senones says to the Romans, we will give you your burned out city back for 1000lbs of gold 
· The Romans agree and put 1000lbs of gold on a scale
· He throws his sword on the weighted side and the Romans get all pissed like this isn’t fair
· And the King says “woe to the conquered” (Wai wickti) *check spelling on that 
· All the conquered cities gain their independence from Rome 
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· Despite being destroyed, Rome does not miss a beat 
· They built a wall around the city, so that it wouldn’t happen again 
· 378 – wall finished took 12 years on the traditional chronology **mark that in syllabus (390 for sack of Rome) 
· 12km long, 4m thick and 10m high 
· Called the Servian Wall, because they thought it had been built by Servius Tullius (it wasn’t)
· By 358 – Rome had completely recovered all of her lost territory and had restored the treaty with the Latins 
· Rome begins to expand out of Latium and Etruria 
·  Expands south with offensive wars
· Etruscans attack because of fear of Roman expansion so Rome is fighting defensive wars on another front
· Samnites- big group of people in central Italy causing problems for Rome, because they have 4x the territory and 2x the population
· Rome holds on to its conquered territory by setting up colonies
· Settled under the same rights as the cities of the Latin League, and consequently they tend to be called Latin colonies
· The colonies contributed more than any other single factor to the unification of Italy 
· They act as centers for Romanization- everyone looks and talks like a Roman, they have Roman religion and Roman law
· Everyone that lives there is a citizen 
· These cities are mini-Romes, and are doing very well 
· many want to be part of the Roman experience, but others don’t 
· 341 – the Latin League revolts because they’re getting swallowed up by Roman culture 
· 340- the League is defeated at Naples 
· 338 – the dissolution of the Latin League and Rome institutes completely new relationships between the cities within their sphere of influence 
· There are 4 levels (2 are kind of similar)
· At the top there is full citizenship (Civitas Optimo Iure), full membership in the Roman state means they have citizenship, are granted land, and are part of a tribe. They have full political, judicial,
· Duties: serve in the army, pay taxes, 
· Granted to the old latin cities (members of the latin league), to the aristocrats of new conquered cities
· Second level; Civitas Sine Suffragio
· Citizens without the vote
· Normally they keep their own laws and religion, don’t switch over the way the full citizenships do 
· They have free trade, legal protection, can marry some, but only with Rome, not the other cities 
· Still participate in the military, they do get a share of the plunder though 
· Last level- allied states/cities (Civitates Foederate)
· Have to provide half of the Roman army 
· But they don’t have to pay taxes or tribute
· Retain independence 
· Two different kinds of allies
· 1. Latin Allies- same rights as the old latin league/ second level 
· 2. Free allies, each has their own kind of agreements with Rome 
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· Samnite Wars – Google the Years
· 3 wars spanning between 343 BC-290 BC
· 312 BC 1st two great highways 
· Appius Claudius Caecus paid for 1st one (called Via Appia)
· Runs from Rome Southbound to Capua
· Mainly military roads (trade as well, but mostly military)
·  306 BC 2nd great highways built
· Via Valeria 
· Appius Claudius Caecus also paid for the creation of an Aquaduct 
· Aqua Appia
· Rome was too large to survive off its own water supply
· Both the Aquaduct and highways display how large and powerful Rome is becoming
· Rome extending its power North into Etruria
· Conquers a number of Etruscan and Gaelic cities
· Greek city, Tarentum, in the South that are worried about getting taken over by Rome
· Most powerful Greek city in Southern Italy
· Ambassadors from Rome are sent but they didn’t speak very good Greek and were ran out of the city – lives threatened
· Pyrrhus invited into Tarentum to defend against Rome
· Relative of Alexander the Great
· Pyrrhus brings in 25,000 infantry, 3,000 cavalry and 20 elephants to Heraclea
· Romans have never seen elephants before
· Romans are defeated in 280 BC, want peace. Appius Claudius Caecus says no.
· Romans put another army in the field in the Battle of Ausculum 279 BC
· Pyyrhus had more guys left, but both armies are basically wiped out. (Called Pyrrhic victory. They won, but there isn’t much to show for it)
· Pyyrhus wanted to send what’s left of his men to take over Rome, but Rome has so many allies around, Pyyrhus’ army cannot get there. Circle of protection
· Pyyrhus realizes he cannot take over Rome, abandons Italy, then goes to Sicily (Capital= Syracuse).
· Tries to help Greeks against Carthyginians (from Africa). Gets nowhere. Tries to go back and take over Rome, battle of Beneventum 275 BC.
· Rome easily wins
· Pyyrhus goes East to conquer Greeks, 3 years later in Argos he dies
· Win over major Greek king (Pyyrhus) puts Rome on the map
· Ptolemy II, Pharaoh of Egypt, asks for a treaty with Rome in 273 BC
· 272 BC Rome captures Tarentum, once Tarentum is taken the rest of Southern Italy is taken by Rome rather quickly
· At this point, Rome has taken over all of what they consider Italy (excluding area where the Gauls were)
· From Piza in the West to Ariminum in the East
· In 125 years, Rome went from almost nothing to conquering all of Italy
· Accomplished by strange blend of generosity, brutality and luck
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· Roman system broke down the different ethnic and linguistic barriers in Italy
· Next 300 years everybody in Italy is now a Roman 
· Politically, socially, religious, culturally ethnically, linguistically united 
· 750 000 to a million Roman citizens
· Only 150 000 actually live in Rome and its vicinity 
· 1st time in the Mediterranean ancient world that a city state is becoming more than just a city state 
· 264 BC – group of mercenaries hired by Syracuse desert from the Greeks and go over to the Carthyginian side so the Syracusans are trying to get them out 
· Mercenaries call Romans and Carthyginians in to help 
· Problem because the two great Mediterranean came face to face 
· Rome had had lots of treaties with Carthage
· 509, 348, 306 etc
· They don’t want to fight each other for besieged mercenaries 
· But Rome becomes interested in Sicily so they go to help the mercenaries in Messana as an excuse to 
· They want Sicily to protect the commercial interest of Greek allies in southern Italy, it’s a good base for invading southern Italy so they don’t want Carthage to get control of it, if they can defeat Carthage it would be military glory as they are the preeminent power in the Mediterranean, going to war generates profit (plunder) 
· That is how the 1st Punic War begins in 264 and lasts until 241
· Carthage was a massive sea power, which poses a problem or Rome as they have never even seen a battleship before, but they realize this 
· They find a wrecked Carthaginian ship and reverse engineer it and get Greeks who know how to build ships to build 100 in 60 days 
· They don’t know how to fight at sea so they play to their strengths, and use land tactics at sea 
· They attach planks to Carthaginian ships and have their soldiers go kill the Carthaginians
· Meanwhile Rome is fighting on land in Sicily and North Africa
· Defeated only once on land 255 and only once on sea 249
· Romans only fought if the Gods said they should 
· On ships sacred chickens that can commune with the gods were taken and given grain, if they ate it then the gods they yes that they should do it and if it doesn’t eat it then no don’t do it
· P. Claudius wants to engage a Carthaginian fleet	
· Chickens don’t eat
· He throws the chickens overboard and engages the Carthaginian fleet 
· He loses 93 of 123 ships 
· He survives and whats left limps back to Rome but theyre hit ny a storm
· He survives this and gets back to Rome where he is prosecuted for treason because he went against the will of the gods
· He was only heavily fined not killed because he had a good lawyer
· Other than the two loses the Roman one eve
· Carthae reeling- calls in Hamilcar Barca their best commander but he couldn’t stop the Romans, he’s there for 6 ½ - 7 years 
· Sicily becomes the 1st Roman province 
· They start their conquest of Sardinia and Corsica which ends in 237
· 2nd Roman province 
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· After Sardina and Corsica, they start moving into the Alps Gaul
· Carthaginians focus on taking Spain
· Hamilcar Barca and his 3 sons take over large parts of Spain
· Start South and move North
· Romans start North and move South
· Inevitable conflict
· 226 BC Romans and Carthaginians sign a treaty
· The Ebro river is a boundary, they do not cross
· Everything South belongs to Carthaginians, Everything North belongs to Romans
· Problem: Romans have an ally South of the Ebro – Saguntum
· Saguntum feels empowered by Roman ally
· Hamilcar Barca’s son (Hannibal) says they cannot have this Roman ally, besieges them in 218 – Saguntum falls after 8 months
· Romans declare war on Carthaginians
· 218 BC – 2nd Punic war starts
· Hannibal takes 37 elephants and 20,000 men across the Alps
· 17,000 men and unknown number of elephants die
· Hannibal assumes he can just march down, and people will join because they do not want to be slaves to Romans anymore
· Hannibal marches through Northern Italy (Rome just conquered), they all join Hannibal’s march
· 1st battle of 2nd Punic war
· Rome sends mostly cavalry, loses
· 30,000 Romans(and allies) killed in Trebia after a 2nd Roman army is assembled 
· Now everyone in Northern Italy joins Hannibal
· Rules: Nobody fights in the winter
· Hannibal heads South in the Spring to Tresimene in 217
· Defeats Romans again
· 40,000 Romans killed or captured
· Consul is killed
· Allies of Rome stay loyal
· Benefit of not conquering and enslaving everywhere around, allies stay loyal
· 216 BC Battle of Cannae
· Biggest Roman army assembled
· 65,000 Romans die
· Greatest military defeat in Roman history
· 215 BC- Hannibal gets support from King Philip V of Macedonia 
· Syracuse and Spain also give him support/supplies
· Rome adopts policy to not engage in open battles against Hannibal
· 212 BC – all major cities in Southern Italy join Hannibal
· Romans decide to try and cut off supplies to Hannibal
· Also, since all of Italy joins Hannibal, Rome goes to all of these cities and says “Switch back or we will burn all of your crops”
· Scorched Earth Policy enforced by Quintus Fabius Maximus
· Rome indeed starts burning these crops, cutting off supplies  for Hannibal
· This prevents some cities in Southern Italy from helping Hannibal
· Hannibal has been in Capua since 215, his soldiers get used to just sitting around and they get soft
· 207 BC – Hannibal’s brother, Hasdrubal (In Spain), tries to get troops/supplies to Hannibal
· PLAN: Come across Alps, moves down the coast and bring in supplies.
· Romans find out about it, met by C. Claudius Nero and his army  at the Metauras river 
· Capture Hasdrubal, cuts his head off, sends it to Hannibal’s camp
· Hannibal didn’t even know his brother was bringing the supplies, first found out his brother was in Italy when his head was sent to him
February 24, 2015
· Romans double efforts in Spain under the command of Son/Nephew of the commanders that were killed.
· His name is Publius Scipio
· 206 BC - all Carthaginians driven out of Spain
· Archimedes found ways to kept Romans out of Spain.
· Roman soldiers told to keep him alive when they find him
· Still killed
· 205 BC end of first Macedonian war
· Required 200 ships, 25 legions (150,000 soldiers)
· Hannibal still in Italy
· Rome’s scorched Earth policy very successful, pushing Hannibal further and further down into Italy
· Small cities that were backing Hannibal up are switching back
· 204 BC - Hannibal goes to Africa
· 203BC -  Hannibal recalled to defend Carthage 
· 202 BC - Hannibal and Scipio (and their armies) fight at a place called Zama somewhere in North Africa
· Hannibal is defeated
· After Hannibal’s defeat, Scipio was known as Publius Scipio Africanus
· 201 BC – War finally officially ends with a treaty
· Carthage loses its fleet and cannot recover
· Hannibal wasn’t actually killed or captured, fled stay with a Greek king
· Approx. 20 years later, Rome invades, surrounds the palace, but before they could take Hannibal he commits suicide
· 197 BC - Hispania Citerior and Hispania Ulterior – 2 provinces created by Romans in Spain. Took almost 200 years for Romans to actually conquer Spain
· Rome has been fighting out West, but begins to start looking out East
· 200-196 BC Rome goes to the aid of Greece against Macedonia
· 2nd Macedonian war
· Ends with the Battle of Cynoscephalae (literal meaning “Dog’s Head”) in Numantia
· Fighting against Philip V, defeat him again
· Flamininus (leading Romans in that battle) declares the Greeks free in 196 BC from the Macedonians 
· Romans then fight the Seleucian king Antiochus of Syria
· Battle from 192-189 BC
· 189 BC Battle of Magnesia
