Classical Criminology: 

Reforms for law:
· Laws must be written, widely available and understandable
· Laws must apply equally to all
Reforms for punishment:
· Judges determine guilt only
· Punishment determined by legislator
· Focus only on the actus reus

The death penalty:
· Césare Beccaria and Jeremy Bentham were for incarceration and against the death penalty
· Industrial revolution was going on and they needed people to operate the machines
· Contrary to social contract
· Barbaric
· Not proportionate

Changes in the administration of justice:
· Establish procedural guarentees
· Avoid torture and secret accusations
· Right to speedy public trial and to present evidence
· Right to jury trial
· Improve prison condition
· Classifications of offenders

We maintain some classical ideas: 
· Assumption if rationality
· Rights of the charter
· Right to jury/council
· Right to be searched in a reasonable manor
· Right to be free from unusual punishment
Neoclassical theory:
· Certain factors might inhibit the exercise of free will
· Legal defenses
· Mitigating factors
