· Non-state: NGOs, corporations, etc…
· State : country
 
1. Conflict v. Cooperation
1. Escalate or confined
2. Conflict: a disharmony of interests
1. Does not have to be violent; violent only when required
3. Cooperation: acting together to achieve mutual benefits
1. Often involves a neutral 3rd party to maintain peace
4. The two are often working at the same time
1. Quick solutions are hard; process is used to buy time
 
1. Globalization v. Fragmentation
1. Globalization: more open borders for trade/cultures
1. Interdependence
2. Greater economic, political, and social negotiations
3. "Americanization" of world
4. Immigrations - multi-cultural
2. Fragmentation: process of withdrawal from global forces
1. Subnational - limit globalization
2. Autonomy of the people
3. Localization: embrace local institutions
 
1. Anarchy v. Order
1. Anarchy: no world government
1. UN is very limited - self-help system
2. Order: governance - order without government
1. Order maintained by various institutions around the world
2. Global hegemon - global power
1. Germany (EU); South Africa; China; USA
1. Prevent conflicts - maintain peace

Levels of Analysis
1. Individual; cognition, perceptions, beliefs, biases
1. How does the individual process?
2. State; domestic politics and forces
1. Relations between agents
3. Systemic; relations between states and global forces
1. Peacemaking, war, tourism, immigration
2. Interdependence between actors
 
 
Realism
· Cause of war is human nature - selfish (Classical Realism)
· Power; power politics
· Peace from hegemony or balance of power
· Neorealism: states react to systemic changes
· Neoclassical realism: how a country reacts
 
International Relations (IR): self-help system
3 Propositions:
1. States are most important actors
2. States are rational and unitary actors
3. States act in the context of an anarchic international system
 
 
Liberalism
· Unit of analysis: Individual
· Human nature is good
· Peace: international institutions; interdependence; democracy
· Neoliberalism: Same 3 assumptions as realism
· International institutions facilitate cooperation
 
Marxism
· Unit of analysis: class
· Transnational class coalitions - primary actors
· Human nature is self-interested
· Global economic system exploitation
· Democratic socialists
· Marxism - revolutionary socialists - state ownership of capital
· Proletariat v. Bourgeois
· Redistribute wealth makes the world better
· Theory of Dialectical Materialism
1. Primitive Communism
2. Slavery
3. Feudalism
4. Capitalism
5. Socialism
6. Communism - government dissolves
 
Constructivism
· Our understanding of reality is socially constructed
· Peoples' ideas, values, identities are constructed by their group affiliation
· Ideas become reified
· Ideas spread from others unto you
 
Feminism
· International relations is androcentric (male centered)
· IR is characterized by patriarchy
· IR is seen as a public masculine sphere
· Gender is a social construction
 
Immanuel Walterstein's World System Approach
1. Core: advanced industrialized countries
2. Semi-Periphery: less advanced - not as rich but getting wealthier
3. Periphery: raw materials - agricultural products

· Birth of modern state system
· Ended Thirty Years War (1618-1648)
· Principle of sovereignty; no outside interference
· War of the Spanish Succession (1701-1714)
· War of the Austrian Succession (1740-1748)
· Seven Years War (1756-1763)
· European war; France lost to Britain
· American War of Independence (1776-1783)
· French Revolution (1789)
· France becomes republic
· King Louis XVI dead; monarchy gone
· Nationalism
· Idea of being proud as a large group
· Patriotic away from monarch; nation
· Napoleon Bonaparte (1799)
· Emperor Napoleon I of France
· Napoleonic Wars (1803-1815)
· Total occupation of territories
· Made a big mistake; tried to take over Russia
· Treaty of Vienna (1815)
· Austria, Prussia, Russia, Britain, France
· Concert of Europe; collective; security arrangement
· Kingdom of Italy (1858-1861)
· Italy is formed; beginning of Italian nationalism
· Unified via force
· German Empire
· Unified via force from Prussia (France-Prussian War)
· Kaiser Wilhelm I
· Bismarckian system of alliances
· Germany, Austria-Hungary, Russia, Italy; Isolate France
· Industrial Revolution (late 1700s)
· Steam energy
· Spread evenly; started in Britain
· World War I (1914-1918)
· Germany on the rise
· Rigid alliances
· Germany - Austria-Hungary
· France - Russia
· Britain - Japan
· Britain - France
· Triple Alliance: Germany, Austria-Hungary, Italy
· Triple Entente: Britain, France, Russia
· Franz Ferdinand assassinated
· Russia declares war
· Germany declares war on Russia
· France declares war on Germany
· Germany marches through Belgium (neutral and aligned with Brit)
· Britain falls into war
· Italy stayed neutral then switched sides
· US enters late
· Germany felt as though they didn't "lose the war" - owed $33 billion
· Ottoman Empire destroyed
· Weimar Republic created
· Woodrow Wilsen
· League of Nations
· Stock Market Crash (1930s)
· Hitler (1933)
· NSP (Nazis)
· 1938 Munich Conference
· Appeasement
· World War II (1939-1945)
· June 6, 1941 - D-Day
· Germany had a non-violence deal with Russia
· Western and Eastern front for Germany
· Germany surrenders 1945
· Japan surrenders months later after nuclear bombs dropped

· United Nations Declaration (1942) - 26 States
· Bretton Woods conference (1944) - IMF, World Bank
· San Francisco Conference (1945) - 51 States created UN
· Marshall Plan
· After WWII, Germany was separated. European countries and USA got West and combined them, well Russia received the East
· Iron Curtain
· Left - liberty; Right - communism
· Truman Doctrine
· Berlin Airlift
· USA provided food for West Berlin
· North Atlantic Treaty Organization (1949)
· NATO; Defensive alliance to counter Russia
· Warsaw Treaty Organization (Warsaw Pact, 1955)
· Bipolarity
· NSC-68 (1950)
· National Security Council
· Called for large army
· Containment strategy
· Korean War (1950-1953)
· Still in a situation of war
· Berlin Wall (1961)
· Cuban Missile Crisis (1962)
· Vietnam War
· Similar to Korean war
· USA withdrew 1973
· North beat South - communist (now capitalist)
· Détente
· Improvement of all relationships; USA and Russia
· Reagan Doctrine
· USA gets tough on Russia
· Mikhail Gorbactov
· Revolutionary soviet leader
· Glasnost - political openness
· Pervestrok - economic

Lecture IV: Imperialism and its Aftermath
· Imperialism: process of extending a nation's authority by territorial acquisition or by the establishment of political and economic hegemony over other nations
· Began in the 14th century
· Fueled by trade routes to Asia
· Profit; technology was advancing (ship building)
· Spain and Portugal - first
· Oceanic explorations began 1400s
· Didn't want conflict
· Treaty of Tordesillas
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· Dutch Empire
· Dutch East India Company (1602)
· Controlled coast of South Africa
· French
· Never established hegemon; didn't have power over oceans
· New France: St. Lawrence River
· Britain
· early colonialism were settler colonies
· Russia
· Continental empire
· Hard to maintain; slow to industrialize and modernize
· Bolshevik Revolution
· Union Soviet Socialist Republic (USSR)
· America
· Conquer and purchase
· Louisiana $ from France (1803)
· Florida $ from Spain
· Alaska $ from Russia
· Virgin Islands $ from Denmark
· Mexico conquered; Mexican-American War (1846-1848)
· Hawaii conquered
· Ottoman Empire
· Controlled South East Europe
· Large empire; 500 yrs
· Defeated in WWI (-1918)
· Germany
· Stripped of all territories after WWII
· Austria-Hungary (1867-1918)
· Sweden; Finland
· Belgium; Congo

· Settler colonialism v. Elite colonialism

· Canada, Australia, USA; indigenous people forcefully displaced

· Persian Gulf War (1991)
· Iraq v. UN
· Iraq surrendered to USA; took about a month
· Bush respected UN wishes to not liberate Iraqi government
· European Union (1993)
· GDP without borders
· Everything could move across European countries smoothly
· 28 members
· No more wars; everyone is tied up economically
· War in Yugoslavia (1992-1995)                 Tragedy 1
· Not a part of the EU
· Slovania; Croatia; Bosnia; Serbia; Montnegro; Macedonia (FYR)
· Kosovo; Vojvodina
· Yugoslavia ripped apart
· Slovania and Croatia declare independence
· Bosnia at war; Muslims, Serbs, Croats
· Ethnic cleansing
· NATO brought in

· UN authorized USA; withdrew in 1994
· Sept. 11, 2001; negative worldview
· War on Terror
· War in Afghanistan (2001-Dec. 2014)
· War in Iraq (2003-2011)
· George W. Bush; "Iraq is a sponsor of terrorism"; left it chaotic
· Rwandan Genocide (1994)                             	Tragedy 3
· Tutsi, Hutu (extremists), Twa
· Hutu mutilate Belgium peacekeepers
· Peacekeepers leave
· 1,000,000 killed
· UN there before genocide started
· Arab Spring (2011)
· Leads to more disorder in Middle East
