Chapter 7
· Crowns position when prosecuting cases (evidence, how to prosecute summary or indictable)
· Privileged Information
· Reid Technique
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Most police interrogators in North America use this
· Depends on interrogator interpreting the truthfulness of a suspects statements using the suspects verbal and non-verbal reactions to questioning
· Uses psychologically manipulative methods like sleep deprivation, false statements about the evidence police have, and/or making promises of leniency in return for a confession
· These strategies usually lead to false confessions
· What is Edmond Locard known for?
· Locard’s Exchange Principle: 
· If an offender comes into contact with objects at a crime scene, then the offender would leave traces of that contact on the objects
· This is why gathering trace evidence is now standard practice

Chapter 8
· Prescribed sentencing
· Once an accused person is convicted (found guilty) of a crime, the court must decide on an appropriate sentence
· Not criminally responsible: (NCR) found guilty but lacks the mens rea necessary to be found guilty 
· Absolute discharge: found guilty but not convicted
· Conditional discharge: found guilty and not convicted but is required to follow specific rules for a certain amount of time
· Suspended sentence: conviction is entered after the offender is found guilty, but the judge “suspends” the passing of sentences for a fixed period or without probation order
· Fines: at the discretion of the judge, can stand alone or be combined with other types of sentences
· Summary conviction- maximum fine of $5000
· Indictable conviction- no limit 
· Intermittent sentence: when a judge sentences an offender to prison for 90 days or less
· Conditional sentence: prison sentence that is served in the community 

· Theories of sentencing
· Why do we sentence people? 
· Deter the individual from committing future crimes or rehabilitates the person
· Reports given to a judge 
· What reports are given

Chapter 9
· Levels of security institutions
· Minimum, Medium, Maximum
· Federal Institution (Penitentiary): 2 years plus a day
· Provincial Institution (Prison): 2 years less a day
· Risk-Need-Responsivity Model
· Theory that states it is possible to predict likely hood of reoffending
· Risk: indicates that an offenders risk to reoffend can be predicted and reduced if the level of service provided matches the risk level of the person
· Need: addressing specific factors directly related to the offenders criminal behavior as having the most impact on reducing recidivism
· Responsivity: need to match service delivery and methods with offenders learning style and his or her culture and religious background in order to have highest potential for reducing recidivism
· Canadian prison population
· Aboriginals over populates
· Most females are in maximum security
· How do they decide what level of security the person being convicted should be put in?
· Depends on their level of risk for escaping and level of risk to the community
· Does not have much to do with the offense (some murderers and rapists are currently in minimum security) 

Chapter 10
· Parole vs. Probation
· Parole: Institutionalized for at least 2 years plus a day 
· Probation: Institutionalized for less than 2 years
· Conditional sentencing: served in the community; only imposed when a judge is satisfied that the risk to the public is not too great
· Community correction
· Half way houses
· Electronic monitoring

· Releases
· After serving 2/3 or sentence you get out on statutory release (granted on the basis that the person needs supervision/ support after release)
· Remission: allows prisoners to reduce time in custody by up to 1/3 through good behavior
· Restrictive Measures Protection
· The service use the least restrictive measures consistent with the protection of the public, staff members, and the offender
· Recidivism (reoffend)
· People incarcerated for a longer period of time are more likely to reoffend

Chapter 12
· Risk with inmates that are incarcerated (suicide, being beaten, etc)
· Gladue Decision
· Jamie Lynn Gladue found guilty of murder while drunk
· Successfully appealed because the court had not taken into account distinct cultural issues affecting aboriginal peoples
· Courts must now take into account cultural specific and gender specific issues to better understand who the offender is as a person 
· Significance of corrections and conditional release act for aboriginal offenders
· Very few of theses “promising and ambitious undertakings” have been accomplished

Chapter 14
· Declaration of principle
· Young persons must have enhanced procedural protections
· Parental notification is required 
· Difference between YCJA and YOA
· YOA changed to YCJA
· YOA – ban on publication of the identity of the young person 
· Now making youth crime more public, making the public aware of youth criminal acts
· YOA imposed terms of custody without allowing reintegration unless specified by the judge
· YCJA final 1/3 of the sentence is served in the community

Chapter 15
· Gentrification
· The changes that result when middle class or upper middle class individuals acquire and upgrade property in low income and working class neighborhoods
· Informal Social Control
· Central to community crime prevention
· Reinforcing individual/ collective behaviors of residents to produce/ strengthen a local social environment that can regulate itself
· Community
· Proactive approaches (Eg. Someone reports an excess amount of speeding on a certain street, the police will then patrol the area more often)
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
