· Whiteout
· Paint thinner
· Nitrous oxide propellant in whipped cream
Weed
· Some cultures smoke resin from plant surface
· Made illegal in USA because of something in new Orleans
· Tax act:stopped giving out so anyone who had it made it illegal
· Reefer madness and govnmt exaggeration
· Popular in 1960/70s – hippies
· Tetrahydrate canabanol – active ingredient
· Anandamide agonist: impairs memory
· Slows reaction times
· THC is made synthetically
· - used for aids related anorexia: munchies makes you hungry = weight gain
· Questionable medical benefits
· Impact similar to alcohol
· Heavy use may lead to schizophrenia 
· Increases dopamine: high levels of it are associated with schizo. Schizo drugs are aimed to lower dopamine levels
· Also contains cannabidiol 
· 1960s: 2% THC, equal with cannabidiol
· 2015: 20%THC which means almost no cannabidiol
· cannabidiol = role in preventing psychosis
· purified material: shatter. Doesn’t contain cannabadiol 
· “fake” pot online: herbal incense 
- leaves spike with synthetic analgesics, synthetic cannabanoids  (jwh-018_
· Jwh018 more potent than THC
Cocaine
· Part of culture in (46:00)
· Vin mariani: wine that contained cocaine: cocacola was non alcoholic version but still had cocaine
· Many uses: hair tonic (lice: numbs scalp so don’t feel them biting) topical anesthetic 
· Harrison tax act: helped make illegal because didn’t give out the stamps except to doctors
· Stepan company in New Jersey is only legal one to produce it
· Many anesthetics have similar chemical design to cocaine (benzocaine)
· Anything that ends in “-aine” is an anesthetic 
· Novocaine used by dentists, designed to wear off after a few hours
· #1 smuggled substance
· Very strong addiction
- immediate dopamine release
- no tolerance
- most unsatisfying drug: you always want more
· Animals prefer cocaine over food and sex, will starve to death for it
· Freebased coke forms cracks (crack cocaine)
- requires lower doses than cocaine hydrochloride 
- Crack is cheaper than cocaine 
- smoked in crack pipe
- increases dopamine by preventing its reuptake 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Seizures, stroke, cardiac arythmia, death, psychiatric disturbances (coke bugs)
