Study Questions:
1. Discuss the origins and organization of the Atlantic slave trade.
2. Assess the African contribution to the ending of the Atlantic slave trade.
3. Indicate the new economic conditions, which emerged in the nineteenth century that paved the way for the abolishment of slavery.
4. Why did slavery and the slave trade remain so widespread in central Africa until at least 1880’s?
5. Why did the Dutch East India Company set up a trading station at the Cape? To what extent were their original aims fulfilled? Why did the white settlement expand so rapidly from the Cape between1670-1803?
6. Describe and account for the strength of Algerian resistance to the French occupation of their country in the nineteenth century.
7. How do you account for the rise of European influence in Egypt and the Sudan before 1880?
8. Discuss the impact of pre-colonial Christian missionaries in Africa. Why did some Africans welcome the new religion and others reject it?
9. Discuss the motives and impact of European ‘explorers ’in the nineteenth-century Africa. How important was the role of Africans to the success of European exploration?
10. Why did Europe ‘scramble’ for Africa in the 1880’s?  To what extent did the rivalry between the European powers contribute to the scramble?
11. Why did Africa fall so quickly to European control in the final quarter of the nineteenth-century?
12. Compare and contrast African resistance to European control in any two of the regions referred to in your readings. Was there any way in which the threat of European colonization might have been dealt with more effectively?
13. Discuss the European use of concessionary companies in the early period of colonial rule in Africa. What do you imagine might have been European arguments in favour of the system? What arguments might Africans have used against the system?
14. Discuss the social and economic impact of the mineral revolution in southern Africa in the 1870s and 188os. To what extent did these events make the conflict in the region more likely? 
15. Why did German administration in East and South-West Africa experience such widespread rebellion against their ruler between 1904 and 1907? What impact, if any did these rebellions have on the final years of German rule in the colonies?
16. Discuss the impact of the First World War in Africa. Why do you suppose so many Africans fought in apparent support their ‘colonial masters’?
17. Africa had witnessed a series of far-reaching revolutions during the first eight decades of the nineteenth century. Analyse the nature, scope and impact of those new trends and processes.
18. Compare and contrast the differing tactics used by African leaders to deal with colonial encroachment in at least two of the territories discussed in the readings.
19. Why did the British and the Boers go to war in 1899? What was the long and short-term impact of that war on the African peoples of southern Africa?
