Augustan Art
· Introduction?
· Suet. De vita caesarum 2.29.1 “he (Augustus) found Rome of brick but left it of marble”
· Use of art and architecture for propaganda
· Concerned with fostering an image as the protector of peace and overseer of the land of plenty 
· Temple of Divus Julius:
· This temple is built to deified Caesar
· Found in the forum where the body was found 
· Connects Caesar with the old republican values and other significant buildings that reminded everyone who Augustus was and his devotion to old values 
· Reminder that Octavian is the son of the god and he deserves to be in the position of power 
· Not much is left except the podium 
· Begun in 42 BCE by the triumvirs, finished by Octavian in 29 BC
· Built in the Roman Forum on the place where Caesar’s body was cremated 
· Convincing the Romans to deify Caesar:
· Circulated coins
· Julius is shown without a beard, to show he’s in morning 4 years older 
· The other side has the temple, with the comet after Caesar’s death
· Reminds people 
· Prima Porta Augustus:
· Marble statue that is probably copied from bronze statue 
· Date unknown
· Adlocutio pose (finger pointed, military commanders addressing their troops)
· Cuirass has a complex allegorical and political agenda that he used to promote his position in Roman society 
· Found in Rome museum 
· Don and Luna and heaven 
· Personification of Spain and Gaul, provinces that were hard to obtain but under Caesar, were brought to the Roman Empire
· Personification of Rome and Parthian king
· Apollo and Artimus is there 
· Creation of tradition 
· Forum was filled with buildings
· He wanted to leave a legacy 
· He built his own forum attach to something 
· Needed to go to through Caesar’s forum to get to his
· Temple of Venus Genetrix
· Caesar built a temple:
· Caesar claimed to come from Venus 
· Augustus was able to embellish it 
· Corinthian style temple
· Dedicated in 46 BCE
· Not much is standing 
· Rebuilt and re-embellished by Domitian and Trojans 
· Forum of Augustus:
· See other’s creating a new forum to leave a legacy
· Vowed to build a temple to Mars Ultor (mars the avenger) in 42
· Defeats assassins of Caesar than he’ll build them a temple
· Finished in 2 BC (40 years)
· Begins to plan an entire forum around the temple
· Filled with sculptures of mythological and famous characters  
· Porticus Metelli/ Porticus Octaviae:
· Original porticus dates to the 2nd century BCE
· Augusts rebuilt it and renamed it the Porticus Octavian, named after his sister in 27 BCE
· Two temple-s Juno and Jupiter Stator 
· Adorned with marble and famous works of art
· Greek and Latin Library in it
· Became a regular place
· School in it 
· Augustus built this our of his own pocket
· Shows he’s a generous person deserving of the people’s respect
· Arch of Augustus
· No remains left
· Next to the divine Julius 
· Earlier action arch commemorates the battle of Actium
· Parthian Arch commemorates the return of the captured roman standards 
· Theatre of Marcellus
· Only one theatre in Roman history before
· Named for Augustus’ nephew
· Held 15000 people
· Largest theatre in Rome 
· Three tiers 
· Turned into a fortification and now condos 
· Pyramid of Cestius
· Tomb of Gaius Cestius
· Generals were not allowed triumphs in Imperial Rome unlike before (parades, marching in, treasure shown, conquered people showed)
· Only members of the imperial familes were able to have triumphs
· Need to come up with another way to commemorate their victories
· See funeral momuments 
· Pyramid in the middle of Rome
· Successful in Egypt and this is why we see the pyramid style 
· See foreign arts introduced in Rome
· Tropaeum Alpium (La Turbie, France)
· Celebrates the 15 BCE victories over the alpine tribes (45 tribes)
· On the Via Julia Augusta
· On the boarder of Gallia Narbonesis and Italy 
· Huge inscription on this 
· Start of inscriptions that shows victory of Roman Emperors, shows who they are, what they did, and who they conquered, 
· Lists tribes that Augustus conquered
· Augustan Arch at Susa: 
· Made of local marble, rather than Roman marble
· Diplomatic victory rather than military victory
· Commemorates the alliance between Augustus and Alpine tribes
· Has a non-Roman frieze on it 
· Bull, horse and pic sacrificed in top
· Bottom shows natives conducting in Roman things (consensus)
· Domus Augusti 
· Augustus’s House
· Comparatively modest 
· Keeps with his ideals
· Lacks ostentations decorations that are seen in later imperial residences
· In front of the Hut of Romulus which is connecting himself to the Roman ideal and myth
· Directly connected it to the Temple of Apollo Palentinus 
· Ara Pacis Augustae:
· Decreed to Augustus by the Senate 
· Gave to him
· In the campus of Martius (plains of Mars)
· Covered in images of peace and prosperity 
· Held an alter where they would do sacrifices 
· Mausoleum of Agusuts
· Planned his mausoleum so it could been another propaganda statement
· Built before he died
· For him and all his Julio-Claudians
· Very large circular building
· Connecting himself with Venus 
· Horologium
· Giant sundial
· Made of an obelisk that Augusts took from Egypt 
· Shadow fell across the Ara Pacis on Augustus’s birthday
· All his big things create a triangle 
· Different spot than where it was before

· Two separate scenes, one real one mythological
· Divine Augustus among the gods
· Conquered barbarians, victorious Romans
· Shown in bare feet and bare something which means he probably has died because it’s how we see gods 
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
