INDIVIDUALS:
 
Tarquins
· Roman family of Etruscan origin
· Expulsion of Tarquins led to Roman Republic
· Last three kings were Tarquins, seen as cruel (Tarquinius Priscus, Servius Tellius, Tarquin Superbus)
 
Pontiff
· A member of the college of Pontiffs
· Pontifex maximus: president of the college, chief priests 
· Pontifex comes from word bridge Pons + facere (to do) in latin
 
Annales Maximi (annals: narrative events that happen in a year)
· Annals kept by the Pontifex Maximus in Roman Republic 
· Recorded key public events 
· Recorded the names of each of the magistrates 
 
Earliest source authors
· Dionysius of Halicarmassus (greek)
· Diodorus Siculus
· Livy (propagandist for Augustus) 
 
Carmina 
· Poet who recited poems of the past 
· Recited at the tables of aristocrats 
· Dubious material (always a glorification of the past)
 
Titus Tatius 
· Sabine king of Cures 
· Attacked Rome because of the rape of the Sabine women 
· Reconciliation between Romulus and Tatius proved that Romans have Sabine origin too 
 
Sabines 
· Italic tribe that lived in central Apennines of ancient Italy
· North of Latium before foundation of Rome 
· Had king called Titus Tatius 
 
Mastarna (Macstrna) 
· The alleged 8th king of Rome by Claudius 
· To be said that he equates him to Servius Tullius 
· Successor of Tarquinius Priscus 
 
Praetor
· Title granted by the government 
· Commander of the army 
· Elected magistrate with various duties (also known as consul)
 
Samnites 
· Long lived side by side with the Greeks in the South
· Wanted the wealth of the Campania 
· Adopted many greek methods (art, objects of gold, silver, bronze)
 
 
REPUBLIC INSTITUTIONS 
 
Consuls
· 2 elected state rulers by the senate
· Elected for 1 year
· During periods of crisis created a dictator for 6 months with could be renewed if crisis continued 
 
Senate 
· Consisted of 300 senators 
· Gave advice to the magistrates 
· Had a high degree of power in civil government, especially finances
 
Inter-regnum 
· Period when both of the consuls have died
· Usually period of 5 days, sometimes extended
· Senate elects an interrex during this time
 
Executive officers (magistrates)
· During the kingdom, King was the highest magistrate 
· During republic, it was the consuls, and the dictator when need be 
· Possessed both judicial and executive powers 
 
Comitia Curiata 
· Principle assembly for first 2 decades of republic 
· Passed laws and elected consuls 
· Plebeans could attend, only Patricians could vote 
 
ROMAN KINGDOM
 
Rex Sacrorum
· A palace with a priest of sacrifice (during republic priesthood)
· Suggests that sacrificial work was given to kings 
· The word interex also suggest that there was kings
 
Senate 
· King presided over senate and appointed and expelled individuals 
· Elders of the community "patris"
· Did not have any other powers but to advise, but still had incredible influence 
 
4 types of class 
· Kings
· Senate
· Aristocrats (patris, farmers)
· Masses (the people as a whole)
 
ETRUSCANS 
 
Sella Curulis 
· Great throne 
· Symbol of political or military power in Rome
· During the republic it was where magistrates who had imperium sat 
 
Imperium
· Supreme power 
· Sovereignty of the state over the individual 
· Was given to magistrates (consuls, dictators)
 
Etruscans
· Gave Rome structures (walls, temples, draining of the marshes)
· Gave Rome political nature + kingship 
· Were allies with the Carthaginians 
 
EARLY ROME SOURCES  
 
The College of Pontiffs 
· Created vacation days for honouring the Gods 
· Powerful influence in private and criminal laws 
· Administered both civil and religious matters 
 
Fasti 
· List of magistrates (consuls)
· Calendar-based lists 
· May or may not be corrupt 
 
Bastile of the Ancestors 
· When aristocrat died, death recorded in the Bastil 
· Would give very impressive account of family's dead member 
· Everything is written in viewpoint of aristocrats 
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
