Astro-terv= plastic grass - organization that claims coming from a grass-roots organization. Claims to be “authentic” but it’s not, because it’s political. 

Meta-myth= Thomas Berry= all the local myths around the world will not be denied, but there;s a grand meta-myth (story/political development) 


Hinduism= doesn’t have a founder. The word hindu comes from the  Sindus river, and the people who used to live near it, used ot be called Hindus. 
 
Vedas Aryans= Aryans (noble). They evolved within the Indian religion. Vedas (sacred scriptures in Hinduism). 
Agni= god of fire….build a sacred fire and take butter, or oil, or bits of sacrificed animals will be offered to agni the god of fire so that they could go to the other side. This sacrifice mediated between earth and the skies. By doing so, they believed that the gods would give them what they desired, e.g. more cows, to win battles.

Rig Veda= poems dedicated to various gods and goddesses. This was all done with the purpose of getting what you desire here on earth. 

Aryans= originated in the north part of India. They became more domesticated as the centuries went by, they started practicing agriculture, instead of being hunter-gatherers. 
Therefore, when materials things change, so does the religion. Since the old religion doesn’t make sense to them anymore, so they need to develop something that will suit them better with their life style

Upanishads= sacred texts. They developed Brahman= the highest being/ultimate reality/the one unifying ground of being itself. It is an it, nor a he or she. They referred to Brahman as BEING. This is very similar to the Jewish and Muslim religions since they cannot point to God, it is a being. It is a supreme deity that cannot be represented by anything else, cannot be located. If it is located, then God would not be infinite. But because He can’t be localized, He is infinite. He is transcendent. 

Imminent= God is behind the mountains. And we have to regards mountains and rivers as divine, and we need to see divinity as imminent in the natural world.
