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Patrol:
· Approx. 60% of a police departments personnel are devoted to patrol.
· Visibility and symbolic issues
· Police officer visibility reduces crime
· Greatest deterrent to crime
· Patrol officers as gatekeepers
· All police officers start out on patrol duty
· The patrol experience creates bond of experience among officers and socializes the new officers into the policing sub-culture.
· James Q Wilson 1968-1/10th of all calls received were law enforcement related.
· Richard Lundman 1980- Less than 1/3rd of calls were law enforcement related
· Harry More and Fred Wegenr- 1997 Less than 15% of an officers duty time is spent in law enforcement
· 911-311
· Calls for service are not likely to involve an arrest similar to a law enforcement call
Structure of Patrol:
· Police-Population ratio has little relationship to crime rate or calls for service
· Resource Allocation
· Geography
· Police Executive Research Forum – Effects of frequent shift rotation  
Hot Spots:
· Some geographic areas receive a disproportionate number of calls for service
· Minneapolis study found that 5% of addresses accounted for 64% of all calls 60% of addresses never called the police
· Types of patrol
· Automobile patrol (84%)
· Consequences of patrol car
· Lack of direct contact with community
· Other Types 
· Foot patrol (Becomes popular in the 1980’s)
· Bicycle patrol
· Marine patrol 
· ATV and Snowmobile Patrol
· Air Patrol 
· Mounted Police
· K9 Patrol
· Motorcycle Patrol 
· Segway Patrol 
Police Foundation Study-San Diego:
· One-officer vs. two-officer cars
· One officer units:
· Assaulted less often, less involved in resisting arrest
· Made more arrests
· Wrote more crime reports
· Police officer safety concern appears 
· Staffing patrol beats
Kansas City Preventive Patrol Experiment:
· Preventive Patrol: AKA Routine/Random Patrol
· Involves driving in a designated area on a random basis so that the patterns of the police cannot be predicted
· Need to determine its effectiveness 
· Year-long experiment 72-73/ In Kansas City Missouri USA.
· Three conditions:
· 1. Normal Levels of preventive Patrol
· 2. Proactive Patrol (2-3X the level of normal levels of preventive Patrol)
· 3. No Preventive Patrol 
· Questions that the Experimenters wanted answered.
· What are the effects of preventive patrol compared to no patrol?
· Is it more effective to increase the levels of patrol? 
· Results:
· No significant difference between any of the conditions 
· However: Similar experiments regarding Foot-Patrol have yielded success. 
Patrol Officers:
· Deter crime.
· Maintain Order.
· Respond to emergencies. 
· Identify and arrest suspects.
· Help those in need of assistance. 
· Facilitate traffic flow
· Create sense of security
· Obtain statements from victims and witnesses.
· Transport suspects to station
· *patrol is the backbone to policing*
