Chapter 15-Property Crime

History of Property Crime Laws
· The growth of property and theft laws can be traced to the rise of commerce and industrialization in 18th century England
· The newly emerged economic class of traders and industrialists required protection for their properties and business interests
· Thus, this time period witnessed the emergence of laws against “obtaining goods under false pretences” and “embezzlement”  

Who Gets Prosecuted?
· Research actually indicates that the majority of street crimes are intra-class ( the working class stealing from the working class, not from the propertied class)
· In recent years, we have witnessed an increasing number of wealthy individuals being prosecuted for “property crime” – e.g., Bernie Madoff in the US, Garth Drabinski and Myron Gottlieb (of Livent) in Canada
· Nevertheless, “the vast majority of property offenders who came before the courts…are young, have relatively low levels of education, and are poor” (O’Grady,2014)

Defining Property Crime 
· Property crime involves taking money or property 
· Unlike robbery, property crime does not involve force, or threat of force
· The main types of property crime in Canada are:
1. Theft
2. Break & Enter
3. Possession of stolen property
4. Fraud
5. Mischief
6. Motor vehicle theft
7. Arson

Measuring Property Crime
· “Since 1962, rates of police-reported property crime Police-reported property crimes have consistently been greater than rates of all other forms of police-reported crimes in Canada
· Police-reported property crimes have been declining since the early 1990s, and are presently at about half the rate that they were 20 years ago
· To assess whether property crimes are really going up or down, O’Grady uses rates for break & enter and motor vehicle theft
· Break & enter and motor vehicle theft are two of the most commonly reported crimes, because insurance companies require a police report before paying out on insurance claims
· Therefore, break & enter and motor vehicle theft are reasonably reliable measures of overall trends …….

Figure 15.2
In 2012, B&E was 43% lower than 10yrs earlier
In 2012, motor vehicle theft was 57% lower than 10yrs earlier

Why Are Rates Decreasing?
· It has been suggested that declining rates of Break & enter an motor vehicle theft can be attributed to “advanced I n home security systems and technological advances in motor vehicle anti-theft systems”
· However, most types of crime have been declining over the same time period, including violent crimes
· It would be difficult to explain the decrease in violent crimes (e.g., murder or robbery) in terms of improved home security systems or improved motor vehicle theft……

Credit Card Fraud
· One type of property crime that is increasing is credit card fraud involving “card not present” transactions
· This refers to credit card fraud committed by mail, phone, or online, where the actual card is not seen
· This type of crime often does not come to the attention of the police, as investigation is usually handled by the financial institutions themselves
· According to the Canadian Banker’s Association, losses from “card not present “fraud have increased from $140 million in  2009 to $268 million in 2012.
· Therefore, some types of property crime are increasing despite other types of property crime( and violent crime) going down

Deterrence Theory
Deterrence theory, also based on Classical School thinking, builds on the notion that rational, free-willed offenders will choose not to commit crime if they anticipate certain swift and sever punishment as a consequences
· Deterrence theory, also based on Classical School Deterrence theory has proven to be popular with conservative politicians and lawmakers, as evidenced by the trend toward mandatory minimum sentences, longer sentences, “ truth in sentencing” initiatives, etc
· However, empirical research has offered only weak support for deterrence theory
· Criminals are only worried about the severity of punishment if they are certain that they are going to be caught and punished
· Research has indicated that severity of punishment  can actually increase the possibility of reoffending

Crime as a Social Event
· As Sacco & Kennedy (2011) point out, criminologists should consider crimes as “social events”, rather than as individual events
· We should try understand the “social character of crime” – the socioeconomic backgrounds and current social circumstances of the offender
· Also, we need to be cognisant of all the other   social actors involved in the criminal event- the police, the courts, witnesses, the media, etc.

Situational Adversity
· “Decisions to commit property crimes are predominantly shaped by social forces”
· Socioeconomic background and situational adversity play a greater role in criminal decision-making than rational choice
· For example, research shows that homeless youth are more likely to engage in property crime

Homelessness & Property Crime cont.
Youth in the most precarious housing situations  -e.g., living on the street or in squats – were more likely to steal scam and sell stolen goods

Conclusion

Crimes of Morality
· “Crimes of morality do not necessarily cause harm to the victim” (Hathaway & Mostaghim, 2014)
· Rather, crimes of morality offend some sort of social “norm”
· Laws change to reflect changes in moral standards, but the laws rarely keep up with the speed at which moral standards change

Tolerable Deviance
· Society and the process of “civilization” demands that people conform, repress their basic instincts, and play by the rules
· Despite being bound by rules and regulations however, there has always been some room for “individual freedom,” and a tolerance  for some varieties of deviance
· If behaviours are not perceived as “harmful” or “threatening,” then they may be tolerated by society, or even ignored
· Possession of small amounts of certain types of “illegal” drugs (e.g., marijuana) may be tolerated by the police and the courts   

“Legalized” Gambling
· Gambling used to be illegal in Canada
· Nowadays, charities and governments across Canada are reaping enormous profits from gambling
· At the same time,  governments are warning people about the potential “harm” associated with gambling 

The Harm Principle
· The “harm principle” is associated with 19th century philosopher John Stuart Mill, who was a student of Jeremy Bentham
· Mill was concerned about how to preserve individual rights and freedoms in the face of what he called the “tyranny of the majority”
· In particular, Mill “rejected the legislation or enforcement of morality”
· He argued that legal sanctions should be restricted only to those behaviours that caused real “harm”

Prostitution in Canada
· Technically speaking, prostitution is “legal” in Canada
· However, communicating for the purposes of prostitution, keeping a common body house (a brothel) and living off of the avails of prostitution (pimping) had all been criminal offences since the inception of Canadian Criminal law, prior to a recent Supreme court Decision in December 2013, which struck down Canada’s prostitution laws as being contrary to the Charter of Rights and Freedoms
· In June 2014, the Canadian federal government introduced a new piece of legislation (Bill C-36), which (if passed) would …….



How Prostitutes See Themselves 
· Not all women enter prostitution   out of desperation (e.g, poverty or drug addiction)
· Some prostitutes (e.g., “call girls,” or “escorts”) come from upper or middle class backgrounds, and make a lot of money
· “Sex workers often view their occupation as fulfilling a valued function n in society”, similar to being employed in the service industry

Hierarchy of Prostitution
Call girls 
· may also be known as “escorts”; may work for “escort agency”
· Cater to wealthy clients, see clients in hotel rooms or personal  residences
Sex Workers
· …..
Bar girls
· work in bars and lounges
· May work “freelance,” have some control over their clientele
Street walkers
·  maybe referred to as “hookers”
· Many work for “pimps,” who sell their services and control their activities

A Subcultural Perspective
· Social learning and being introduced into/accepted by the prostitution subculture are essential to success
· They need to acquire the “specialized knowledge” or “skills” that go along with the work, as well as the attitudes and rationalizations
· Many prostitutes learn to view themselves  as superior to “exploited” women who work in menial, low paying jobs, or women who marry for reasons for financial security

Illicit Drugs
· Throughout history, psychoactive drugs have been “both sought after and condemned”
· As is the case with prostitution, anti-drug laws are typically premised on the notion that drug use is “immoral,” and that protection of society is paramount
· However, the legality (or illegality) of a substance has more to do with the characteristics of the user than it does with evidence-based “harm”
· Only a small percentage of the population uses “illegal” drugs, yet the greatest harm comes from “legal” drugs – alcohol, tobacco and prescription medication – that are used by many

Who Uses Illicit Drugs?
· Although illicit drug use—and arrests for illicit drug use— are more visible in disadvantaged communities, part of this could be attributed to enhanced police enforcement activities in those communities
· According to Chapter 16 of the textbook, use of marijuana, ecstasy and cocaine is more prevalent among the upper and middle classes than among the lower classes
· People from the upper- and middle-classes regard experimentation with drugs as “normal” – something they might do for relaxation, as part of socializing with friends
