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Great War 1914-1919
-Had both great positive and negative effects.

-Positive=found Canada emerging with a stronger identity, but on balance most Canadians “felt” Canadian. A yearning for what it is to be Canadian. 

More Canadian autonomy.  Social movements like the law for women to vote. Canadian demand more social change. By 1922 all Women could vote, except for Québec. Industrialization.
-Negatives=over 60,000 Canadians dead. 120,000 wounded. 

-Canadians are still grieving in the 1930s.

-It divided Canadians, on feelings towards war. 
-Costs of the war (human costs of those who died and those who are mourning) 

Canadian Wheat Board, 1935

-Marketing board for wheat and barley in Western Canada.

“Wheat Mining”

-Damaging practice of repeated sowing of wheat on a plot of recently cleared land despite rapidly decreasing yields due to soil exhaustion.

Progressives

-Political party of Canada in the 1920-1930s linked with provincial united farmers.
Prime Ministers Robert Borden 1911-1920

-Arthur Meighen 1920-1921-1926 first time where state takes more active role in how the economy is run. 

-Income tax comes from the Great War. 

-Government nationalizes railways. 

-Canadian wheat (Western Canada). 

-Central Canada is industrialization. 

-Agriculture intensifies during the Great War. 

Conscription Crisis 1917-1918

-Recruitment had dropped. 

-Why should we go and save European countries when our own country is falling apart? --Because of no money.

Henri Bourassa 1920s, 1930s

-French Canadian political leader.

Ypres as Myth

-Where Canada defends against the first gas attack.

-Canadians are very proud of achievements.

-1929 full membership of United Nations.

-Post-war period= 1920s economic prosperity, a period of Canadian autonomy is confirmed, social tensions, vulnerability of Canada’s economy. Wages go down, cost of living is higher. 

Maritime Rights movement
-People are leaving the Maritimes, factories locating in central Canada. 

-During the decade, it was already a small population and people began to leave.

-Economy is not doing well. 

-A protest vote, people who identify with this movement, ask for more money from government. They tend to vote against the party.

William Lyon Mackenzie King, Prime Minister 1921-1930  & 1935-1948

-National unity. 

-Unity between British Canadians and French Canadians. 

Aboriginal Canadians
-They want self-government, run their own affairs.

-Federal government is in charge of them.

-Indian residential schools, which will last for several decades, government and church, attempt to expose them to British or French. 

-Taught to be Christians. Were not allowed to speak their aboriginal languages.

-Psychological, physical, sexual abuse. 

Economic Expansion
-Growing markets in the USA, creates jobs in Canada.

-Calgary bootleggers. Canadians are making alcohol, USA is not.

-Pulp and paper.

-New technologies that are helping make life easier, buying cars (1920s&30s)

-More people have telephones, radios


Statute of Westminster
-Legal equality to Britain and other Dominions. (Canada and Britain) 

-We share the same monarch; anything needs to be passed by the British. 

-Legally independent from Britain.

Bonne Entente Movement
-Division because of WWI.

-Anglos and Francos become divided

-Ontario will fund for Québec French schools.

-“Oh Canada” becomes more popular.

-1927 Canada gets bilingual stamps.

-Restored in 1927 by this movement.

Lionel Groulx

-Considered to be the intellectual father of Québec separatism.

-Advocated to making a strong French Canadian nation. (not only in Québec)

-Ethnic nationalism, most of his supporters are anti-Semitic.

-Jews leaded towards the anglo, protestant schools

-Fights for women’s rights has continued, women gain right to vote in early 1920s. (except Québec) 

-Women were for prohibition.

-Prohibition is mainly dead in the mid 1920s.

-Fights for women’s rights had mixed results. (jobs were limited, many women still staying home, they also had few legal rights)

-Divorce is legal but must be approved by the senate.

-Women are not technically considered “persons”.

-Women get together and lobby against this.

Famous Five
-Advocate for women to be able to sit in the senate.

-1921 they win their case, women are declared persons.

-1930 Canada gets its first women senator, Cairine Wilson.

Nellie McClung

-Canadian feminist, politician, social activist that was part of the Famous Five.

A “flapper” 

-Changing dress, women showing more skin, wearing garners with flasks, women were pushing boundaries in fashion, activities, music, etc. 

The Great Depression
-Reasons for the crash: by late 1920s there is already a drop in global markets.

-More land is being cultivated than ever before.

-In Europe the land is being produced and being sent out.

-Farmers are getting better and better at their trade.

-There was a larger amount of rain.

-In manufacturing… Germany was at war and their industry is kicking back in, North America and the West is competing with countries in Europe like Germany.

-By late 1920s, mass soil problems, soil turns into dust and dries up.

-Banks are investing heavily in farms.

-Farms become having trouble to be paid for.

-Stock market is very vulnerable

-Some investors flew into this by 1929 and start selling off

Black Tuesday October 29 1929 

-When investors really flew in and people panicked.
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4 things about Canada:

-Characterized by poverty and hardship

-Lack of government leadership and innovation at a time when the country needed it most

-Political discontent, Canadians start asking is there another option?

-Foreign policy, Canada is becoming less inclined to intervene on the international stage

R.B. Bennet 1930-1935 

-Had the mentality that if he was successful, others can figure out to be as well.

-Governments do nothing to help this problem and leave it to fix itself.

-Many government leaders did not believe it is not their responsibility to provide relieft of an economic crash.

-One thing that governments did, is raise tariffs. (taxes on imported goods) 

-They hit the people that were most vulnerable.

-The Canadian government does virtually nothing, 1930 election; William Lyon Mackenzie King promises to do nothing, which led him to loose power.

-Provincial government is responsible for helping the needy in Kings case.

-Liberals and King are thrown out and R.B. Bennett and conservatives are brought back in where he was prime minister from 1930-1935.

-Bennett sweeps the power, cuts public services wages, lowers corporate taxes and raising tariffs, hosts the imperial conference and all the members of the empire try to find solutions 

The Great Depression
-Newfoundland which was not part of Canada at the time (self government) had a fierce sense of pride. Many Newfoundlanders went to Boston, New York, London, Montreal for jobs.

-Fishery is very dependent for exports for economy. 

-Fishery is in decline in the 1920s and when the Great Depression hits, all of those cities are drying up.

-St. Johns riots, April 1932, riot in front of the colonial building in St. Johns, Newfoundland. 

-Prime minister of Newfoundland calls upon for the British government for help.

-In Canada, in relative terms Canada was probably the worst hit country in the world in the Great Depression.

-Canada is a trading nation, Canada depended on commodities (today: oil) back then it was products like pulp and paper, mining, iron, etc.

-Canada’s regional resources decline.

-Canada also depends on foreign investment.

-Decline in almost 90% in what farmers are getting.

-Demand for wood products declines.

-Decline in newspaper and advertisement.

-Result of all of this is crushing unemployment, poverty and decline in Canadians quality of life.

The “dustbowl”
-1930s there was a massive 10-year drought.

-Saskatchewan was hit the worst, many people left the province.

-With the drop in income, people are spending less. 

-Small businesses have troubles.

-A “Bennett Buggy” Bennett was blamed for this problem as he was in charge at the time.

-By mid 1930s Saskatchewan was so poor that it could not fund for public school.

-Children suffered from malnourishment, family gardens are not producing.

-People are spending more planting products then actually getting back.

-People’s attitudes towards birth control begin to change in the 1930s.

-Division of powers between governments causing problems.

-Federal government collects much more taxes than provincial. 

-Bennett passes a number of relief acts

-1932, his third relief act. Under this act the federal government decides that it will share cost with provincial and municipal for relief acts. Problem is is that all provinces and municipalities are not all alike. (some people need more than others)

-There is no national minumum standard of living. Relief is not getting to those who need it the most.

Charlote Whitton

-Bennett asks Charlotte Whitton to figure out what is the problem with the relief program.

-She is a feminist and conservative. She then becomes the first female mayor, Ottawa.

-She reports that the problem is not so much that there isn’t enough funding, but that people are too dependent on relief.

-Bennett decides to cut the amount of relief from 33% to 20%.

-Amount of relief that people are getting are very small. 

-At a time of unemployment, people then decide to move to look for work.

-You can only get relief if you are a single person, you must have a family. Also, many women are denied relief because it was assumed that they have a family.

-Relief is also denied to minority groups.

-You must publically declare that you are not capable of caring for your family, which was very humiliating. 

-Many people died because hospitals would often not accept people.

-At the time 15% of the population was on relief.

Bennett Buggy
-Never throwing anything away.

Hollywood depictions of Canada

-Movies became very popular in the 1930s.

-Many movies about Canada. Reason being was because of tourism.

-The Mounties become a “sexual figure”.

-Hockey night in Canada on the radio.

-People are coping with entertainment.

-Unemployed single men are hit the hardest during this point of time.

-Men would travel the country looking for jobs.

-They are seen as a threat to the government of law and order.

-Bennett sets up work camps (200 around the country) with 1700000 workers at each.

-These men would get three meals a day and 20 cents per day.

-These camps are made to be seen as prisons with police, RCMP officers, etc.

-What they are able to do, is talk and discuss topics on how to fix the problems that are going on.

-Unions begin to be made within the camps.

KKK
-What they seek is a uniform British Canada without the diversity that is going on.

-They also see that French Canadian are getting more and more recognition. 

-They are also anti-Catholic. (pro Protestant)

-Jimmy Gardiner, a liberal will go on to become one of William Lyon Mackenzie King cabinet.

-Anti- Semitism intensifies in Québec. The desire to keep the 

-Many French Canadians feel that Montreal is becoming more anglo.

Adrien Arcand

-Canada’s Hitler wannabe. He forms the “Christian National Social Party”.

-He openly admires Hitler.

-The party does not win any seats but still has a very noisy presence.

Workers Unity League

-Organizes through out Canada. 

-1937 the United Auto workers go on strike and eventually win.

-The Premier calls upon William Lyon Mackenzie King. He refuses and Hepburn is not happy about this.

-In general, 

-Many Canadians are also beginning to toy with other political parties.

Tim Buck

-Communist party of Canada begins to grow in popularity. 

-More popular amongst immigrants.

-Communist party helps organize 

-Named themselves the “Mack Paps” after the leaders.

Norman Bethune

-Came to work with sick children.

-Volunteered to teach minors and forestry workers.

-Decides in 1935 to go visit the Soviet Union to see how they are doing things.

-Goes to be a front line surgeon in Spain.

-In 1938, Communist in China is still fighting and so Bethune goes to China.

-Then becomes a front line surgeon for the Communist in China.

-There is a fear of communism in Canada. As well as revolution to happen in Canada. (Of communism)

-Bennett has the RCMP spy on the communist party. Tim Buck and other members of the communist party are thrown into jail.

“Padlock” Law 1937

-Maurice Duplessis passes this law.

-Anyone who promotes communism will be arrested.

-Condemned for being atheistic.

Cooperative Commonwealth Federation
-Leader J.S. Woodsworth

-He was one of the leaders of the Winnipeg general strike

-Basically a farmer and labor alliance.

-1933 they get together in regine and write the regina manifesto

-Serts out: irratication of capitalism, equality of, more gov control of wealth and key resources, gov. should be responsible to supple each person with aid (medical aid, 

-It is a moderate socialism

-Pritvate ownership will still be allowed.

-CCF believes in non-violence.

-They also advocate for the continuation of Canada’s constitutional monarchy.

-They have some immediate success in 1933.

Social Credit Party

-Formed in 1934 in Alberta

-Highly populist in its language, individualistic.

-Party is against big corporate monopolies

-They argue that monetary reforms 

-Belief that every individual is due their fair share of the provinces wealth, not up to the state but that the state should make sure that everyone gets a cut.

-They are social conservative.

-They are led by the “Bible Bill”, a radio evangelist. 

-1934 the Social Credit Party have power in Alberta.

-For every household, $25 a month to buy goods. One condition, they must accept employment.

On-to-Ottawa Trek, 1935

-Stars in B.C. and thousands of people are going on trains to go to Ottawa.

-Calls upon the RCMP to deal with this.

-A train is stopped in Regina, causing the Regina riot.

New Deal, 1935

-Made by Bennett.

-Government established a Bank of Canada, which will be responsible for printing currency.

-Work place regulation, minimum wage, accident coverage, maximum working hours, unemployment insurance, 

-Does not work. King is reelected. “King or Chaos”

-The CCF wins 9% of the vote at the election. (7 seats)

-King lowers tariffs, ends work camps, provides $30 million of loans for work projects, bring in the prairie farm rehabilitation act which provides new techniques to preserve soil, national employment commission to study the depression. 
Royal Commission on Dominion-Provincial Relations, 1935

-Study the problem of depression and how government are unable to deal with the problems of depression.

-Studies for three years and recommends that the federal government takes over unemployment problems and that the government should send money to provinces that need it the most. 

-Maurice and Duplessis and Mitch Hepburn often work together.

-Government decides to keep Bank of Canada.

-1936 Canada gets fully bilingual currency. The idea that Canada is a country of two languages.

Ernest Lapointe

-Belief that another war is going to come and once again divide anglo and franco Canadians.

-If there is another war, then Canada will not participate.

Abyssian Crisis, 1935

-Etheopia today.

-Mussolini (Italian dictator) invades Abyssinia.

-In 1937 King goes to Germany to visit Hitler to say that Canada does not want war.

-King was worried that if there was another war, Canada would be dragged into it and would cause problems with the division of languages. 
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4 ways that WWII affected Canada:

-Helped bring Canada out of Great Depression (demanded raw products, manufacture goods) force government to spend money and create jobs.

-Much closer relations with the United States. (Canadian economy becomes more integrated with the American economy)

-Help usher in the Canadian social welfare state.

-Ongoing discrimination and racism.

-King and Lapointe announce war on September 10, 1939

-Canada was not very enthusiastic about war but some do support it because people know this is a high stake war.

-Duplessis sees this entry in war as an advantage to call an election to be elected. He is on an anti-war platform.

-Lapointe says that if he wins, Lapointe will resign. (threat of either him or me)

-The 1939 election is mainly are we going to support the war or not.

-Mitch Hepburn, 1940, pro-British and believes that what is needed is a union government like in WWI, the government needs to do more.

-Hitler at Vimy Ridge in 1940, to Canadians this is very shocking and concerning. This gives Hitler a propaganda opportunity.

-Canada is Britain’s most important ally in 1940.

Ogdensburg Agreement, 1940

-Canada and US will cooperate on defense of North America.

-Each country has equal representation.

-Lend-lease program where US provides equipment to Britain and Britain uses the “IOU”

Hyde Park Declaration, 1941

-Encourages close collaboration with Canada and US manufacturing, lowering tariffs

-Recruitment is up but down amongst aboriginal Canadians. Reason being that many aboriginals were not treated as well as others. 

Battle of Hong Kong, 1941

-Same morning that the US was attacked on Pearl Harbor, forces of the Empire of Japan attacked British Hong Kong.
Battle of Atlantic

-Brings the war home to Canada

-German submarines go right around the St. Lawrence river.

-Blackouts are issued all around the Atlantic and later the Pacific coast.

-50000 women will serve in war, 4000 nurses, 15000 in Navy Air force, 22000 in CWAC. Much more women served than in WWI.

-Women are taking more part in the war, which challenges gender norms. 
-Many unemployed join military

-After a decade of poor crops and poor demand the war creates more demand for farmers. 

-War also creates for factory jobs.

-Canadians will build 16000 planes, many that are brought to Europe via Newfoundland. 

-Many men are gone to war, therefore women are given the change to enter and work in factories. 

-Government is now providing daycare, which help women work in factories. 

Elsie MacGill

-Aviation expert, mechanical engineer that worked on combat aircraft.

-A woman who worked into a man’s place of work.

-Fights for Women’s Rights after the war.

Adelard Godbout

Thérèse Casgrain

-Advocated for women’s rights in Québec

-Feminist social democrat

-Openly criticized Maurice Duplessis

-After the war she would become the leader of the CCF.

National Resources Mobilization Act
-Sweeping act, to mobilize the country for war.

Unemployment insurance, 1940

-If you loose your job, you get an amount to help you live until you find another job.

-Family allowances, a certain amount, based on number of children to help out families.

Tommy Douglas

-Public Healthcare

-The idea that key natural resources should be owned and operated by the state.

Japanese-Canadian internment, 1942

-Deep anti Asian racism in B.C.

-Huge worry for Canadians that the Japanese would attack B.C. next.

-David Suzuki, Japanese Canadian

J.L. Ralston

-Threatens King that he is going to resign 

André Laurendeau

-Ligue Pour la Défense du Canada

Mackenzie King: “Conscription if necessary, but not necessarily conscription”

-Canadians help liberate Italy, 1943-1945

-General Guy Simonds and the “Kangaroo” where the roof of a tank was removed and filled with soldiers to move around in.

-Fighting in Italy cities and towns are brutal. 

-“Mouse-holing” go into a house, blow a hole into the house and move onto the next.

-Battle of Ortono 1943, many Canadians lost their lives.

D-Day and the Normandy campaign, 1944

-Juno Beach 1944, where Canadians are assigned to attack on the opening day

-Canadians help liberate Europe 1944-1945, 

Tommy Prince

-Aboriginal man from Manitoba.

-Served as a scout and a sniper, special operations unit created by Canadian and U.S. soldiers.

-Italian farmer example.

-Went on to advocate for Aboriginal rights.
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Three themes

-Era of unprecedented economic prosperity (consumerism)

-Creating of a social welfare state 

-Canada will enter with closer interrelations with the U.S.

-Canada has emerged as a “middle power” 

-1945 Canada will join the new United Nations

-1947 the Canadian government creates Canadian citizenship. Before then, Canadians were British descendents.

Vincent Massey
-Canadian lawyer and diplomat who served as Governor general of Canada.
Gouzenko Affair, 1945

-There is a fire, but the Russians will not let anyone in to help

-Exposed Stalin;s efforts to steal nuclear secrets

-Triggering event of the cold war

Hertbert Norman

-Analyst and diplomat

-Joe McCarthy singles out Norman for being a communist

-RCMP interrogate him for 6 weeks but is innocent
NATO, 1949

-St Laurent and Pearson push for an alliance between western European countries and Canada and the U.S.

-Hope for multi-lateralism 

-Canadians that it will hope to diversify trade
-Article number 2 of the treaty, strengthen economic ties

-Both Anglophone and Francophone are on the same page

The Korean War, 1950-1953

-1950 North Korea invades South Korea

DEW, 1957
-Line of stations all across the North to see the Russian bombers coming

NORAD, 1957

-Based in Colorado, first officer in command with always be an American and second, a Canadian.

Suez Crisis, 1956

-Diplomatic and military confrontation in 1956 between Egypt and Britain, France and Israel where the U.S., Soviet Union and United Nations forcing Britain, France and Israel to withdraw. 

Herbert Norman, 1909-1957

-Was a Canadian scholar of Japanese history and a diplomat whose postings put him in a key role in regard to Canadian diplomacy during the Pacific War and subsequent Occupation of Japan.
Leduc, Alberta

-First discovery of oil

-Radically impact the Alberta economy

St. Lawrence Seaway, 1954
-Big federal project

-Increase trade, ocean ships can now go from St. Lawrence (Montreal) to Western edge of Lake Superior

-Several hydroelectric damns are created

-Although, some historical villages are flooded

Tommy Douglas, CCF Premier of Saskatchewan
-1946 Saskatchewan is the first hospital to have a social insurance program

Joey Smallwood, Newfoundland’s Father of Confederation

-Liberal politician, charismatic politician

-Britain is supportive of confederation

-July 1948, Newfoundlanders vote

Calgary suburb ad, 1958

-Ideal to move out to the suburbs

-Canadians then begin to buy cars, which also creates jobs

Ford ad, 1956

-A car for each person

-Different colors, accessories, styles, safety features

Immigration in Canada

-Canada needs immigrants, people to work different jobs

-Great for the economy because they are willing to do all kinds of jobs

-Immigration opens up after WWII

-New comers face a number of difficulties, mainly only letting in men

-Many immigrant families are successful, working, start businesses, buy homes, keep their culture

-1945-1960 2 million immigrants enter the country

Maurice Duplessis

-Close alliance with Catholic church

-Anti-union

-Believes church is suppose to run the hospitals and schools

-1948 creates the Québec flag

Asbestos Strike, 1949

-People striking over poor working conditions and wages

-Quebecers are more exposed to new things via the television

-Quebecers start to believe that not only the church should be in charge

-Begin to feel like second hand citizens in their own home

-Immigrant communities are associating with Anglophone communities rather than Francophone and the French are worried that they would become a minority

Maurice Richard

-Hockey is becoming more popular in the country

-Begin watching hockey on television

-Maurice becomes a symbol of the working class French Canadian

-1955 Maurice gets into a brawl in a game against Boston and punches a referee in the face

-He is suspended for the rest of the season, Montreal then begins to riot, belief he is suspended because he is a French Canadian

-Diefenbaker and CCF criticize the contract because it goes to an American contract.

C.D. Howe

-Minister of trade and commerce

-“What’s a million?”

-“We were too old, I was too old”

-Liberal party is “tired”

Louis St. Laurent
-Liberal

-A strong base in the Catholic francophone community

- St. Laurent was an enthusiastic proponent of Canada's joining NATO in 1949 to fight Communist
“Roads to Resources”
-Fund for roads and railways that go up to the North

-Funds the Mackenzie highway (Alberta to Yellowknife)

-Impact of Aboriginal people, whose economies were mainly dependent on trading

South Saskatchewan River Dam

-Flows through the provinces of Alberta and Saskatchewan
-Lake Diefenbaker
James Gladstone

-Advocated for Aboriginal rights

-First nation education

-Greater self-government
Ellen Fairclough

-Canada’s first federal minister, 1957

-Minister of citizenship and immigration

-Removes immigration discrimination

-Eliminates the official members in the immigration act that promoted racism

Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms Bill, 1960

-Protection of freedom, religion, equality, property rights

Diefenbaker’s Bill of Rights, 1960

-Attitudes slowly starting to change in Canada

-Important first step although would not change much

Medicare and the Saskatchewan Doctor’s Strike, 1962
-Doctor’s went on strike and people remained sick

-Diefenbaker tells Tommy Douglas that he will help pay for this

The Commonwealth of Nations

-Students are encouraged to go and study in other countries

-Aid to poorer countries that belong to Commonwealth Nations

-Diefenbaker hopes that the commonwealth will help break down racism 

The Avro Arrow, 1958

-Built by St. Laurent government

-Delta wing aircraft, years ahead of its time and expensive

-Recognized all around the world

-Foreign countries do not want to buy it (France, Britain and USA)

-Avro Arrow is then cancelled and throws it into the Ontario Lake 

Howard Green

-Convinces cabinet to veto NORAD exercises

John F. Kennedy

-Obsessed with the soviet threat

-Mutual hatred with Diefenbaker

-Diefenbaker does not commit to nuclear weapons

Douglas Harkness

-In 1945, he was elected to the House of Commons for the constituency of Calgary East and held various ministerial positions under the government of Diefenbaker
-He precipitated a political crisis when he resigned from cabinet in 1963 in order to protest Diefenbaker's opposition to stationing American nuclear warheads in Canada
Gen. Lauris Norstad

-Publically criticizes Canada’s lack of commitment 

-Strong advocate of nuclear deterrent 
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4 themes
-Continuing expansion on the social welfare state 

-Growing anxiety over Canada’s close relations with the USA

-Canadians are challenging social norms

-Continue to expand under Lester B. Pearson

Pearsonian Liberalism

-Prime Minister for only 5 years but had an important impact and set in motion a number of long term developments

-Two ideas: idea of a shared citizenship based on quality of condition and pluralism

-All Canadians should have access to health opportunity

-Bilingualism and biculturalism emerges

-Greater recognition of Canada’s ethno cultural groups

-Canada’s diversity is its strength 

-In foreign affairs, international engagement (engage with the U.S.)

-Engage more with the U.N.

-Soft power (diplomacy and peace keeping) rather than hard power

Expansion of Social Welfare State

-Continue to expand by Pearson

-All Canadians enjoy minimum standard of living

Canada Pension Plan

-Comprehension pension plan in which contributions are made compulsory 

-Canadians will automatically pay in, when they retire they will be able to use it

-Pearson allows Québec to run it’s own pension plan

Medical Care Act, 1966

-Conservatives believe it is too expensive

-Canadians want healthcare

-Supporter Tommy Douglas

-Universal health care programs in all provinces

-Must be universal, comprehensive, portable, publically administered

-By 1970 every province has adopted medicare

Post-Secondary Funding

-Universities across the country are expanding
Auto Pact, 1965

-Makes manufactured car parts exempt from tariffs 

-Auto industry across borders would become integrated 

-Auto pact gives employment to many people

-Created greater dependence in Ontario with car manufacturing 
Vietnam War

-Division between North and South Vietnam

-North Vietnam remained communist and South Vietnam was to be capitalist

-Canada provides some aid to South Vietnam
-Canadians identities are changing, social norms are changing

-Young people are challenging political attitudes

-Challenge religion

-Modern pluralistic identity 
The Guess Who

-Rock band that came from Winnipeg

-“American Woman”

Joni Mitchell

-Song writer from Saskatchewan and got to California

-Symbolized the changing social norms for Canadians

-Sang about what it was to be an independent woman and social and environmental issues

-Fewer Canadians are going to church

Second-wave Feminism

-Far more radical

-Asserts that women are more than child caregivers

-Equality, equal pay for equal work

-Women want more control over their own bodies

-Want greater access to abortions

The Pill, 1966

-Bring fundamental change how women lead their lives

-Women can determine the amount of children they have

Laura Sabia
-Advocate for greater equality for women

-Women more active in unions

-Lobby against women being fired

Flag Debate, 1964-1965

-Dief did not like the idea as well as many veterans

-Reason one maple leaf was chosen: fleur de leis, historical meaning, for children (easier to draw)

Robert Stanfield

-Was the best Prime Minister that Canada never had

-Image as opposed to substance was more than anything 

Expo ‘67

-Canada hosts the Montreal Expo

-60+ countries

-New high-tech architecture

-Gave expression to a new confidence of being Canadian

The Quiet Revolution

-In the lead up to the Quiet Revolution, many French Canadian feel like a minority in their own country.

-Political change brought by the death of Maurice Duplessis in 1959

-Provincial election in 1960 

-Québec Premier Jean Lesage 1960-1966

-Changes such as secularism of Québec 

-People are not going to church as much

-More talk about a Québec nation

Jean Lesage

-Lesage government provides support for French Canadian businesses

-Québec nationalizes Hydro Québec 

-Lesage and his government will fight for greater autonomy

RC on Bilingualism and Biculturalism, 1963

-How can French Canadians feel more at home?

-Recognition of Bilingualism and Biculturalism

-To make Anglophones and Francophones feel at home know matter where they are

-Recommends Ontario and New Brunswick become bilingual 

-For many Québec nationalists, the changes are a little too late

Charles DeGaulle

-French president visits Québec
-Vivre le Québec libre speech

Louis Ribochaud, Acadian Premier of New Brunswick

-Institutes an equal opportunity program, specifically for Acadians

-1968 New Brunswick adopts its own official languages act that provides equal status for English and French

Change for Aboriginal Canadians

-More and more Aboriginal Canadians demand for more control over their affairs

-They have more confidence, they are fed up with their inadequate access to public services, perceived threat to aboriginal status and resource development and land claims will intensify the want for self-government 

-Aboriginal government is becoming politicized 

Walpole Island
-The Indian band council is already administering infrastructure, land management finishing, house and sanitation, parks, etc. 

-Walpole Island the first Indian reserve to remove it’s Indian agent 
Hawthorn Report, 1966
-Makes public non-equality between aboriginal and non-aboriginal

-On average, status Indians makes $600 where white Canadians make $1400

-Vast majority of first nations do not finish high school

-Devolution to provinces is not the answer, and does not work

-Government policy is still paternalistic, Indians cannot govern themselves

-Report recommends increase self-government, end to agency system

-Aboriginal should be full citizens, but should have certain privileges being the first people on this land

Walter Dieter

-First leader of the National Indian Brotherhood, 1968

-The assembly of First Nations

-Most important aboriginal association
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Pierre Trudeau

-As Prime Minister is objectives are to try and protect the power of the central government while at the same time try to respect provincial autonomy 

-Try to identify the common values that Canadians share

-Respecting what makes Canada a diverse nation

-Try and make Canadians feel at home wherever they are in the country
-Rise of Quebecois nationalism

-Tried to bring the economy out of stagflation

Trudeaumania, 1968
-Made leader of the liberal party in 1968
-Young, hip, new Prime Minister

-Runs on a vague platform where Canada must be a just society, provinces recognition of rights and personal and political liberties, calls for protection of minorities, calls for a bilingual federal public service, calls for more equality 

-Trudeau government liberalizes divorce laws in 1968

Criminal Law Amendment Act, 1969

-Decriminalizes contraceptives (the pill, condoms, abortion) and homosexuality
Aboriginal Canada

-Aboriginal Canadians are asserting that they want in, want to be recognized and have the same rights and benefits as other Canadians as well as recognition of their special status
-Reserves are much smaller than promised

Harold Cardinal

-Age of 23 became the leader of the Indian Association of Alberta

-Cree activist of Alberta

-Was a university educated aboriginal man

-Policy paper: referred to as a White Paper, proposes to abolish the Indian act and abolish Indian status, terminate treaties and Indian reserves be sold off

-The Red Paper also known as Citizens Plus, authored by Harold Cardinal, identifies first nations as Aboriginals but also as Canadians. They want to be identified as both.

-It insists that Indian status be maintained, recognition of Aboriginal rights

Things were driving the lobby for self-government

-Resource development and land claims

-Lack of access to social services

-Perceived threat to Indian status

-Question of resource and land claims

Harry Daniels

-Insist Métis people be recognized in the constitution and with this they will be able to force the government to give the people the services they want

-Métis aboriginal rights will be recognized

-Harry Daniels wants Aboriginal heritage to be a part of all Canadian heritage

Official Multiculturalism Policy

-First of its kind

-Sets out for the government to encourage multicultural programs such as festivals, community newspapers, etc.

-Sets out for ethno cultural communities to feel more welcomed

Official Languages Act, 1969
-Makes English and French official languages of Canada

-Make federal public service bilingual anywhere in Canada

October Crisis, 1970

-Brought by the FLQ, formed in the 1960s, small scale terrorist association

-On the 5th of October they kidnapped James Cross

-Their demands were that they wanted money, release of captured FLQ embers, and the manifesto to be read on television

-On the 10th, they kidnapped Pierre LaPorte

-8000 troupes are called out to patrol the streets

-Tommy Douglas was not impressed with this and said it was overkill

-On December 17th, Pierre LaPorte was murdered by the FLQ and James Cross is no where to be seen

-On December 5th, the government finally rescues James Cross

Parti Québécois Victory, 1976

-Thought of separatism

-Rise of Québécois nationalism
Bill 101, 1977

-Aims to protect the French language in Québec

-Makes French the only official language in Québec

-Children of Immigrants must send their children to school in French

-French is made the language of business

-Signs must have larger font in French, smaller in English

-More Anglophones and Immigrants do learn more French from this

-Was a success although, it worked for Québec, it did not so much in other provinces

Rene Levesque 

-Looking at calling a referendum

Peter Lougheed
-Insists on provincial equality

-Opposes Trudeau’s idea of putting a charter of rights into the constitution

 “Gang of Eight”

-8 premiers 

-Agree to get together to reach a deal with Trudeau

-They will not agree to a deal unless they all agree to it 

Québec Referendum, 1980

-Nine of the premiers said no

-Rene Levesque says yes

-60% vote no, 40% vote yes

National Energy Program, 1980

-Put a cap on prices of Canadian oil and natural gas

-Proposes to promote Canadian owned companies

Constitution Act, 1980

-Constitutional patriotism 

-Terms that will make a meaningful unit

-Mobility rights are recognized, allowing Canadians to live and work anywhere they want in the country

-Pledges to ensure that a minimum quality of life is amongst all Canadian
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First Ministers’ Conferences on Aboriginal Constitutional Matters, 1983-1987
-Premiers or Prime Ministers

-4 conferences are held between 1983-1987

-At these conferences there is the Prime Minister, Premiers and leader of Aboriginal Political Organizations

-1983 conference they agree to assert one change and that is that the aboriginal treaty of rights be guaranteed equally to male and female persons (gender equality)

-1985 the clause encourages the government to change the definition of an Indian within the Indian act
John Turner 

-Prime Minister for two and a half months

Brian Mulroney

-Come to power again in 1984-1993

-Conservatives rule for 9 years

-Mulroney is charismatic

Canada-US Free-Trade Agreement, 1988

-Free trade for Québec is good because it would benefit an independent Québec

-Free trade is a huge source of anxiety for Canadian nationalist

-January 1988 Mulroney and Ronald Reagan agree for a Canada-US Free Trade Agreement

-Tariffs are going to be removed, limits on foreign investment will be removed  

-Goods and Services Tax, 1991
Preston Manning

-Christian fundamentalist, fiscal conservative and advocate of participatory democracy

-Wants an end to official bilingualism and an American style elected senate

Reform Party

-Seen as an “Old white man’s protest party”

-Property rights be entrenched in the constitution as in the right to accumulate wealth 

-Less government regulation

-Federal funding be made unconditional

-Provinces should be able to spend health money the way they see fit

-The main idea behind Reform is that the state has no place in telling how Canadians how to live
Meech Lake Accord, 1987

-The minimum terms, Bourassa says to which Québec would agree to endorse the Canadian constitution 

-Québec will receive a veto over changes to the constitution, limitations to the federal spending power; Québec’s control over immigration will be entrenched under the constitution 

-Québec is happy because it believes Canada is recognizing Québec for what they are

-Parti Québécois opposes Meech and says it isn’t far enough because they want independence

Jean Chrétien

-New liberal leader in 1990

-Opposes Meech Lake

-Will make Canadian federation almost meaningless

Elijah Harper
-Every member of the legislature votes yes expect for Elijah Harper

-Because of this Meech fails to be approved by the Manitoba legislator

-Meech Lake Accord fails 

Oka Crisis, July 1990

-Blew up over a land claim

-Controversy to build a gold course on sacred Aboriginal grounds
-Canadian army is called out during this time

Lucien Bouchard

-Cabinet minister of Mulroney

-Left and created the Bloc Quebecois

Charlottetown Accord, 1992

-Another proposal to get Québec to endorse the constitution

-Very complex deal

-Significant devolution of powers of federal government to provincial government

-Exclusive control over cultural affairs

-Proposes to recognize Aboriginal self-government

-Québec will be guaranteed ¼ seats in parliament

-Charlottetown Accord fails and Mulroney resigns 

Kim Campbell
-First and only Prime Minister

-During her time created the department of Canadian heritage
Sheila Copps

-Promised that if the liberals did not get rid of the GST, she would resign

-Does resign, and then runs in the by-elections and wins

Somalia Affair, 1993

-U.N. humanitarian project is put in place

-Canada is called upon to provide peacekeepers

-Problem that there are already so many peacekeepers being distributed around the world

-Small group of Canadian soldiers, capture, torture and murder a Somali boy which creates a scandal

-Great shock of Canadians
Royal Commission on Aboriginal Peoples, 1991-1996

-In the wake of the many failed attempts, why are so many Aboriginal peoples upset?

-Study across the nation over 5 years

-Unmet treaty promises, land claim negotiations, greater self-government, residential schools (emotional, physical and sexual abuse)

Québec Referendum, 1995
-Parti Québécois sweeps power in 1994

-Promise of a referendum

-Calls for a referendum in October 1995

-Turning point is the large “no” rally a few days before the vote 

-51% votes no 49% voted yes
