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-Whenever there was a dispute among European powers, they settled it through arbitration, not war
-All countries agreed they could settle their problems peacefully
-Fashoda Incident 1898 (Sudan, Egypt)
captain Marchand came to Fashoda and set up a French flag
this upset England
French foreign minister Theophile Delcassais does not want to go to war so withdrew flag
This led to England and France attempting and succeeding to build a healthier relationship
Morocco: French wanted it, Britain owned it 

-Similar incident in 1841 between Italy and France
France takes Tunisia, Italy wanted it
Compromised in 1901: France takes Morocco and Tunisia, Italy gets Morocco

Asia:
-Population 6 times as large as Africa
-Level of civilization was much higher
-Japanese easily assimilated the European arts of war and peace
-Japanese resented European intrusion, shut their doors on Europeans
-One half of the worlds population
-Could have challenged the European Powers at one point due to the sheer strength of numbers
-Britain and Russia particularly interested in Asia
-India was so vital to Britain
-Russia bordered many Asiatic Nations
-Both Russia and Britain trying to overthrow Ottoman Empire
-Russia and Britain had a rivalry
-British establish spheres of influence in Tibet
-Russia established spheres of influence in Mongolia and Manchuria
-French took over Indo-China: Vietnam, Cambodia
-Dutch took over Indonesia
-Japan took over Korea until 1945 strictly so that Britain couldn’t have it
-Taiwan (Formosa) controlled by Japanese
-Taiwan now a non-communist Chinese state
-Japanese started taking parts of China (Formosa, Korea)
-Everyone started taking territories of China
Russians, Germans, British, French,
Imposed on China capitulations 
-Capitulations: to give up a part of a country’s sovereignty
Economic
Taxes
Judicial
all trials/jails in consulate courts
Political and Religious factors
Orthodox Christians in Ottoman empire become under protection or Russia
Catholics protected by France

1900 Boxer Rebellion
-Young boxers organized “Harmonious Fists
Tzu-tsi encouraged this rebellion
Besieged Europeans in Beijing
Different states come to rescue of Europeans in Beijing
Japanese, Russia, Britain, France, Germany, USA all took part in an international force to crush rebellion
Besiege Beijing and relieved the capital it occupied
China paid $330 Million for European properties damaged in Beijing
Japanese realized superiority of the Western metals in war
Modernized weapons, set up a navy to rival that of Britain
Conquering a territory is not enough to have sovereignty over it, must annex it
1910 Japan Annexed Taiwan and Korea
China had to give 185 Million dollars to Japan
Japan and Russia both wanted Manchuria
Japan beat a European power(Russia), which is unheard of
Russians forced to evacuate Manchuria

1905 treaty of Portsmouth ended Japanese-Russian war
Eurpe in 1900 dominated the world

The Americas
North and South America did not witness European expansion, partly out of deference of the USA
USA in 1823 issued the Monroe Doctrine
USA did not want Europe anywhere near the Americas
1898- war between USA and Spain
Spain controlled Cuba and Puerto Rico, which are adjacent to USA
Americans claimed to want to free Cuba from Spanish Rule
1900 Spain lost the war and seeded it’s territories in Puerto Rico
Cuba was given it’s independence,
USA got the Philippines
USA and Cuba signed a treaty giving the Americans Guantanamo
Started with 13 states, ended up with 48
1895-1905
several conflicts regarding the manifesto of imperialism
1899-1902
the Boer war (Boers controlled South Africa)
Italian defeat in Ethiopia
British conquest of Sudan in 1898
WW1 first most destructive war
Could’ve destroyed modern civilization
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The Political and Social Structure of New France
European Expansion to 1700
British dominate Hudson Bay, most of Newfoundland and WEastern seaboard of USA
Spanish dominate Southwestern USA, Florida, Central America and most of South America
France dominated most of Canada

New France’s destiny took a dramatic shift when King Louis XIV achieved power
One of the best, if not the best French King
1663, repeals the Charter of the 100 Associates
turns New France into a Royal Colony
comes under the ruling of the French Crown
same rulings as a province of France

Roman Catholic church played a leading role in Canadian society under the French Regime
Forefront of education, services

At the local level, regulations were carried out by the captain of the militia
males 16-60 could not leave their house without a gun
no municipal government or institutions
occasionally the Sovereign Council would listen to peoples complaints/suggestions, but were in no way obligated to act on these
corruption was a problem

Criminal Justice was harsh in New France
Torture and capital punishment was not uncommon
Thieves whipped and branded
Women flogged for having a child out of wedlock

Jean-Baptiste Colbert sought to develop New France’s economy within the framework of mercantilism
French produce finished goods

Under the seigneurial system, large tracts of land were granted to a seigneur who was required, in turn, to grant strips of land to censitaires
Seigneurie is very large
Smaller strips granted in exchange for rent to censitaires
Censitaires own farms which they can sell
Seigneur has to live on the land
Must have mills
Seigneur has to build mills, but gets cuts from profit
As long as he has land to grant, if someone applies the Seigneur has to grant them land
Women could be “Seigneuresse”

New France’s development was hindered by a lack of settlers and slow population growth

Filleds de Roy given dowry and homes

Colbert sent nearly 800 filles du roy to New France between 1663-1673
By 1700s sexe imbalance corrected
Colony’s birth rate very high
Average woman had 7-8 children

Slavery existed in New France

In spite of the influx of settlers in the 1660s and 70s, New France remained under populated

By 1700, the colonists increasingly began to refer to themselves as Canadiens 
French imposes itself as the common language
Same thing happening in Acadia
Various endeavours bring French colonists to Acadia
By 1650, 400 colonists inhabited Acadia
Acadia was a neglected colony under the rule of France through Quebec 
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1701-1763

The history of New France is marked by a long series of conflicts with Britain
Around 1700 the French Empire began to expand into Louisiana
Britain’s fur trading empire expands to the east into the Hudson Valley, New York city, and North to Hudson’s Bay
Britain’s presence threatens French commerce to the North and South
French respond by pushing westward then moving east into Louisiana
Has the effect of hemming in the very quickly growing 13 British Colonies
In 1755 the population of the British colonies is 1.5 million
King Louis persuing an aggressive policy to reinforce French power and influence
France was Europe largest power
Britain by contrast presented the power of a Naval Force very large for it’s small size
France’s Army is strong, Britain’s Navy is strong
Britain is most powerful in America due to it’s Naval superiority
Britain encourages Iroquois raids on the St. Lawrence valley
France responds by raiding Iroquois Villages
The Canadian Militia and its Native allies terrorized the New England frontier
French adopt Native “hit and run” tactics
The Iroquois sued for peace in 1701 , but a new cycle of European conflict began 
New France suffered from three fundamental weaknesses in the eighteenth century
Population was small
Economy was precarious
Could not necessarily count on naval defence and resupply
New France also possessed certain strategic advantages
Native alliances
Size and natural borders
Militarized society with a unified command structure

In the war of the Spanish Succession, which lasted from 1701 to 1713, the French strategy bore fruit
Treaty of Utrecht (1713)
Loses most of Acadia and Newfoundland
Cant sign treaties with Iroquois
Maintains fishing rights around Newfoundland and Nova Scotia and PEI

The greatest years of development for Acadia and Canada occurred during the thirty years of peace that followed the Treaty of Utrecht

The French built a powerful fortress at Louisbourg, on Ile Royale , in the 1720s

The War of the Austrian Succession lasted from 1744 to 1748
Over who would become king of Austria
Britain and France had different opinions
Dress rehearsal for much bigger war on horizon

Britain built a Naval base at Halifax to counter the French fortress at Louisbourg

The Seven Years War Began, unofficially, in the New World, in 1754

A new willingness to deal with the French threat was now present in the 13 American colonies

The Marquis de Montcalm quarreled with the Marquis de Vaudreuil on the strategic conduct of the war
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
