Facts of Youth Crime
 Who are the young people committing crime in todays society?
- people from broken homes [ single parent families], lower SES[poverty, poor communities], have a certan look[ “thug” – baggy clothes, hat sideways],  don’t care about academic standing[ rarely attend school], parents/ family involved in criminal activity, race[ young black males, aboriginal – minorities = anyone who isn’t white, paint as the people who are committing the crimes]

Case > Rena 
- 15 yrs on BC, wanted to fit in
- Friday night party, swarmed by 8 people ; verbally/ physically assault her -> beat up, darts out on head, tried to light hair on fire – other told to stop, 6 left ; she got away and 2 people returned -> beat her even more, and one tried to drown her 
	- she died – but casue unknown [ drown or beat to death]
- shocked the nation, young people so harsh and brutal[the preps were not expected]
	- of the 8 people – 7 of them were girls, 1 guy ; 2 individuals faced most penalty[charged as adults = 2 white, middle class youths [ contrary to medias perception]
- lead to moral panic about young girls [ they are violent, committing more crime, more brutal] 

The Facts of Youth Crime – want to understand why/ who /how many people commit crime 

Sources of measuring crime 
- media [ how most people get their info]
- 1.official statistics/ police statistics [ most formal – UCR(uniform crime report] – includes crime detected by police of is crime that is report to the police ; seen as most creditable source of info on crime
	- problems: undetected crime [ doesn’t address dark figure of crime – only can detect 10% of the crime] – more a measure of police activity than criminal activity  + unreported crime [ lack of trust with the police, not sure if a crime actually came place/ severity of crime not worth reporting/ don’t define it as a crime then wont report it, fell police wont be useful, fear of the perpetrator[ shame/ revenge/ don’t want to hurt them], to avoid stigma/ avoid revictimization, number one reason for not reporting: don’t think its important/a crime]
- court statistics [ number of people who are processed through the court system, used often] – problem: not all crimes/ people who are arrested end up in court[ so many people are processed outside the court system],  
	- graph: crime rates down + youth crime rates down [ contrary to media portrayal which is violent offences – actually commit more property crime]
	- SASK most victimization, PEI low – Quebec lower end of youth crime rates 

Factors affecting the crime rates/ statistics on crime [without meaning people are committing more crimes]
- report sensitive[ willingness of the public to report crime – reflect growing tolerance for certain behaviours – changing norms/ values ; decrease in public acceptance in some behaviours ex: loitering[ now not acceptable], domestic violence[ growing importance on women’s rights, less of a tolerance = more likely to report it], drunk driving[ before: driving drunk was almost accepted, now 0 tolerance for drunk drivers], hate crimes[ before: tolerance for ignorance/ racial slurs ; now: 0 tolerance of these verbal slurs] 	
	- doesn’t really eman there is more crime, just people are more likely to report
- policing sensitive [ crime rate can be impacted depending on changes in police enforcement strategies – ex: crack down on certain areas[ Christmas, summer, holidays – more police focus = more crime being “found”] ; focus on gangs[if crack down on street gangs – then going to find more crime committed by gangs]
	- self fulfilling prophecies[ prediction/assumption in being made actually causes itself to be true – true with police : if police believe that minority/ youth commit most crime, so when spot them they are likely to find them committing crimes ; respond more severely to disadvantages use/ respond lightly to advantaged youth = reinforced the stereotype ; basically just finding what there looking for] 
- technology sensitive: as new advancements, catching certain types of criminals becomes easier[ ex: breathalyser -> easier to catch someone for drunk driving], surveillance, radar guns[ increase in traffic violators], red light cameras, 
	- increase crime rates because ease to discover criminals 
- legislative/ policy sensitive: when there’s a change, it reflects in the crime rate ; ex: domestic violence case = have to make an arrest[ no discretion, looks like more domestic violence because mandatory arrests], changes in blood alcohol level while driving + 0 tolerance policy[ 2 kids get in a fight – automatically call police and suspended]
- demographic sensitive: biggest group of people involved in  crime 15-24 ; so if patrol this area more often, going to find more criminal activity




- 2. Victimization surveys[ looks at young people who are victims of crime ; anonymous survey fi they have been victimized; every 5 years, small sample of 100 people and over age 15 ; 
	- media depict old/ young are victims of youth crime 
	- truth: other youth are victims of youth crime 
	- 2 out of 10 actually report their victimization – rates of reporting crime are low ; even though young are highest risk of being a victim but least likely to report it + least fearful of victimization ; 
	- limitations: paints the picture of dark figure of crime but: only measures incident situation where a victim can be identified/ a situation wehre the person  accepted the role of a victim[ doesn’t look at victimless crimes – ex: drug use], question only look at street crimes 



- 3. self report survey[ anonymous survey to admit crimes committed and if they were caught or not – provides info on background/age/ sex/ parental influence ; test administered to high school students]
	- how self reports differ from UCR [ addressed dark figure of crime, shows us actual amount of crimal behaviour than what official statistics show us + the picture of the crime rates: criminal self reports paints the picture =crime is committed by almost everyone,  where as UCR paints = minority, poor, not educated, low SES, 
	- difference could be because: focus of police and labelling theory[ those more likely to be labelled are marginalized populations], also males and females commit the same amount of crime + and same types of crime[ UCR presents males commit most, and different types of crime] 
	- Limitations: doesn’t address people who don’t attend high school [ the ones who don’t attend could be the ones who could be committing more criminal behaviours = skewed statistics],  

Concerns with self- report and victimizations surveys
- positive: address dark figure of crime 
- negative: assuming that people are telling the truth, lie and exaggerate and conceal committing crimes 
	- reliability: research consistently yields same results
	- validity: measures what it is suppose to measure
		- self report surveys phrase questions of delinquency and some crime rates 
	- recalling crime – a) sometimes people don’t remember b) telescoping: asked about something in last months, but actually happened 18 months ago – this skews the results because include events outside the time frames
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- depending on the source used ; the statistics can differ

- ex: rates of youth homicide have increase by 300% in the last two years
	- question the statistic: look at the actually numbers 
		- ex: in 2012 = 2 homocides, in 2014 = 6 homocides[yes 300% increase but still numbers are very low] 
		- need to look at the actual numbers 
other methods to measure youth crime[ not as common]

- ethnographic method [field research, become submerged/ apart of the field they are studying, involved deep detailed descriptions on behaviours
	- three types:  direct participation, observation or comprehensive interviews
	- good for: gangs, aboriginals, homeless, drug culture 
	- limitations: gaining access to the groups[ hard to fit in to a gang/ homeless], once get in being accepted is challenging, and also people alter their behaviour when they are being watched + especially when studying youth and crime -> it could be dangerous[violent environment]

- longitudinal studies[studies that are conducted over the long term, data on a number of people collected at different time periods ; 
	- good for: program effectiveness[ see how the individual has progressed over years – recidivism rates decrease], 

Profiling youth crime 
- according to police statistics , what is the most common crime committed by youth?
	- property crime -> theft under 5000 = most common 
- second most common? -> mischief[not like portrayal in the media] 
- different types of crime for males and females[ both = theft under 5000 as number one ; after that: girls= minor assaults, administrative offences, mischief, drug offences  | males: mischief, drug offences, administrative offences, minor assaults 

- where majority of crime occurs[crime in general]? – not at school; = private residences 
- according to police statistics what is the most common violent crime for youth? -> common assault or assault level[ least amount of harm] ; 
	- violent crime often occurs: public spaces[ie schools, malls] 

Graph : processed in CJS
	- theft most processed ;second is common assault [mischief not as regularily processed] 

What are administrative offences ?
- def: offences that involve interference with the administration of justice
	- these types of offence occur after the youth has been arrested; can only happen after they come in contact with the law 
	-ex: breaking the conditions of probation, not showing up to court, escaping from custody, being unlawfully at large
- the most dramatic increase in youth court cases is because of administrative offences[ largest category for youth that is increases]

- significance of the increase: these offences contribute to the overall crime rate[ which is deceiving] + when young people are charged with an administrative offence = the youth is put into custody [because so many are committing these = contributing to higher rates of incarcerations, which is contrary to the goal of keeping people youth out of jail]

- how are girls who commit crime viewed?
	- break law + break social constructed notion of what it is to be a female [double whammy – view her in a negative light ; where as a males is generally accepted/not as significant]; 
	-ex: Paul bernardo [media really focused on Carla Himoca -> overally fact that a women engages in such violent acts was so horrific; where Paul was kind of accepted]

-Sex of youth who appear in court: 77% male, 23% female 
	- females do engage in more crime the the UCR represents; but males are still engaging in more; females less serious in nature + get out of crime earlier on in life 
- age of youth who appear in court: 12-15= 39%, 16-17= 61% ; boys are more likely to be charged at older ages than girls[16/17]  | girls are more likely to be charged at younger ages then boys [12-15]

Person accused of crime by age – graph 
	- peak age = 17yrs old, highest age for individuals to be accused of crime

Rates of violence – victims [graph]
	- girls more likely to be victims till age 8, then boys more likely to be victims 9/10/11/12 ; then once 13-17 girls more likely to be victims again 
	- 6/10 victims who report being sexually assaulted were under age 17 -> not accurate [a lot of crime not being reported; not reported because: sexually assault = vulnerable offence making victims hesitant to report, often sexually assaulted by someone they know[reporting is challenging], youth don’t perceive the actions as bad/ criminal, feel that they wont be believed in reporting the crime, if isolated incident = don’t report it/ don’t want to get the family member in trouble, don’t necessarily consider themselves as a victim, don’t know where to report the crime, don’t want to go through re-victimization in a formal court process, alcohol/ drugs involved, feel at fault/deserving for the assault[so don’t report it]

Article : latest robbed victim got what he deserved 
-  don’t report sexual assault because tend to blame the victim 

- youth more likely to be victims of sexual assault than they are offenders
	- avg offender: 33 male
- young women under 25 = great sexual harassment 
	- boys/girls in schools – high harassment 
- 1/3 girls reported sexual touching in schools
-54% experience unwanted 
- youth under 18 = 22% of pop but represent 58% of sexual offences 
- girls more likely to be victims [13-15 yrs]
- boys most likely to be victims [4 yrs] 
- most likely to know the perpetrator [10% are strangers] – 


Graph: aboriginal more likely to be victims of violent crime
	- especially females[ higher rates of victimization]
- 4/10 15+ victimized at least once 
- twice as likely to be repeat victims of crime
- high correlation of childhood victimizations and later victimization 
- higher child abuse = youth delinquency[especially males] 
	- all stats for aboriginals

Youth as victims of crime 
- cycle of violence[child of youth  witness/experience violence -> experience of initiate violence when they are older]
	- males who are abused as children = significantly high risk of violence, especially for spouses 

- Video 1 : social learning/ observational learning – BoBodoll study
	- watch film of adult[either beating it up doll with rewards and punishments to different ones]
	- findings: children who didn’t observe aggressive model = less aggressive; exposure to modeled aggression increase aggression
	- what they observe youth will repeat

Classical Criminology - 18th Century
· influenced by enlightenment
· doctrine of free-will, rationality and hedonism
· free will: behaviours are not dictated by supernatural power. they can make their own decision to engage in behaviour
· rational: before engaging in behaviour they would engage in risk analysis to determine if they should do a behaviour
· hedonism: in pursuit of pleasure. maximize pleasure while minimizing pain
· industrial revolution
· new forms of social control
· moving to cities, working in factors, high rates of unemployment because there weren’t jobs for everyone
· corporate punishment of public executions. 
· urbanizations of large anonymous populations so we needed a new form of social control - answer was imprisonment
· focus only on the actus rea
· prior, system was bias and arbitrary
· want to minimize discretion, judge should only be concerned with the crime that was committed
· judges only determine guilt
· hear facts of case, and decide if guilty or not. should not be concerned with choosing the punishment - a way to minimize discretion
· laws must be codified, available and apply equally to all
· laws must be written down and nondiscriminatory
· bentham and becaria

According to classical criminologists
· youth are naturally drawn to activities that bring them greatest pleasure
· how do we counter the decision by youth to participate in criminal activities?
· if go after pleasurable activities, must make them less pleasurable to deter them
· pain must outweigh the pleasure
· if youth is tempted and realize there are more risks attached then they will not engage in the criminal behaviour

hmmm…
· what should be the purpose of punishment?
· deterring crime
· prison reform and what can be done to minimizing crime in society
· two types of deterrence: general and specific
· general: public shaming them for walking into the class late. 
· specific: if shaming was successful, that individual would not be late again because of how they were treated that one time
· in order to be effective punishment must be:
· 1. swift: happen in a timely fashion
· 2. certain: people have to feel that the punishment will happen
· 3. proportionate: if its overly excessive the individual may decide to never come to class again - not learning from their behaviour

Youth and Crime
· youth engage in crime because they are inadequately controlled or monitored
· thus, we must ensure youth are caught and punished for their crimes
· appeal of this approach?
· one size fits all approach, don’t have to consider context or individual needs
· justice desserts
· doesn’t cost much (compared with rehabilitation)
· reflects public sentiment that youth are out of control / dangerous and increasingly punitive measures and needed
· puts the blame on the youth - rational being and therefore; their fault they committed crime and got caught. they deserve to be punished. society does not have to consider its role in the behaviour

Challenges / criticisms to this theory?
· rehabilitation
· rational - what of differing levels of rationalism, mental illness, crimes of passion
· actus rea only, wtf man
· deterrence: is it effective?
· no one ever thinks they will get caught
· may work in the short run, but not the long run

Basic characteristics of positivism
· a certain way of seeing things, different strains or beliefs in the branch of positivism
· paradigm
· sociological
· psychological
· biological
· determinism: believe that behaviour is determined
· classical are all about free will
· factors internal to the individual or factors external can predispose an individual to commit crime and it is beyond their control
· differentiation: positivism feel that there is something different about the criminal compared to the noncriminal.
· us vs. them
· can be biologically, psychologically, sociologically
· focus on actors - classical focuses on the act
· focus on the underlying factors that lead to one’s engagement in criminal behaviour
· punishment should fit individual
· classical tried to do away with any differentiation
· now, everyone should be treated differently. there is no one size fits all
· offenders can be cured
· rooted in the scientific method
· reliance on (objective) experts
· specialized knowledge
· them who decide when the individual has been cured
· they can receive indeterminate sentences
· objective: can you really be objective?

Biological Positivism
· lombroso
· prison physician
· wanted to find difference between criminals and not
· measured them, made comparisons of them
· at the sight of that skill, I seemed to see all at once, standing out clearly illuminated as in a vast plain under a flaming sky, the problem of the nature of the criminal
· it looked much more like the skull of an ape than as a human being

The Born Criminal
· criminal was an atavist - suffering from atavism
· biological degenerate. evolutionary throwback. haven’t quite evolved, their behaviour is reflective of the primate and they look more like a chimp too
· atavist because they possess defective genes - rooted in biology that have prevented them from fully evolving
· mental and physical inferiority (stigmata)
· live more by their drives, impulses and don’t have the ability to control is as humans do
· physically: possess stigmata which refers to the physical abnormalities that an atavist would have. 5 or more, they are a born criminal
· stigmata:
· long, prominent nose
· big sloping foreheads
· long arms
· jaws would project forward
· high cheekbones
· fleshy lips
· hard shifty eyes
· insensitivity to pain
· baldness/shanty beard
· inability to learn and follow legal rules.
· could not be socialized because they are like an animal
· leads to criminal behaviour

Henry Goddard - study of the Kallikaks
· studied lineage of martin kallikak
· worked at place where feeble minded would go
· traced feebleminded back to martin, he was a good man of a solid reputation. during one of his travels, visited a bar and met a barmaid. have sex, had illegitimate son. who had a family of his own
· illegitimate relations with feebleminded barmaid
· family degenerates
· legitimate relations with a Quaker
· descendant were productive citizens
· respectable 

Conclusions:
· feeble-mindedness was inherited
· not every feeble minded person was a criminal, but all criminals were feeble-minded
· remarks
· feeble-minded persons cannot learn from their mistakes or control their emotions because they are inadequate
· solution: we must sterilize them
· recommendations:
· sterilization
· lead to eugenics movement and many in Alberta were serialized involuntarily due to testing positive for feeble-mindedness

Biological positivism in the 20th century
· twin and adopted children studies
· are there greater similarities between identical twins than fraternal?
· identical twins tended to have high delinquency rates than fraternal
· adopted child were much more like their biological parents than adoptive
· based on small samples
· hard to separate biology from environment
· body type
· william sheldon did a study and came up with 3 different somatotypes
· a certain physical appearance which would reflect one’s personality
· 1. endomorph: narrow shoulders, wider hips, more fat on bodies. personality wise: someone who is very social, extraverted, like company of others, affection and attention
· 2. mesomorph: free of body fat, broader shoulders, narrow hips, more muscle. personality: someone who is aggressive, engage in risk taking behaviours, competitive, like action
2. most engaged in criminal activities
2. 3. ectomorph: not have the fat or muscle. very thin and lean. narrow shoulders, hips. personality: introverted, more sensitive, shy, possess great deal of self control, prefer artistic outlet and mental stimulation
· chromosomes
. males will have XY, females XX. some males have an extra Y (super male chromosome) used to explain violent criminal behaviour. makes them more violent and aggressive
1. findings do not support this. when male prisoners have been investigated, XYY is less likely to engage in violent offences
· IQ
. correlation between IQ and criminality has been around for every
. some studies have found a correlation
. problems with relying on an individual's IQ and relating it to criminality
3. only test a certain type of smart (academic)
3. if you don’t speak the language..
3. anxiety performance, don’t do well on M/C. May have the knowledge, but struggle when arrive at the test

· Freud psychoanalysis
· components of personality
· 1. ID
· pleasure principle, if it feels good do it
· most primitive - present at birth
· entirely unconscious
· 2. ego
· develops within the next 3 years, as the individual interacts with the world
· part conscious
· orientated toward real world
· reality principle
· personality that is rational, problem-solving
· 3. Superego
· 5 years old
· unconscious
· as child start to identify with the parents and the child experiences them as being judgemental and internalizes their beliefs
· conscience
· self-criticism and tell us difference between right and wrong
· ego must mediate between the two
· 5 psychosexual stages
· oral, anal, phallic, latency, genital
· oral
· pleasure is surrounded by the mouth
· if you do not pass through this stage, you may become dependent on others, distrust others, become a oral fixation
· problematic because it can lead to certain types of criminal behaviour (addiction)
· anal stage
· 18M-3yrs
· focus around anus as they are being potty trained. Learning orderliness and control
· anal fixation: too obsessed with clean, stubborn, controlling
· can lead to embezzlement and armed robbery - crimes because the robber holds on to stolen goods. cannot relieve themselves because they can’t let go of it
· phallic stage
· 3-6yrs
· genitals
· start to develop sexual feelings of the opposite parent
· oedipus complex: young boy develops a crush for his mother. wants to be with her all the time. He’s not the only one after her attention. The young child realizes the father is bigger, stronger etc and sees his as an enemy and rival because they are in competition for his mother. Develops fear of being punished by the father for his feels (castration) develops anxiety, decides to repress the anxiety and emerge with father and identify with dad. super ego now develops. if does not identify with dad, will not develop super ego
· problems with future relationships
· sexual assault, rape
· latency: sexual urges are repressed
· girls plays with girls, boys with boys
· genital stage (puberty)
· focus on pursuing the opposite sex
· could lead to deviant homosexuality or criminal prostitution
· crime results from: under-developed superego (someone's conscience) or an overdeveloped super ego

· Sociological Positivism:
. Social Disorganization Theory: Shaw and McKay
. Used Chicago as their lab to do research
. Concentric zones: within a city. You can find specific zones
. Central business district: factories, industrial area with lots of noise
. Transition zone: going to find residents, people live in the area to be close to work but the residents in this area aren't the best. You'll find the deteriorating homes, but its cheap. Newly arriving immigrants would set up shop here. Characterized by families who are receiving social assistance, people don't own here, they rent
. Working class zone: as they accumulate more money, they move out here. Home ownership exists, but on the less expensive side
. Residential zone: homes are much more expensive and people are owning them. Green space and
. Commuter zone: Kanata, Orleans, the larger homes and properties and suburban life
· 
· 
· AT the time of the research, they felt that there was something about the people who lived in these areas that would increase the levels of crime
· Conducted a longitudinal study and mapped out the addresses of delinquents over 3 time periods
· They found that there was a consistent pattern of delinquency no matter the time period
· Highest rates were in the transition zone. Over time, different groups would inhabit the transition zone at a different time. Regardless of the ethnicity, this zone
· There is nothing about the people causing the crime rates, but its the environment that is causing this. A persons location is what matters. Where they live/environment can shape illegal activity
· So what is going on then that is causing this?
· Social Disorganization theory:
. Residential instability: people in the transition zone are renters and don't want to be there for a long time. They don't have money but they want to leave eventually. People don't want to invest the time in caring for these places, they don't really make social bonds and relationships, which affect the higher crime rate. Leads to social disorganization
. Racial/ethnic heterogeneity: this would cause language barriers, because there are different groups. Culture clashes could also happen, leading to fear and mistrust, segregation, people will stay with their own ethnic group which causes tension.
. Weak social institutions: i.e community centre. If people aren't there for a long time, they aren't going to be concerned with setting up things like community centre, extracurricular activities, etc. The family as well, there are a lot of single families. If parents work long hours and are never home, there is a breakdown in control. Older responsible adults can't look over their kids if they're working
. Poverty: plagued by poverty. They don't have jobs or very low income jobs. Great deal of unemployment.
. Broken windows theory: if the windows are broken, people aren't going to want to fix them, leading to crimes like vandalism. This is a community that doesn't take much pride in their community, and therefore is a breeding ground for drugs and other criminal activities.
. Lacking collective efficacy: the ability to maintain order in public space. When you have this, individuals proactively deal with issues in the community. Community sees their self interests as they same as everyone else in the community. If the neighbours are happy, i'm happy
. Lacking social capital: in order for there to be a sense of well being, they have to possess social capital, which are the informal social associations in a community. For example, community groups that deal with garbage, for instance. If a lot of people live in poverty, no money, hard to get things done.
· Crime would continue because of cultural transition
· Based on this theory, what can we do to prevent crime?
· Simply cleaning up the neighbourhood, making it look like the community cares
· Focus on petty crimes before they become more serious
· After-school programs, keeping people busy
· Make people want to stay by trying to buy. Creating condo style apartments in an area i.e. Regent Park so that people are invested
· Trying to make people a part of a community by starting a board
· Differential Association Theory (Learning Theory) : Edwin Sutherland
· 9 principles, but you're going to know these ones
· Criminal behaviour (techniques and rationalizations) is learned within intimate groups
· Face to face interactions, and when we are learning to commit criminal behavior, we need to learn the techniques and rationalizations
· People who commit crimes aren't suffering from psychological disorders. People learn how to be criminals, its not random or in your nature.
· A person becomes delinquent because of an excess of definitions favourable to the violation of law over definitions unfavourable to violations of law
· A person doesn't become a criminal just because they are bombarded with criminal behavior. They become a criminal based on the importance and value that they place on that criminal behavior.
. i.e. I don't get mad, I get even would promote these definitions of this
. i.e. Breaking Bad: Walter White selling meth to try and support his family after he dies. He has to learn how to be a meth dealer.
· A lot of criminological theories just focus on street level crime, but Sutherland focuses on all sorts of different crimes
· Differential association vary on 4 dimensions
· Frequency: how often does a person spend time with this group? If they spend all their time with a delinquent group, exposed to drugs, etc., it will increase the likelihood
· Duration: the length of time spent together. If a person is spending long periods of time with people engaging in illegal behavior, they are more likely
· Priority: the age in which these interaction begin. Someone who is really young witnessing drugs and abuse, the more likely the kid is going to internalize this and act the same
· Intensity: value and importance of the activities attributed. If someone close to you is engaging some sort of illegal behavior, this is going to influence your behavior.
· For the Beyond Scared:
· They didn't see the prisoners for long
· They didn't see them at a younger age
· They were strangers to them so it didn't stick
· Beyond Scared Straight:
· Started in the 70s to try and scare young offenders from committing crimes
· A lot of these kids that go for these programs may listen to this and be scared, but when they leave, the social problems that they have haven't been eliminated. They still have to survive
· The guy yelling at them has no connection to the young person, so they may leave that day shaking in their boots, but the effects are very short term
· The message may also be misinterpreted. By yelling at them, you may be telling them to get respect by disrespecting them
· Some people may believe that its just for a show because they get a day out of prison to talk to the kids
· Reality that it wasn't effective: found many of those kids got into trouble with the law after their intervention
· i.e. American Theory X:
· This guy and his little brother spend all this time together and when the older brother is incarcerated, younger bro has adopted his lifestyle.
· If you hold someone close to you, you take on their way of thinking
· Its very normal for people to engage in deviance and not consider themselves a criminal because of
· Techniques of Neutralization: Sykes and Matza
· When we engage in these small acts of deviance, we justify the behavior because we believe its not going to change our image. There are 5 main types of this
· Denial of Responsibility: under the same circumstances, anyone would have acted in that way. i.e. I didn't mean to do it, everyone else was doing it, so I'm not held responsible.
· Denial of injury: where one admits that they did do something, but it wasn't really harmful, but it didn't hurt anyone. i.e. Graffiti-ing. Not hurting anyones private property. When you steal from a large corporation because they make so much money, they won't notice
· Denial of victim: when a person would have the mentality that the victim had it coming, and they were at fault so they can't play the victim card. i.e. Gang initiations, teaching them a lesson to not be so cocky. When we do this, we are demonizing the victim so that we don't give them respect. They acted in a certain way that denied them this. i.e. She was sexually assaulted because of the way that she was dressed, or targeting people who are gay or mentally ill.
· Condemnation of the condemners: counter attack against those who are condemning you and your behaviour. You call them hypocrites and its unfair for them to label your behavior as bad because you do the same thing. Rob Ford can't put out anti-drug legislation because does drugs himself. Police officer pulls over youth
· Appeal to higher loyalties: underlying motives to crime are unselfish. You committed crimes to help someone out. If you beat someone else up to protect someone. You beat up someone up because they were insulting your girlfriend
· Strain theory: Robert Merton
· A lot of our goals center around moneyyyyyyyyy
· You're told if you follow a certain path in life, you will receive certain outcomes
· Merton divided society in 2 parts
· Cultural Goals: division of getting wealth, success. The Goals are the American Dream
· Social means: how society instructs us on the correct ways to achieve these goals. Primary ways are education and employment. Leads to a belief of egalitarianism that everyone has an equal opportunity to attain wealth and assets. If you can't get that wealth, its a reflection of yourself because if everyone applied themselves, everyone would get that
· ANOMIE:
. Individual experiences disjuncture between the goals and the means of attaining them
. Crime is a way to adapt to anomie.
. Came up with 5 modes of adaptation
· 5 modes of adaptation:
· Conformity
. The individual accepts both norms and means. Playing by the rules and conforming to societal norms. Committed to the belief that its attainable,
· Innovation: although they are accepting the goals, they may look to other means to achieve this route. The end justifies the means in this way, and that may mean cutting some corners. i.e. Selling drugs, cheating on a test
· Ritualism:
. The individual rejects the cultural goals, but accept the means. They are a person who lacks ambition, not trying to get ahead, but they still have the means. They are still playing the part though. Deviance because they aren't trying to get ahead, but they have the resources to do it. i.e. Being forced to go to school
· Retreatism:
. individual reject means as well as rejects the goals. withdraw from society. no longer trying to achieve these goals merton believes we should all be striving for.
. addicts
. homeless
. high school dropouts
· Rebellion
· on its own because individuals rejects traditional goals and means and what to replace those with a new set of goals that will be achieved through a new set of means. introduce a new social order
. cults

Movie Examples
· wolf of wall street - innovation
· requiem for a dream: 
· innovation: mother wants to be on tv, wants ideal body type so she takes lots of drugs. tries to take shortcut to achieve the goal
· Innovate: sell drugs to make business
· now all are retreatism: all drug addicts. goals become part of the past

HMM
· does merton's theory equally apply to own?
· often forget about women because ‘they don’t commit crime’
· come up with a one fits all
· doesn’t always work this
· one theory: no, because according to merton, women should experience more anomie and experience more time because women, although they have made a lot of advancement, still have a lot more blocked opportunities. They would then have to go about this in illegitimate ways. women would have to committing more crime - even though this contradicts reality
· charlie is a mediocre student from a lower-class background. although both his parents work low-paying factory jobs, they home their only on will achieve the american dream and graduate from medical school. the admission test for college are coming up and his score will determine whether charlie can do to college and if he will get a scholarship, charlie believe he is unlikely to do very well on exam, but there are bursaries available based on need
· conform: study his ass off
· innovator: cheat in order to achieve means. end will justify the means
· ritualism: doesn’t want to get into med school anymore, but he will go through the motions because he knows parents want him to
· retreatism: drops out of school.
· rebellion: starts a petition to do away with the exams or start their medical school

The Delinquent subculture - albert cohen sociological positivism
· merton is focused on individual and anomie, cohen is more collective. youth and a group who would engage in a deviant act
· delinquent behaviour is a group activity that offers a solution for lower-class youth
· his focus is on lower-class youth. especially their experience in school because it reflects what’s going on in larger society.
· lower class youth in school were measured by the middle-class measuring rod (MCMR). measured by a set of standards which is more reflective of of middle and upper class than the lower class. this is harder for them to attain the goals. lower class may be less equipped to do standards, setting these youth up for failures. measured by their teachers and do not take into consideration their limitations due to background
· status frustration: become discouraged because of standards, become angry
· with this frustration leads to mutual conversion: seek out similar minded individuals. students not into school, don’t like teachers. collaborated process of explaining the problem
· reaction formation: rooted in psychology. defence mechanism - to manage anxiety. openly reject what you want, but can’t obtain. in its place, they adopt a value system in direct opposition of middle-class standards. normalizes deviance and rationalizes an inability to achieve
· delinquent gangs- non-utilitarian crimes: formation for the gang because it fulfils desire to be liked and accepted by others. for merton, many actions for innovators were a means to an end. for cohen, young people would commit crime were expressive or non-utilitarian “for the hell of it” not for financial benefit. 

differential opportunity theory richard and cloward and lloyd ohlin sociological positivism sub culture
· 3 types of subculture
· criminal gang: community with organized crime. planned, systematic criminal activity. obtain perego, power etc through illegitimate means (fraud, drugs, prostitution).
· not for everyone
· when recruit, screen them and look for certain abilities. limits irrational delinquency
· violence if a means to an end. not expressive
· often times, it is the adult criminal members who will mold and teach the younger members what they need to know
· want young people in gang because they can mold them and get them to do the dirty work
· they also have connections within the legitimate or conventional world - ½-½ 
· sounds like bates motel
· conflict gang: more likely to arise in a neighbourhood we would describe as socially disorganized. has weak community controls. broken window theory. gangs unstable and not integrated into community
· no adult
· no successive members
· engage in a lot of expressive crime (criminal does all three)
· retreatist gang: individuals who are detached from the everyday conventional lifestyle of individuals. kinda like merton’s.
· focus on drugs
· crime always involve more money for drugs
· rejection of violence
· crime types tend to be con, petty, ripping people off

Class culture - walter miller (sociological positivism - subculture still)
· focal concerns: can;t judge them by middle/upper because their behaviour tend to reflect their values dominant in their culture
· 6 values from most to least. guide behaviours of lower class
· trouble: the lower class focuses on getting into trouble as well as staying out of trouble. emphasis on trouble
· toughness: being able to stand up for yourself, that you can handle yourself, defend yourself
· smartness: streets smarts vs book smarts. being able to pull a quick one, knowing the neighbourhood
· excitement: work 9-5 in factory etc. mundane life. be able to ‘kick back, relax’ any type of excitement in their lives
· fatalism: emphasis on fate. good things will come their way if they play their cards right. purchase lottery tickets
· autonomy: one is to be in charge of yourself. do not listen to orders of another person, standing up for yourself and your own interests
· move example: 8 mile.

social bond theory - travis hirschi (sociological positivism)
· his two questions
· are all people tempted to be deviant?
· if most people are tempted, how is it that we are able to resist this?
· religious
· punishment
· family
· more to lose
· attachment: if we have a strong bond of attachment to significant other (parents, peers, role models, church) this can inhibit deviance.
· more you sensitive to the opinions of others and realize the deviance could change how the family/friends view them. 
· if negative: minimize the amount of deviance they engage in
· committed: How committed are they to conventional society
· if pursuing conventional goals, have a lot of risk is they get caught committing
· involvement: the more involved you are with different activities, the less time they have for delinquency
· belief: belief that they need to respect authority and acknowledge them as being far less likely to engage in deviance. laws in place for a reason and need to be upheld, police and good etc

Self-control theory - hirschi and gottfredson
· why do people not commit crime
· individuals domit crime due to a lack of self-control
· individual has restraint (develop by 8-10) if not, would give into the urge of deviance and crime
· characteristics of lacking self control:
· impulsive
· risk-takers - don't think of consequences
· unstable and unfocused - can't keep commitments
· impatient
· egoistic - looking out for themselves, insensitive to the needs of others
· if develop these, parents suck and they’re to blame. need to prevent crime through family based interventions
· very general theory. can talk about a lot of different crime, use more than one class. not just for financial.
· people like this one

HMM
· identity examples wherein similar behaviours/actions/situations are reacted to differently
· crack vs cocaine
· 500 g of cocaine vs 5 g of crac would receive the same sentence
· similar behaviour, different label or reaction

Labelling Theory
· critical perspective - why are certain groups targeted and who decides who should be?
· starts to question social relations, tradition, status quo - steps outside of the box and looks at things in a different cognitive lens
· allows us to acknowledge importance of power and inequality when constructing reality
· why do some people become labelled as deviant than others
· why do some people become labelled as deviant and not others?
· dramatization of evil
· engages in minor deviant activities. process of social typing which transforms person from doer of evil to you are evil
· once you give someone a label, that label sticks. starts with dramatization of evil
· primary and secondary deviance
· primary: adolescent who attends high school and smokes with friends. no risk being called a deviant because everyone else in group smokes. do not consider themselves deviant
· secondary deviance; deviant behaviour gets responded to negatively by others and the individual then continues to engage in criminal behavior because of the reactions
· similar to self-fulling prophecy
· may do it more because they feel alienated, then escalate behaviour
· the looking glass self: we use others as a mirror to perceive us. who we think other view us is how we view us. 
· self concept through the judgements of others
· deviant is a master status 
· all previous labels are ignored, but deviance is prominent
· what is a stigma?
· comes from the greek would mark
· attribute that is deeply discrediting within social interactions
· what does being stigmatized lead to?
· feelings of helplessness
· can’t interact with other people, may give up
· social discrimination
· social disapproval
· marginalization
· lead to secondary deviance?
· courtesy stigma: people who are associated with someone with a stigma is affected by that persons stigma too
· reto and confirm are things that can happen because of stigma
· retrospective interpretation: we go back, and when we think about that person's behaviour, we reinterpret it to fit that person’s stigma or label
· confirmation bias: regardless of what the person does, even if it neutral, it is a reflection of their status

MOVIE: The Teenage Brain
· like babies, adolescents go through rapid brain development (see adolescence in psych notes)
· frontal cortex develops in adolescence - great synaptic overproduction which thickens the grey matter in the brain
· use it or lose it - gotta use the pathways, or they will die in order to create effective pathways
· prefrontal cortex: planning, executive 
· teenagers engage in risky behaviour, always have because they have an immature prefrontal cortex - in a higher risk group because of this
· teenagers cannot read the emotions  - miscommunication because they do not know what the adult is feeling and how they respond to it
· emotional area of the brain is used more so than in adults
· cerebellum in the back of the brain changes the most in adolescence - even into the 20s
· movement and motion
· now, maybe also organizing our thoughts/emotions etc
· most teens get 7.5 hrs of sleep a night. need a little over 9 though
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
