Criminology- is the body of knowledge regarding crime as a social phenomenon. It includes the processes of making laws, of breaking laws, and of reacting to the breaking of laws. The objectives of criminology are the development of a body of general and verified principles and other types of knowledge regarding this process of law.

· Studies criminal behaviour
· Causes, patterns, control of 
· Uses methods of established social science
· Records, experiments, surveys, historical data, content analysis
· Is interdisciplinary 
· Sociology, criminal justice, psychology, political science, anthropology, economics, the natural sciences
Subfields
· Criminal statistics
· Create valid and reliable measures of crime
· Sociology of law
· History of law, law reform 
· Theory construction
· Predicting criminal behavior
· Criminal behavior systems
· Determining the nature and cause of specific crime patterns
· Penology
· Correction and control of criminal behaviour
· Victimology 
· Nature and cause of victimization 
The criminal justice system
· Study involves describing analyzing and explaining the agencies of justice
· Police, courts, corrections
Concepts of society
· Norms are rules and expectations by which a society guides the behavior of its members. They maybe either perspectives (don’t) and proscriptive(do)
· There are two special types of norms that were identified by William graham summer: Mores (right and wrong) and folkways (right and rude)
· As we internalize norms, we respond critically to our own behaviour through shame or guilt
· Social control
· Formal social control- police, state sanction
· Informal control- universities, family, friends
Defenitions
· Crime: any form of human behavior that us designated by law as criminal and subject to penal sanction
· Law: a rule with consequences
· Rule of law: we accept that laws are rules of society and when transgressed will have repercussions
Deviance
· Violates social norms
· Is subject to social control
· Not all crime is deviant
· Marijuana use
· Not all deviance is criminal 
· Bystander apathy 
John hagans typology of deviance and crime
· Evaluation of harm
· Agreement about the norm
· Severity of societal response
Evaluation of harm
· Very harmful
· Sexual abuse of children
· Somewhat harmful
· Shoplifting 
· Fairly harmless
· Illegal gambling

· High agreement
· Murder
· High disagreement
· Abortion
· Confusion or apathy
· Copyright violation
Severity of societal response
· Severe
· Life imprisonment
· Moderate
· Short jail term
· Mild
· Small fine
Legalistic definition of crime
· A crime is any intentional act or omission in violation of the criminal law, committed without defense or justification and sanctioned by the state
Labeling definition
· Not the quality of act but the label that others attach to the act
· Who applies the label and who is labeled 
· No criminal act + conviction= looked at as a criminal, criminal
· Criminal act + no conviction= criminal
Chamblis the saints and roughnecks
· Saints middle class
· Roughnecks lower calss
· Same levels of delinquency
· Different treatment by society
· Adulthood 
· Labels that we apply to people have a significant impact
Consencus
· Criminal law reflects agreed upon values of society
· The law is fair
· People are treated fairly under the law, i.e enforcemtn practices are fair
· Consensus viewpoint is predominant in north American criminology
· Focuses on the traditional conceptions of crime 
· Murder
Conflict
· Law reflects the power and economic structure of society
· Laws protect vested interests
· Law enforcement is directed at the underdog, not the powerful 
· Focus should be on the crimes of the rich and powerful
· Environmental crime, treatment of workers, consumer fraud, crimes against humanity
Interactionists
· Laws are constantly changing
· Laws result from interaction among individuals and groups
· Mora; entreprenuers try to get their values enacted in law
· Being labeled deviant may promote further deviance
· Focus is on the process of deviance and changing definitions
Defining crime
· Crime is a violation of societal rules of behavior as interpreted by a legal criminal code created by people holding social and political power. Individuals who violate these laws are subject to sanctions by state authority, social stigma, and loss of status
Critical approach
· Crime is funcrion of political and economic inequalities produced by a capitalist mode of production
· Includes
· Human rights violation
· Crimes of the powerful
· ISM
· Poverty





Patterns of criminally and methods of gathering crime statistics

· Criminological knowledge is based on science, a logical organized method of obtaining information through direct, systematic observation. Scientific knowledge is based on empirical evidence, information that is directly verifiable
· A research method is a strategy for systematically conducting research
· Concepts, variables and measurements
· Concepts are mental constructs that represent some par of the world, inevitable in a simplified
· Variables are concepts whose value changes from case to case
· Operationalizing a variable in the process of developing the measure to be used in gauging a variable
Measurement and relationships
· Measurement requires reliability the quality of consistent measurement and validity the quality of measuring precisely what one intends to measure
· Relationships among variables
· Cause and effect is a relationship in which change in one variable causes change in another
· Correlation exists when two or more variables are related in some way
· Ice cream rising as well as robbery but there is no correlation
· Relationship between variables
· Cause-effect
· Independent- dependent variable
Limitations of scientific research
· Human behavior is too complex to allow criminology to predict any individuals actions precisely
· Because humans respond to their surroundings, the mere presence of a researcher may affect the behavior being studied
· Social patterns change constantly, what is true in one time or place may not hold in another
· Because criminologist are part of the social world they study, objectively in social research is especially difficult
· Subjective interpretation is always an important element in criminology analysis 
Type of research 
· Qualitative research
· The nonnumerical examination and interpretation of observations for the purpose of discovering underlying meaning and patterns of relationships
· Quantitative research
· The numerical representation and manipulation of observations for the purpose of describing and explaining the phenomena that those observations represent 
Survey research
· Uses interviews and questionaires 
· Is cross-sectional
· Compares different groups at one point in time
· Measures attitudes opinions, beliefs, values and behaviors
Limitaions of survey research
· How do you find a representative sample?
· Will people respond to your survey?
· Will people tell the truth about their behavior and opinions?
Longitudinal research 
· Studies the same group over a period of time
· Prisoners on parole
· May use diaries, interviews, health and employment records
· Time-consuming
· Sample attrition
· People may drop out of the research
Aggregate data research
· Government statistics, social indicators, uniform crime reports
· Used to detect relationships and trends,
· Unemployment rates and property crimes
· Can you depend on the agencies taking the count or are they biased
Experimental research
· Requires willing subjects( human guinea pigs)
· Needs an experimental and control group for comparison 
· Subjects must be randomly assigned to groups
· Seeks out cause and effect under highly controlled conditions. Typically experiments are explanatory, that is, used to test hypotheses, unverified statements or a relationship between variables
Difficulties and experimental research
· Is it ethical
· Is it realistic?
· Can you generalize from such a small group?
· Can you really control all the relevant factors?
Quasi-experimental research
· Uses a real situation for experimental purposes
· Compare the recidivism rates of young offenders sent to boot camp or given community service
· Hard to control assignment to groups
Observational research
· Participant observation 
· Join the group you wish to observe for a first hard look
· Non-participant observation
· Go undercover
Difficulties with observational research
· It may be dangerous
· Is it ethical
· How will it affect the behavior of the group?
· It is very time-consuming
· For every hour of research its about 3-4 hours of research outside the lab
Interviews
· In depth interviews with criminals
· Serial killer
· Very time-consuming
· How do you gain trust of the criminal?
· How do you avoid being used by the criminal?

Ethics
· How may the research affect other peoples lives?
· Who will be studied?
· What pressure is placed on research by funding agencies and vested interests?
· Do you have informed consent?
· Are people free to not participate?
· Do they know what they’re getting into
Other methods
· Archival/historical: using existing sources is a research method in which a researcher utilizes data collected by others
· Meta-analysis- a statistical analysis that review a large body of extent literature
· Case study: in-depth investigation of one or few phenomenon 
· Cyber research: new information technology and the internet provide reearchers up to date resources
Uniform crime reports
· Collected by the Canadian center for justice statistics
· 1962- aggregate data collected each month from all police forces
· 1984- revised UCR collects information about each crime, more detail, about half of police forces participate
Collecting the UCR
· Incidence of crime
· Actual reported and founded through investigation 
· Percentage change- from year to year
· Crime rate
· #  Of crimes/ population x 100,000
· Clearance rate 
· 60% dark figured crime
Accuracy of the UCR
· Reporting practices
· Are people willing to call the police?
· Law enforcement practices
· Are police cracking down on some crimes and not others
· Zero tolerance policies
· Legal definitions
· Have the laws changed?
· Prostitution
Accuracy of the UCR
· Media practices
· Do news stories encourage citizens to report more incidents?
· Do news reports encourage police to crack down?
· Crimes cause a feedback loop when they are publicized, changing the perceptions of the public and their willingness to report
· Methodological 
· How are the crimes counted?
· How do police decide if a crime is founded
Self-report surveys
· People tell on themselves anonymously
· Used with captive audience
· Students, prisoners
· Problems with accuracy 
· Emphasis is on minor offences
· Are the most deviant likely to respond?
Victim surveys
· Began in 1980
· Canadian urban victimization survey
· General social survey
· Violence against women survey
Problem with victim surveys
· Sampling
· Leaves out the poor and homeless
· Rich didn’t participate
Are these sources compatible
· Measure different things
· Survey rates are higher than reported rates
· Self- report depends on honesty, accuracy and integrity
· Are complementary 
· May show similar trends
· Agree on serious crime and criminals 
· Agree on location of crime
Police-reported crime severity indexes 2003-2013
Police reported crime severity index, by province and territory 2012
Attempted murder and homicide, police-reported
Homicide, police-reported rate, by province and territory, 2013
Break and enter and motor vehicle theft, police-reported rates, Canada 1983-2013
Young males are more likely to commit crimes more than females 
But women are more likely to commit crimes then males (abducting their children)

General trends and patterns
· Increases in property and violent crime from 1960 to 1990
· Decreases in violent and property crime since early 1990s

The state and crime
The state in influx
· The state is an institution that claims the exclusive right to exercise force in a given territory through the use of the police and armed forces
· Monarchy transfers power from generation to generation within a single family. Earlier monarchies were absolute. Modern ones are generally constitutional
· Democracy: generally is representative rather than fully participatory. Affluent industrial societies tend to be democracies
· Authoritarianism is a political system that denies popular participation in government 
· Totalitarianism is a political system that excessively regulates peoples lives 
Vagrancy laws- William Chambliss
· England 14th century
· Church
· Black plague
· Crusades
· Leads to class conflict
· The vagrancy laws constituted an abundance of cheap labour to England’s ruling elite, during a period when serfdom was breaking down and the pool of labour was depleting
· The bubonic plague killed most of Europe back in the14th century 
· Prostitution 
Criminal law in Canada
· British common law is major source of law in Canada
· Under BNA act only federal government can make criminal law
· Police of Canada act 
· Criminal code of Canada
· Uneven development of law enforcement across Canada
Classification of law
Summery offences
· Mino or pretty offence
· 6 month limitation on prosecution
· Heard in provincial court
· Maximum fine = 2.000
· Maximum sentence= 6 months 
Indictable offences
· Serious offences (murder)
· No limit on prosecution 
· Preliminary hearing
· May allow for jury trial
· May be heard in the higher courts
· Higher penalties (2 years or more in prison)
Functions of the criminal law
· Providing social control
· Discouraging revenge
· Expressing public opinion and morality
· Deterring criminal behavior
· Specific deterrence
· General deterrence
· Maintaining social order
The state drugs and the law
· Criminalization refers to the current status in Canada where manufacturing, distribution, sale, and the use of certain drugs are illegal
· Legalization to legalizing manufacture, distribution, sale, and use of currently prohibited substances. Proposition range from regulated sale and places of use( as is done with alcohol) to no regulation putting full responsibility on the individual
· Decriminalization the elimination or substantial reduction of penalties for possession of drugs for personal use (no intent to sell or distribute). The manufacture, distribution, and sale of these same drugs would still be illegal
· Harm reduction- refers to attempts at reducing the harm associated with drug use. Generally under the view, drug use is most properly a health issue and should be handled within the medical, not the penal, community
Who used opiates 1880-1890
· 60% were females
· Average age (40)
· Educated and from the middle/upper classes
· Most likely to be white

Canadian narcotics legislation
· Opium act of 1908
· Origins with Mackenzie king deputy labour minister
· Anti- Asiatic riots 1907
· Payment of compensation
· Finds that opium is easy to purchase
· Racial conflict
· Racial conflict + cultural stereotypes= drug acts
· Another view of narcotics legislation
· Asians cheap labor
· Asians paid ½ of whites
· Diffuses the growing power of unions
· Gambling and opium smoking
· Legal but immoral
· Construction expansions over
· No need for excess labor force
· Causes labor unrest
Shift in user
· The law would serve to socially construct a criminal pathology. The greater severity of punishment naturally laed to increased business risks, risks that were passed on to the consumer in the form of high prices. The… addict became quite literally an individual who had to steal to support a craving. The legal creation of false scarcity was socially responsible for the self-fulfilling assertion- the… addict as lowly predator 
Some conclusions
· Lack of political advocacy by the medical and scientific community on the behalf of the drug users
· Vocal, racist, and politically powerful moral reform movement
· International diplomacy relating to china
· Specifically in the us- an effort by the medical profession to gain control of prescribing powers
Political crime
· May be defined as the use of force, terror, violence, fraud, deception, economic pressure, bribery, or blackmail to create, maintain, or enhance the power, interests or ideology of a group, organization, or institution to the detriments or destruction of rival group, often causing fear in and victimization of innocent people 
· Crimes against the state
· Treason, riots, assassination
· Rosa parks/ dr. Martin Luther king jr
· Crimes by the state
· Human rights violations
· Concentration camps
· Internment group(Canada had them back in the day Ukrainian, Japanese) 
· Crimes against other groups
· Hate crime
· Howard Becker- sociology of deviance
· Emily Durkheim father of sociology
· Wright Mills' major focus of his work was on social inequality, the power of elites, the declining middle class, the relationship between individuals and society, and the importance of an historical perspective as a key part of sociological thinking.
· Peter Burger what is accepted in society
· Edwin Sutherland best at defining white collar crime
· Robert Merton founded sociology of science
· Frank Furedi sociology of fear and sociology of knowledge

· Personal traits
· Brain injuries, mental illness, abnormal brain wave patterns, law intelligence, psychotic symptoms
· Family dysfunction
· Family violence, physical and sexual abuse, physical punishment

· Addiction creates need for money
Firearm availability
· Explains U.S.- Canada differences
· In Canada 14 000 gun related deaths over 10 year
· Mainly suicide 81%
Sexual assault
Passion or power?
Historical masculinity issues
· Women were viewed as property of men
· Rape was an offence against the father or husband
· Rape diminished the value of wife or daughter
Rape and military
· Canadian and American military
· Compliants of sexual assault in 1990s
· Rape has long been associated with warfare
· Women were considered to be spoils of war
· Vietnam, bosnia, Africa
Incidents of sexual assault
· Has gone down
· Only 1 in 10 are reported to police
· Embarrassed, elf-blame, mistrust of police
· Greater willingness to report as a result of public attitudes
· Most occurin summer and on weekends
· 39% of women over 28 report having been sexually assaulted sometime in their lives
Typs of rapists
· anger rape
· Means of expressing rage
· Excessive brutality
· Power rape
· Exert control over women
· Less violence used
· Sadistic rape
· Abusive and degrading
· Involves ritual and torture
· Gang rape
· Peer pressure
Stranger rapes
· More violent
· More predominant in official statistics
· More likely to involve weapons
Acquaintances rapes
· Less likely to be reported
· Probably make up the majority of rapes
· About one-half of reported rapes
· Also family members
Date rape
· Canadian college women survey (1993)
· 1/3 experienced physical, verbal or psychological coercion
· 25% in the previous year
· Increased use of date rape drug
· Cases of gang rapes
· Campaigns 
· Fight back
· No means no
In 67% of cases, women alleged harassment by men

Marital rape
· Sexual assault is common as part of domestic violence
· Marital exemption
· Sexual consent was seen as part of the marriage contract
· Abolished in Canada in 1983
· Also in many other countries
Explaining rape
· Evolutionary/biological factors
· Aggression gives reproductive advantage
· Male socialization
· Stereotypes of masculinity
· Mental illness/ personality disorder
· Social learning and pornography
· Sexual motivation 
Rape and the law
· Legal barriers
· Resulted in under-reporting, under-charging and reluctance to convict
· 1983: rape was replaced by three degrees of sexual assault
· Common sexual assault
· Assault with a weapon
· Aggravated sexual assault
Law reform
· Issue of consent
· 1992 no means no legislation
· Rape shield law
· 2000, limited access to counseling records
· Corroboration
· No longer mandatory 
Homicide
· First degree murder
· Requires that the action be planned and deliberate
· Second degree murder
· Involves malice but no premeditation 
· Manslaughter
· The killing of another person through gross negligence
· Infanticide
· Killing of an infant 
Nature and extent of homicide has been on a decrease 

Homicide trends in Canada:2013
· 505 homicides reported 38 lower than previous year
· Homicide rate: 1.44 per 100,000 population
· Provinces- high/low
· Manitoba-3.87
· Saskatchewan- 2.71
· Others of interest- Vancouver (1.72), Toronto (1.34), Gatineau (1.55), Ottawa (0.92). regina (3.84)
Methods of killing
· 40% stabbing
· 27% firearm
· Handguns accounted for 68% of the firearms used in homicide incidents
· Firearm- related deaths in 2013: 74% were due to suicide, 21% homicide 
· 21% beater
· 8% strangled
· 4% by other methods (fire, poisoning, vehicular, shaken baby, exposure)

Homicide trends in Canada
· Who killed whom in 2013? 
· 84% of solved homicides committed by: 
· An acquaintance (38%)
· A family member (33%)
· A stranger (13%)
· 68 intimate- partner homicides:
· 82% of victims were females
· homicide victims 71% male 29% females
· homicide suspect 80% male 20% females
Serial/mass murders
· Ken and Barbie
· Paul Bernard and his wife druged her sister led to her death by vomiting, then go on to kill 2 highschool girls. Made a deal that she would get the evidence and was found guilty
· Son of Sam- talked to the dog in the house beside him belve he was the devil, killed women who were brunets 
· Marc lepine- separated men and women in a classroom and let the men go and killed all the women, he didn’t get a spot in the school and did what he did  
· My lai- took place in Vietnam War, American soldiers walked in a village and killed 100 men and women.

White-collar crime
· Edwin Sutherland focused on corporate crime,`
· White collar criminals
· Are mainly hidden from criminologists
· Cause high financial cast
· Damage social institutions and social relations
· White collar crime is committed by individuals who use the marketplace for their criminal activity
· Middle class deviance
· Tax evasion, credit card fraud, bankruptcy fraud
· Professional (elite deviance)
· Medical fraud, investment fraud
· Business fraud
· Embezzlement 
· Occupational crime
· Employee theft
· Corporate crime
· False advertising 
· State-corporate crime
· Kickback- giving 100 milion to build a park then getting 1 million back
How serious is it?
· Much higher cost than street crime
· 1997, 57% of companies claimed being cheated by their own wmployees
· U.S.
· Over 20 million serious injuries
· Over 30,000 deaths/year
· Receive light penalties
· An international problem

· Compliance
· Economic incentives to obey the law
· Administrative agencies, legislation, and fines
· Awarding gevenrment contracts based on compliance
· Problems
· Ineffective with deregulation, pro- business government 
· Penalties are seen as a business cost 
· Companies move to unregulated areas
· Deterrence
· Detect crimes, convict and punish offenders as a warning to others
· U.S. research indicates that publican judicial tolerance of white-collar crime may be decreasing
· Long sentences are rare 
· White-collar offenders make up small percent of all convictions

· Predatory tactics
· Intimidation, violence, corruption
· Control over their members

· Does not include terrorists dedicated to social/political change

· Provide illegal goods and services
· Drugs

Organized crime and legitimate enterprise
· Involvement in legitimate business
· Providing a front or service (toxic waste removal)
· Protection rackets
· Monopolies or cartels

Alien conspiracy theory 
· National syndicate of crime families
· First groups
· Irish in NY slums (NY thieves)

· Jenkins- little evidence of Italian crime family control of organized crime
· Crime is loosely organized, involving 
· Professional criminals, law enforcers, politicians, businessmen
· Chaotic, many power struggles
Organized crime groups
· Asian-based
· Drugs, migrant smuggling, street gangs
· East European- based
· Sophisticated internet and financial frauds, phony credit card
· Italian-based
· Sicilian clans, primarily narcotics, gambling, extoriton
· Outlaw motorcycle gangs
· Hell’s angels, outlaws, rock machine, the banditos 
· Drugs, escort services, extortion, intimidation, murder
· Native outlaw gangs
· Manitoba warriors, Indian passé 
· Emerging trends
· Interweaving of ethnic criminal groups 
· Use of cell rather than hierarchical structure 
· Organization of groups is a response to law enforcement

Police facts
· There are over 62,400 police officers in Canada. This does not include other peace officers
· The RCMP make up 26%(16,383) of all Canadian police officers
· Per capita, there are 192 officers per 100,000 citizens
· Saskatchewan has the most police officers per capita
· Among CMAs, thunder bay, Winnipeg, and Montreal had the highest 
Police and women
· In 2006 there were 11,211 female police officers
· An increase of over 6% from 2005
· Accounting for 18% of al officers
· There has been a steady increase of female officers since the early 1970s
Police costs
· Canadian govenerments spent 9.3 billion on policing
· $288 per Canadian
· Ontario $252
· Quebec $241
· PEI $140 
Roles and responsibilities 
· Identify ccriminal offenders and criminal activity and when appropriate, apprehend offenders and participate in subsequent court proceeding
· Reduce opportunities for the commission of some crimes through preventive patrol and other measures October 10
· Aid individuals who are in danger of physical harm
· Protect constitutional guarantees
· Facilitate the movement of people and vehicles
· Assist those wo cannot care for themselves
· Resolve conflict
· Identify problems that are potentially serious law enforcement or government problems
· Create and maintain a feeling of security in the community
· Promote and preserve civil order
· Provide other services on an emergency basis 
The function of police in society
· Liberal concept: safety, service and crime fighting
· Conservative concept: riot control and order maintenance
· Marxist concept: moral enforcement and class control
Origins of policing

Courts and correction lecture
What do courts do?
· Responsible of determining the guilt or innocence of accused and with imposing and appropriate sentence upon the convicted
· Protection of rights of the individual and society
· Monitoring of other CJ agencies 
Court system
· Proof prior to trial
· Probable cause.
· Proof to convict
· Beyond a reasonable doubt
· Participants
· Defendants, crown prosecutor, defence counsel, judge, jury, victim, witness
· Lex telenios latin word for eye for an eye
· Procedures
· Governed by law, tradition, and judicial authority
The plea
· Guilty
· 90% of defendants plead guilty
· Plea bargains are not necessarily accepted
· Guilty plea must be free and voluntary
· May be sentenced or remanded 
· Not guilty
· Trial date is set 
· Type of court depends on seriousness of offence
Jury trial
· Limited to offenses with maximum sentence of 5 years or more 
· Usually at the request of the defendant but may be ordered by the judge 
Appeals
· Convicted
· May appeal verdict or sentence or criminal responsibility, prosecution may also appeal.
· May apply for release while under appeal
· Appeal court
· May order new trial or overturn conviction 
· May also overturn an acquittal and convict
· Supreme court
· Hears only cases involving important points of law
· Summary conviction appeals
· Are usually heard in superior courts
What are the sentencing options
· Fine
· Suspended sentence
· Probation- you don’t go to jail
· Imprisonment 
· New options towards RJ
· Mediation 
· Community sentence 
The role of correction in Canada
· To contribute to the maintenance of a just, peaceful and safe society
· Carrying out the sentence of the court
· Providing the degree of custody necessary to contain the risk presented by the offender
· Encouraging offenders to adopt acceptable behaviour patterns and to participate in education, training, social development, and work experience
· Providing a safe and healthful environment to incarcerated offenders which is conductive to their personal information
· Correlation law review:1956
Effective corrections means
· Distinguishing between offenders who need to be separated from society and those who can be safely and better managed in the community
· Preparing offenders for release into the community and assisting them in their reintegration into society
· Providing the programs and support that offenders need to get their life back on track- whether within the penitentiary or under supervision in the community
Canadian correctional facts
· 33.3 million people live in Canada
· 2.6 million men and almost 700,000 women have criminal records
· During 2005/2006 there were 33,340 imprisonment adults
· During 2005-06 there were 342,349 convictions
· 33% of these convictions were custodial and only 5% of custodial convictions were federal sentences
· In 2005-06, the incarceration rate in Canada was 131 per 100,000 up from 129 in 2004-2005
· Canada’s incarceration rate is higher than most western European countries but lower than US
Annual cost of corrections in canada(2005-06)

· Penitentiary- males= 87, 665 per prisoner/year
· Females= 150,000 to 250,000 per prisoner/year
· Community correlational 
· Centre (halfway house) = 41,744
· Parole= 47,772
· Total expenditures of CSC approximately 3 billion

Characteristics of the average offender
· 25-36 years old
· Caucasian
· Single
· First time serving federal sentence
· Served time in provincial institution
· Sentence is less than 5 years
· Poor job history and education 
· History of alcohol and drug abuse
Correlation programs 
· A correlation program is structured intervention that addresses the factors directly linked to offendrs’ criminal behaviours
· Most were accredited by independent panels and research shows programs completions lead to decrease in new conviction
· Substance abuse programs= 26-455
· Violence prevention program= 41%
· Family violence= 36%
· Living skills programs= 12.1%
· Sexual offenders programs= 31%
· Aboriginal specific programs
· Women-specific programs
· Integrated correlation program
Types of conditional release
· Temporary absence: granted fpr medical, administrative community service, family contact and personal development reasons
· Work release: to do paid or voluntary work in the community under supervision
· Day parole: eligible six months before full parole. Inmate required to return to institution or halfway house each night 
· Full parole: normally eligible after serving 1/3 of sentence or 7 years (whichever is less)
· Statutory release: most offenders released by law after serving 2/3 of sentence. Does not apply to offenders serving life or indeterminate sentences.
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What does the concept of community mean?
· Community defined
· It may refer to social relationships that take place within geographically defined areas or neighborhoods
· It may refer to relationships that are not locally operative but exists at a more abstract level
· Socially, religiously etc
· Leighton three ingredient
· Common locale- online, university
· Solidarity/ activities- global movements, prisons
· Social interaction
· However a community should not be bound by geography- religion, ethnicity, race
· Social network approach what is a network?
· A specific set of linkages among a defined set of persons, with the additional property that characteristics of these linkages as a whole may be used to interpret the social behavior of the persons involved 
· Community redefined
· A unit of social organization consisting of overlapping personal network communities represented by relatively enduring social ties that routinely exhibit a high level of social interaction characterized by flows of resources 
· What led to community policing
· Rising crime rate/fiscal crisis
· Policing deviance
· Corruption within police services
· Excessive use of force
· Technology
· Dislocation from the community
· Cars and drive throughs
· Iron fist and velvet glove (60s, 70s)
· Military model
· Adoption of ideas and practices that originated in the armed services. As well as the interaction between the military and law- enforcement
· Technology
· Political surveillance
· Impact policing (SWAT)
· Pacification model
· The idea that police departments should engage in some sort of community relations
· Women begin to enter the police services
· Team policing
· Scottish concept of CBP
· Police officers are assigned fix neighborhoods and become personally aquatinted with that community 
Broken windows theory (1982)
James Q Wilson and George Kelling
· Tremendous influence in law-enforcement
· They observed that if someone breaks a window and it is not repaired “quickly”, others would break more windows. Eventually the windows will create a sense of disorder
· Therefore it sends a message that nobody cares about the neighborhood and it will attract criminals 
Problem oriented policing
· The view that underlying social conditions cause crime
· To control crime effectively, police must uncover and address the sxisting social problems
· Some see it as a alternative and others see it as community based policing

The difference between “traditional” and “contemporary” policing?
· For those who find these terms confusing, traditional police methods are primarily reactionary- the phone rings and the police respond/react. Contemporary policing acknowledges that the community is a stakeholder or has ownership in regard to community safety. This style of policing includes the community and the police identify and resolving community issues together 

What is restorative justice?
· A process whereby parties with a stake in a specific offence resolve collectively how to deal with the aftermath of the offence and its implications for the future 
What are these principles?
· Crime is an offence against human relationships
· Victims and the community are central to the justice process
· The first priority of justice processes is to assist the victims of crime 
· The second priority is to restore the community, to the degree possible
· The offender has a personal responsibility to victims and to the community for crimes committed 
· Stakeholders share responsibilities for restorative justice through partnerships for action
· The offender will develop improved competency and understanding as a result of the restorative justice experience

Summary of restorative justice
· To attend fully to the needs of the victim
· Reintegrating offenders into the community
· Enable offenders to assume active responsibility for the actions
· Create a working community that supports the rehabilitation of offenders and its victims, as well as being active in preventing crime
· Avoid escalation of legal and associated costs
