Criminology
Criminology – the body of knowledge regarding crime as a social phenomenon. It includes within its scope the process of making laws, of breaking laws, and of reacting towards the breaking of laws. 
Edwin H Sullivan says ; it is the making of law the breaking of law and the reaction to the breaking of Law
Characteristics of LAW:
-politically  
-Uniformity 
-Specificity 

Who is a victim?
-not all victims are the same
-is someone subject to police violence a victim?

Wolfgang : 
the idea that when we look at crime in Canada people think as an entire population, an increase in police force does not cause a reduction in crime 
What is Evidence Based Criminal Justice Policy?
Implementing a policy based on the evidence – the current government does not listen to evidence 
Does the evidence show that minimums sentences would help? 
Does the research meet the highest qualifications?
Can/Have the findings be replicated?
- demands imperial evidence of the effectiveness of a policy, representative data, and randomized sampling 

Prevention: 
Primary 
· Target the whole population 
Secondary 
· Target the most at risk 
Tertiary 
· already have the disease, people in prison 

What is deterrence?
· The idea that if you know the penalty of committing the crime it will deter/not encourage you to commit the crime 
· You must be aware of the penalty and the appropriate crime, most aren’t
· Offenders must see the consequences of something unpleasant
· Deterrence assumes that people are rational people 
· Psychological process 


Myths: 
James B Jacobs – Traffic Deaths 
-30%of traffic deaths are associated with drunk driving 
- emphasises the killing of people 
-places blame on a small # of people 
-criminal punishment is the primary effort 

H. Lawrence Ross
-these elements distort reality of alcohol related activities 
-about 20% so 33 million people drive after drinking so why is it just the ones who get caught are being blamed 
-57% are drink drivers themselves

Importance of Cime Based Criminology
-made by politicians and their ideology 
- Currently we have the lowest crimes rates ever but we are still waging a war on crime 
-$$ millions is spent on locking criminals up, rationale keep the bas people away 
-Fines are normally paid by the poor, making the poor pay a lot of money, keep the poor people poor. 
-society has made people who commit crimes the enemy 
- notion of crime and punishment: idea that people must be held accountable for their actions 

Approaches to Crime Based Policy 
· Potential offenders have to see the consequences of law breaking is unpleasant 
· Rationale actors: most incidents crimes are impulsive, idea that people who commit crimes are rational is wrong.. the majority of people in prison have undiagnosed or late diagnosed mental health conditions 
Liberal believe that prison will change a person for the better 
-social context of crime,
-circumstances like social class, friends, neighborhood influence crime 
- programs and interaction can help prevent crime 

Conservatives
·   Discipline and self-control 
· These people will put societies need before their own 
· Criminals can not control themselves 
· Conservatives preach deterrence 
** in defence of sociology 

Approach to Crimes: 
· Criminal procedure; rules of how to act 
Conservative = Crime Control Model 		Liberals = Criminal Procedure, Due Process 

Conservatives – 
Unchecked criminal behaviour leads to anarchy 
Liberals – 
Like programs but sometimes these programs don’t help

Herbert Packer: 
Crime Control Model 
-arrest and prosecute as many people as possible and quickly 
Due Process
-test the charge, see what you actually did and what you violated, rights under the charter, better to have unproved criminals on the street than innocent people in jail 

Conservative attack on Crime: 
1) We can reduce serious crime if er get tough with criminal s
2) We could reduce if we would just unleash cops and give them more power and resources
3) We could deter crime by swifter more certain and more severe punishment 
4) Lock up more criminals by sending more and more to prison with longer sentences 
5) We can reduce crime if we get rid of loop holes that allow criminals to get away without punishment 

Martin Robinson: 
-a person that asks the tough question 
-need to know the problem, what to research 
-operationalize variables – dependent -? Independent – crime 

EVIDENCE BASED VS CRIME BASED 

Wrongful Convictions: 
· Most important thing to remember is people are innocent until proven quilty but that is not always the case 
1) Confidence 
2) Identify offenders past and present 
3) Meet appropriate sanctions 

Herbert Packer – Due process model 
· Major imbalance: acquittals 
· The press doesn’t  notice of publize innocent, only if very important because cases often go on for years 

-In Canada you are more likely to get arrested if you are poor, proving there is bias in our system 

George Orwell: Everyone is born equal but some are born more equal 
David Milgaard is an example of bias
-aboriginal 
-everyone has access to council but some have better access to council example; money 

2 Levels: 
-professional and bureaucratic wrong doings  Example police and targeting
-suppression of evidence, deliberately buried, lost, destroyed, coercion and intimidation of witnesses ( threats), jury tampering and lawyer misconduct 
-systematic inequality: social groups, minorities and most frequent people involved in the same wrongful convictions 

1) Innocent is punished 
2) The real person gets free
3) Credibility of the justice system is questioned 
4) Families ties and reputations are destroyed 

Eyewitness testimony is sooo unreliable  - conviction is based on heresay 
Wrongful convictions 
-cost tax payers money

Jamie Nelson: 
-wrongfully convicted of rape
-1047 days spent in prison 
-he didn’t get any compensation 

The Criminal Justice System is a Human System 
· 10,000 people are wrongfully convicted a year 
Toronto and Carding**

Victimization: 
-the process of becoming a victim 
Patterns:
-media overrepresentation of stranger victimization: print and movies
-sensationalism
-what happened to the presumption of innocence

Life Style Theory: 
-focuses on what and when you are doing, the study of life
	- gender, age and social status matter 
	- women are more likely to be victimzed by someone they know 
	-young people are at greater risk more often out and about 
	-social status: money more likely to be victimized at bluesfest than the NAC
	-single people more likely 

Gate Keep: police, court prisons 

1) Policy maker gate keepers: 
Politician makes laws not police, most influential elected representatives 
2) Professionals: 
Evaluation research sections 
Operational officials – government departments, police 
Planning and research: researchers on staff, contracts, royal commission – provide information
3) Public Opinion 
Me, medial and interest groups 

Criminal Justice Policy
-introduce legislation to change the law
-key plated and roles 
-policy is a set of idea with a specific agenda in mind
	- evidence based? How a policy has good intentions but it back fires?
-solve over populations in prison suspended sentence, visit parole officer and go to prison later people started breaking parole and then ended up going to prison for even longer

Broken Windows Theory
Live in a run down area, it attracts crime, a broken window left unfixed invites more crimes

Differential Opportunity Theory 
Onlin and Howard
· Life has legitimate and illegitimate opportunities
· Life has pathways with accessibilities 
· Some people have access to certain pathways and others don’t  

3) Culture conflict theories – posting two groups may clash 
-Sellin 1938 
-root causes of crime can be found in different conduct norms (shared expectations of a norms group relative to person) that society live by 
-clashes of culture cause conflict 
-primary: fundamental class
-secondary: smaller within the primary class example: middle vs lower 
 A perspective on crime that the root causes of crime can be found in a class of values between socialized groups about what is considered to be appropriate social behaviour 

Social Conflict Perspective:
Criminal is foster or occurred
· Groups in society generalized 
· Crime happens between struggles 
· Those who have the power are the freest 

Addressing Different types of Conflict:
It operates on fundamental aspects 
-society is divided by conflict rather than integrated by consensus 
-society is made up of groups based on political and economic power
-differences in social class and in particular those arrangements within society maintain class difference are the focus of criminological studies 
-powerful groups make laws that protect and reflect their interest
-crime is an outcome of conflict between those who have and those who don’t have 

Radical Criminologist:
Karl Marx – the bourgeoisie and the proletariat 
Critical Criminology – the critique between social classes recent areas of study role of the state and capitalism more reactive than proactive

Feminist: 
-see inequalities in society totally based on gender  

Peace making criminology:
-trying to reconcile victim and offender, restorative justice 
-looking at notion that crime control agencies should work together 
-stress remedies achieving justice and some sort of study between offender and victim 


Today’s Radical Criminologist:
Structural Marxism 
-sees capitalism as a self maintaining system 
-even the rich are subject to certain laws
-which the law and justice system work together to maintain status quo 
Instrumental Marxism 
-justice system and criminal law as tools used to keep the poor poor and the rich rich  as well as control them, the rich get richer and the poor go to prison 

Social Relative Theory 
Richard Quinee
-don’t watch crime on TV and look at real life crime 
1) american society is based on advanced capitalist society and comedy – why crime?
2) state is organized to serve the interests of the dominant economic class
3) criminal law is an instrument of the state and the ruling class to maintain and perpetuate existing social and economic order  
4) crime control in a capitalist society is accomplished through a variety of institutions and agencies established and administered by a government elite representing ruling class interest to maintain existing class order
5) contradiction of advanced capitalism mainly the disjunction between existence and essences require that the subordinate class remain oppressed by whatever means necessary especially through the coercion and violence of the legal system  
6) only with the collapse of capitalist society and the creation of new society socialistic principles will solve the crime problem 

Feminist  --- Daly and Lyn 
1) Gender is not a natural fact but a complex social and historical product related to but not simply derived gender but different biologically 
2) Gender and gender relations order social life and institutions in fundamental way s
3) Gender relations and constructs of masculinity and feminity are not symmetrical but are based on organised principles
4) Systems of knowledge reflect mens views of the natural and social worls,, the production kf knowledge is gendered
5) Women should be at the center not at the periphery intellectually should not be invisible or treated as openolege? to men 



Retributive VS Restorative Justice
	-punishment and retribution 
-crime is an act against the state 
-a violation of law 
-an abstract idea
-under a retributive justice model the criminal justice system controls crim e
-offender accountability – taking punishment 
-crime is an individual act with individual responsibility 
-victims are peripheral in the process of solving crime 
- offender is defines by short comings 
-emphasis is on the adversarial relationships, lawyers and the crown 
-pain is imposed to punish, deter and prevent 
-community is on the side lines represented by the crown 
-response is focused – dependence of crimes on past behaviour (crim justice) professionals 
	- crime as an act against another person of the community 
-crime control lies primarily with the community 
-offender accountability is defined as assuming responsibility and taking action to repair harm 
-crime has both individual and social dimensions of responsibility 
-victims are central to the process of solving a crime 
-the offender us defined by the capacity to make compensation
-restitution is a means of restoring both parties
-the community is the facilitator in the restorative process
-response is focused on harmful consequences of the offenders behaviour, emphasis on the future and reparation 
- direct involvement by the victim and the offender 
-sentencing circles is an example 




Ronald Clark 
· Rational Choice perspective
-people will evaluate the options and then choose 
-people make decisions with specific goals in mine 
- most crime is neither extraordinary 

Offender: specific needs, value, learning experiences
Offense: location, target, yield, time 

Cohen Felson 
· A crime can only occur if one ther eis someone who wants to commit a crime and two there is thing or someone is to be victimized three no other person is present four no one to control the action of the offender 
Saline 
-value of a crime rate for index purposed decreases as the distance from the crime its self-increases
-a lot of information is lost between police and prison systems 

Patterns of Crime – Statistics
-how data stacks up, track and record crime 
-crime rates: dark figure of crime – a large of amount of criminal activity is not reported and doesn’t find its way into the official crime index, only a small percentage gets charged, people do not report, they do not want to get involved
-plea bargaining:
-who collects data in the justice system: the police, the data goes into data bases, court, police, prison, normally annually presented and sent to stats can specifically the Canadian centre for justice statistics, pull the info together and release the report to the public, has a standard procedure  
-ideology takes presence over common sense
-data can be ridiculed and manipulated

Different types: 
One option is for the purpose of research 

Statistics what they reveal is insignificant what they hid is relevant. 
-data assist in assessing crime
-imperial support, need to know what the evidence is
-used as the basis for developing criminal justice policy, allows us to develop specific polices (improvement), crucial in evaluating current policies
-provides a picture of risk, assess risk, is this feasible?
- overview of offender profiles, victimization rates 
-onset and the desistence of crime
-qualitative vs quantitative data 

-Why do you people not report crimes?
-fear of repercussions, fear of being implicated 
-stereotypes, fear of publicity 
-takes effort to report crimes
-conflict 
-some offences are only known to the offender 
-lack knowledge of criminal law
-family protection 
-law enforcement agencies often want to keep certain crimes at bay

Lies in statistics?
-Can legislation stand in a charter challenge; example bill C51?                                                                      
Canadian police information centre – contains peoples criminal records 

Patterns of stats change based on priorities of police 
Crime stats are a reflection of what is happening in society 
Social dimensions of crime – Corelens of crime – variables 
-age, gender, ethnicity, and social class
-what is the crime rate like when we look at age and crime
-gender in crime is the best single predictor of criminal behavior: males perpetuate in certain types of offenses 
-ethnicity, not been routinely collected, concern of racial profiling 
-social class and crimes, the 60s showed that there was a relationship, found that police treated people differently 
IDEOLOGY TRUMPHS FACTS IN POLITICS

How we approach problems in crimonolgy we can evaluate progress 
1) Imperical evidence 
2) High requirement of experimental and non experimental designs – can it stand review 
3) Replication 
4) Meta analysis, systematic studies 

Independent verifiable Process – victimization

Many factors related to wrongful convictions these are some; 
· Eye witness testimony is unreliable, capacity to remember is un reliable, people remember h
· things differently 
· Targeting practices of police, assume guilt based on solely appearance; Gender race behaviour attributes - conceptive cop syndrome, influence decision making by police. Toronto is a prime example of police targeting or the coloured community with carding 
· Governments have been spending tons of money on legal cases where police are in the wrong 
· Incompetent defense council 
· Coercing witnesses 
Implications
· Wrong person goes to jail 
· The person that committed the murder is still on the street
· Affects the lives of family’s lives 
· Lose confidence in our justice system 
Punishment and Rehabilitation: 
18th 
Casare – Of Crimes and Punishment   (book) *** check text 
· During the industrial revolution, 700 capital statues with the death penalty, left people feeling that they were living in an oppressive machine 
· Jeremy Bentham and Becker - philosopher: one of the first to purpose a prison that Penoptican**, pleasure pain philosophy – hedonistic psychology, believed that you could actually calculate the amount of pleasure you could get from a certain act and the same with punishment.. numerically calculated assigning a score, increase the punishment to deter crime 
· Believed that people commit crimes because it gives them pleasure 
· The individual is rational 
1) The law should restrict individual freedom as little as possible , we should not go overboard, limit and restrict certain activities, law at this time was very oppressive so they wanted to reduce the amount of acts that were considered crimes 
2) The law should guarantee the rights of accused person in all stages of the criminal process 
3) The law should give clear and precise knowledge what was forbidden and the penalties for them actions
4) It should take the form of a written contract from the government  so that the people could see how there liberties were being safe guarded by the government 
5) [bookmark: _GoBack]Punishment under this approach was justified only so far as the offender infringed the rights of other, punishment for only those who have been proven guilty and have infringed the rights of other 
6) The severity of the law should be drastically curtailed, no more than proportionate than the crime committed, so the punishment should not be worse than the crime committed, should not go beyond what is necessary to deter the criminal and others from committing the crime so be sufficient so that the penalty  outweighed the advantage derived from the crime
7) The nature of the penalty should correspond with that of the crime 
8) In the 19th century they talk about deterrence – by imposing strict penalties it stops people from committing the crime, punishment must be inflicted with speed and certainty – we know today that it is not the strictness of the penalty that the holding of accountability that deters
9) Exemplary  punishment should be unjust, cannot use people as an example to the community 
10) The person is considered to be rational and free will, a rational person therefore was a person who calculated the cost/ benefit, pain/gain of the crime 
11) The prevention of crime under this regime was to be.. rules were clearly set out aka crime prevention because by reading it you will not doing it because you are a rational person.. a clear well written set of laws is crime prevention 
These principles are  -Classical School of Criminology 18th century , therefore emphasized the punishment with rationalism, people have choice you either are good or evil, no room for other circumstance 
19th century:
Positive School of Criminology
-Number of different writers at the time, most Italian scholars Lambroso – Lomo Delinquent , tried to study crime, identified physical stigmata 
- criminal sociology 1878, Rico Ferry tries to map crime rates- what crimes occurred in what places, statistical approach to crime; first book of criminology is published.. philosophical approach to crime based on deductive reasoning 
- They disagreed on the opinions of the Classical School of Criminology – focused on the crime, saw the offender as rational and responsible decision makers , free to choose  Positive focused on the offender 
- restorative justice and 
Personality: 
Minnesota multi facing personality Inventory
-test that connects university and crime 
PCLR:
-Look at whether you can predict behaviour, can we predict outcomes using this checklist ie. If you are an impulsive person at 7, will you be a criminal by the time are you 30. 
-today this study works and is often able to predict such outcomes, this study is still on going t

Prediction Studies: 
Degree to which normal personality dynamics link to crime later on in life 
Quantify individuals, types of offenders by comparing personalities, prison inmates are often assigned a personality type, all the research we can not say that you can identify and serpate criminals and non criminals 

Relationship between mental disorders and crime:
· Some criminals display mental illness but not all are mentally ill
Can we identify qualities of mental illness that will predict risk factors? 

Adoption?– 14000 male and female adoption 
Information of more than 4000 males children
Of boys whose adoption and biological parents 13.5%
Criminal adoptions noncriminal parents 14%
If you come from a family if one or both parents are criminals children and siblings are also in criminals

Low intelligence: 
-Travis Herhsey
-low iq on delinquent behaviour, measure iq of individuals if you have a low iq you are at a greater risk of committing crime 

Marvin Wolfgang 8700 young men strong relationship between low iq and delinquency, social class was not a factor
Intelligence differences between criminals and non-criminals, when we think of crime we think of risk factors

Theories of Victimization:
Lifestyle Theory
-age is an important factor 
-young people make up the large share
-routine activities, you are more likely to fall victim to a crime if you go out more often, males more than females 
-more male offenders therefore more male victims 
Deterrence (mythical)
· For deterrence to work you must know the punishment of the crime and most people don’t 
· Business of being caught 

Restorative justice – community accepting the offender and believing they can change 
Rehab crunch Ottawa community 

Worries after being caught Committing a crime:
Punishment
Losing employment 
Fair treatment on court 
Cost of hiring a lawyer 
What might happen to me being found out and appearing in court –media coverage
What my family might think about it 
Publicity or shame 

Sentencing Offenders: 
-Public protection (prison) – render the criminal the criminal at least temporally incapable of repeating the offence 
Deterrence – covered it already, punishment severe so no one else will commit the crime 
Rehabilitation – correct the offender by changing the conditions that led to the person to become a criminal, intervention technique; program that is intended to deal with the offence and the offender, different programs for each type of offence 
Balancing that harm that has been done by the crime – therefore when we sentence someone we want to make sure the sentence is proportional to the crime; retribution 
Denunciation- denouncing the crime, denouncing the behaviour because it undermines the core values of the society; this is not acceptable behaviour, a little bit of shaming 
Restitution or Reoperation – restorative justice, return the state of things back to the way they were before, First Nation example; healing circles
