· Contested nature of security
Security as a contested concept. There is a consensus that security implied freedom from threats to core values for both individuals and group. Redefining the definition of security 
· Securitization
Argues that boundaries of security are defines by speech acts and therefore are a social construction Securitization takes places when an actor moves a topic away from politics and into an area of security concern, legitimizing extraordinary means against this threat 
Copenhagen School – examines how a certain issue is transformed by an actor into a matter of section
· Speech act theory
Locutionary acts: the act of saying something
Illocutionary acts: ‘performance of an act in saying something as opposed to performance of an act of saying something’ 
Prelocutionary acts: the ‘consequential effects’ of speech acts
Speech act can potentially present any issue ‘as posing an existential threat to s designated referent object 
Success is determined by the degree to which the audience of the speech act accepts this discursive move 
· Security community
A group of people which has become integrated. By integration we mean the attainment, within a territory, of a ‘sense of community’ and of institutions and practices strong enough and widespread enough to assure... dependable expectations of ‘peaceful change’ among its population. By a sense of community we mean a belief.. that common social problems must and can be resolved by processes of ‘peaceful change’ 

· Freedom from fear 
-western governments
-rise of complex emergencies, ethnicstrife and stature failures
-armed conflicts and violence against individuals
-protecting people in conflict zones 

·  Freedom from want
-development economist
-dissatisfaction over orthodox growth oriented developments models 
-non-military and non-traditional security concerns
-promoting human development 
· Human security
The security of people, including their physical safety, their economic and social welfare being, respect for their dignity and the protection of their human rights. Seven areas: Personal, economic, food, health, environmental. Communality, political. Critique of human security: broadening security minimizes meaning/usefulness of concept, leads to ‘false hope’ in discussion of security, neglects the rile of the state in providing security

· How can the two types of freedom embedded in human security discussions be reconciled? Are the two understandings irreconcilable?

· Discuss the trend from national to international security, and beyond. Why might academics have wanted to broaden the concept of security (particularly in the context of globalization)?  
Lecture 10: 
Terms –
· Asymmetric warfare
Opponents of high-tech advances state might use conventional, or asymmetric responses to fight effectively against more a sophisticated opponent 
· Existential deterrence
Suggests that possessing even one nuclear warhead is enough to deter conflict due to the credibility of retaliation for attack 
· Horizontal and vertical proliferation
Horizontal: The US, Britain, Russia France and China are recognized as having the right to possess nuclear weapons and all other states agreed not to develop of nuclear arsenals
Vertical: the recognized nuclear weapons were to move towards the elimination of their arsenals 
· Nuclear opacity
Possesses nuclear weaponry but has never confirmed or signed the Nuclear Non-proliferation
· Nuclear taboo
Within the international community that the use of nuclear weapons in unacceptable in warfare 
· Post-Westphalian War
War is a political instrument, a continuation of political intercourse carried n within other means (Clausewitz)
· Stability-instability paradox
States that nuclear powers feel safe from large-scale attack and so feel free to engage in low-scale provocations 
· How important is the "Revolution in Military Affairs”? Is it ‘radically’ altering military conflict, as proponents suggest, and changing the character of war? 
· Is identity or territory a more important cause of conflict today? Why?
· Should states like Israel, Iran, or North Korea be allowed to acquire/possess nuclear weapons?  If so, why? If not, on what grounds? Are there any limits or exceptions to your answer?
· Are the old regimes of nuclear governance still effective? If not, what new approach is necessary to deal with post-cold war era realities?

States have the responsibility to protect their own citizens, but when they are unable or unwilling to do so this responsibility is transferred to the society of states

Essay Questions:

Regimes rule governed activity within the international system composed of principles, norms, rules and decision making procedures
· Prisoner’s Dilemma
A paradox in decision analysis in which two individuals acting in their own best interest pursue a course of action that does not result in the ideal outcome
· UN Security Council
-charged with debating and passing binding resolutions on matters of peace and security
-P5 hold vetos US, UK, Russia, China and France
-10 rotating non-veto seats, elected every 2 yrs 

· General Assembly
-1 seat per member country
-pass non binding recommendations, with 2/3 majority needed formatters of peace and security. New members and UN budget
-can’t directly challenge or overcome authority of Security Council but can be seen as indicator of world opinion and representative of UN’s moral authority

· Peacekeeping
· Battle of the Sexes
· Agenda for Peace (1992)
