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Satire
· Tries to arouse the reader’s disapproval of an institution or human characteristic by holding it up to ridicule

Judith Butler
· Can we really argue that there is a sense of sexual identity or self before there was language? 
· Can resist, challenge and subvert ideas of gender performance

Wild Sargasso Sea
· Rochester attempts to perform masculinity
 Leaving house to explore island – venturing out on own, surviving, conquering land
 Attempt to control life of wife, Antoinette
 Affair with Emily
 Antoinette has to save/protect Rochester from giant crab while bathing
· Seems to try to be rational, but proves otherwise (a lot of acts that may seem rational but are subverted)
· How does Antoinette, as a Creole woman, disrupt Rochester’s power status?

Colonial Literature
· Concerned with colonial expansion
· Reflects colonial ethos
· Plays part in consolidating colonial power
 Power is connected to knowing and knowledge

Michael Foucault
[bookmark: _GoBack]The subject is the result of:
· Discourse that categorize, distribute and manipulate
· Discourse that provides us with scientific ways of understanding ourselves 
· Discourse that we use to form ourselves into meaning-giving selves
 To understand the different modes by which, in our culture, human being are made subjects”.

Surveillance: create and sustain a power relation
· Similar concept in feminism

Edward Said – “The Orient”
· Word associated with east Asia
· Edward includes middle east
· “Occident” in the west
· Orientalism created by academics
· Treaties, laws, marketing, literature all referred to the orient
