
Nietzsche continued 

· imploring us to view our philosophy in terms of psychology
· competition is a fact of life (Darwinian idea)
· maintains that humans are inherently selfish and motivated by power
The Herd (aka The Slave, aka The Victim)

· victim mentality
· not taking responsibility for their own fate and blame others for what happens to them
· associated with the slave morality, guided by guilt
· “bungled and botched”, the anonymous
· don’t have the strength to overcome Christian morality
· fish who swim in schools and animals who run in packs seek safety in numbers
· security of the group compromises self-assertion and personal responsibility 
· “individuals” are victims of oppressors, circumstances, etc. 
· “I am not worth much” is the mentality of the herd
· attempts at self-understanding justify impotence
· define themselves through their weakness
· Christians, socialists...
· existence is finite, so why should you live as part of the Herd?
· will to power: survival and competition express the strength of the animal and are natural to what we are
The Antichrist

· why does Nietzsche call himself this?
· he turns morality upside down, thus declaring himself a saviour of sorts. belief in Jesus (or Mohammed) robs us of our will to power. 
· religion is “life-denying”, is a “disease”
· discharges personal responsibility and contradicts our nature
· Nietzsche saw religion as a way of controlling and exploiting the masses
