· The Regal Period:
· 553 to 510/509 BCE
· Rome is ruled by seven kings
 
· Romulus:
· 753 to 716 BCE
· Founder of Rome
· Established military, political, and social institutions
 
· Interregnum:
· 716 to 715 BCE
· Rome is not ruled by any kings during this period of time
 
· 

· Chronology Issues:
· Perhaps chronology period to be shortened to 640-509 BCE
· The chronology of this period is clearly the product of manipulation
· According to archaeological evidence, only the last three kings could have carried out an extensive program of urbanization
· Although there is some evidence for habitation in the 8th C BCE, Romulus could not have created Rome because extensive development does not begin until the late 7th C BCE/early 6th C BCE
· Perhaps the achievements of the kings tend to pre-suppose an organized city state
· Each king reigns for 34 years each, which is impossible considering the short life expectancy during this period of time (perhaps there were more than 7 kings, not all of which were recorded)
