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Internally consistent: 
If you’re a socialist, we know that you prefer an interventionist government (there is something the State can do)
Durable:
Needs to withstand the test of time (centuries old, not decades)
A normative framework for understanding politics:
Each one has an ideological framework
Represent as a guide for political action:
They suggest where to go
Distinction between the left and the right, but used constantly as a shorthand for ideological positions’
Distinctions between Ideologies
Distribution: What extent should government distribute wealth or control equality
Left Wing
Distribution
To who favour more active, interventionists
Social Issues and Moral Behaviour
Less state intervention when it comes to moral, ethical and social behaviour
Freedom from State enforcement in moral issues
Right Wing
Distribution
Less interventionists, less active government
Social Dimension/Ethical Dimension
Believe in the values of family and religion 
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Explained in Philosophical Sense and an Western ideology 
Important Liberalism Value: Freedom
Thought it can stimulate growth
Separation between Church and State

Basic Tenants
View of Human Nature
What distinguishes humans from others is our reason
Humans are rational and use reason to make decisions
Able, rational and capable actors
Fundamentally Self-Interested
Altruistic behavior is not what comes first
Freedom
Notion that government needs to representative and responsible
People have to be free
Lenitive and accountable government
Absolute responsibility
Accountable to the rest of us
Power needs to be fragmented
Important division of power
Equality of rights
All individuals should be equal before the law
No difference with status (gender, race)
Advocate equality
Separation of Church and State
Liberals are suspicious of religion on society
Believe that in private lives, the thoughts people should be free as long as it doesn’t hurt anyone
No religious doctrine should penetrate the state
The Free Market
The best economic system is capitalism
Believe their political values should operate in economic arena
The good society: Where individuals can use their reason to look to increase wealth through different methods
Adam Smith: The invisible hand
Government should not have a hand in what should be produced
Liberalism changes in the 90s
Greater gap in inequalities due to Industrial Revolution
Changes conception of equality:
Reform Liberals: Equality of rights becomes meaningless in a situation of extreme inequality
A liberal equality: Equality of opportunity
Changes in the notion of freedom
Classical: Freedom from something
Reform: Thought about freedom in terms of empowerment (freedom to do something) and freedom to and from
Political Level:
Reconciled themselves to say that the government should be given a certain role in the reduction of inequality
Become Democrats
Classical Liberals
Unregulated as possible with very little government distribution and regulation
On the right wing
Negative freedom
Minimal state intervention
Reform Liberals
To the left of the Classical, not on left spectrum
Government needs to play a role in the market  and distribution, but still trusts the market
Social
Liberals are  more to left and believe that the State should not dictate religion and life style to the citizens
When does the action of one affect the actions of another
Judge actions by their utility (is it useful?)
Likely to support decriminalization of marijuana
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Argue that it’s not realistic to think that individuals are purely rational
Important Conservatism Value: Order
Believes Freedom does not lead to Order
Basic Tenants
Order
Family
Church
Military
Stability
Freedom as a potential danger
Thinks Liberalism is dangerous
Creates Chaos
Natural inequalities found among individuals must be recognized and accepted
Believes Aristocrats should be higher up and have more privileges
Believes Men should have power in politics, not women
There is inequality and we must accept it
The way you are born, you only have one job
Moral order
Ask questions about morality
Is this right or is this wrong?
Believe assisted suicide is wrong
The paternalistic state
The state has a role in society
The State is a father figure that defines
Moral conduct
Social behavior
Redistribution of wealth
Needed care by the state (since obviously people can’t care for themselves due to inequality)
What was important
The individual is not important
The group is important’
Values the whole


Neoconservatives
Starts at the individual
Taken away from Freedom as potential danger
Similar to classical liberal view
Concerned with the issue of morality: believe in the existence of moral order

Conservative party of Canada
Emphasis on military, family, law and order
The way to deal with criminals is for them to have harsh punishments
Attached to the monarch and linked to a lot of institutions with royal to the name
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Connection between religion and politics

Needed a change
Important Value: Equality
When production was low, more productions needed
You want chairs, we make chairs
Karl Marx: Believed that capitalism would self-destruct
Basic Tenants of socialism
Private property should be eliminated (Marx) or restricted or controlled
Doubtful view on a free market
Private property should be controlled
Market should be regulated
Equality of opportunity and even equality of results
Everybody is equal
Make sure everybody has a chance
Equality should be an equality of results and wealth
Like Reform liberals
Positive Freedom
Crucial that people have the necessary economic means to exercise freedom
If you’re dirt poor, how free are you
State intervention
State should and can play an important role in society
Protecting against social risk
Taxation for social justice
Regulate redistribution and economy

	Social Democracy
	Communism

	Are reformists wanting to bring about change through democratic means
	Advocates revolutionary action

	Decide to nationalize industries vital to national economy if they experience financial difficulties
	Eliminate all private enterprises and have complete state control of means of production, distribution and exchange

	Safeguards the rights of individuals to own consumer goods (just production, nothing else)
	Complete control over property and consumer goods, including means of production, amount of production, etc. 

	Seeks only collective ownership of the means of production
	Complete sharing of all things

	Income distribution
Does not eliminate all economic disparities. Distribute wealth according to their “deeds’ (type of work performed). Not everyone gets the same wages
	Income distribution
From each according to his ability, to each according to his needs. Have a classless society so it eliminates all economic inequalities. They perform and they all get equal food. 

	Social change
Dedicated to the realization of individual liberty. Believe that socialism could naturally evolve within democratic institutions . Forms parties and participate in elections to effect change benefiting the working class
Concerned with providing workers legal protection.
Argue that free trade, deregulates the economy and gives primary to the market in economic life
	Social change
Seeks to abolish capitalist economic relations, socialists work within the system and introduce reform the curtail of the negative consequences of the market

	Political Regimes
Found in constitutional democracies. Play by the rules and represented by parties
	Political Regimes
Found in totalitarian forms of government. Ruled by a single mass party



Social Democracy
Are reformists, who wants to bring about change through democratic means

Communism
Advocates revolutionary action
Traditional Marxist View:
State should have most control on production
State should decide the economics, not the market
Human history was pre-ordained and there were different types of societies
Capitalist and industrial society can not survive
This society formed social classes
Change comes from materialistic outcomes
It is people who are starving, the poor, who change the world 
Argued there would be a state where the state will take ship of all means of production
The presence of the state would not be necessary
A society classed by its classless system
Marxism-Leninism
Regarded imperialism as the final stage of capitalism, characterized by the exploitation of economically underdeveloped societies by a small number of imperialist powers
Believed that capitalism would bring conflict, paving way for global proletariat revolution
Russian Revolution
Did not go through an industrial society
A party whose mission is not engineer revolutionary change
Marxism and Leninism
Leninism
Needed a revolution to be lead by a group of people
Believe that the bourgeois will try to keep their power and it will be bloody
The Russian Revolution split the socialist revolution in two
Other socialist movements
Argued that liberal democracy is an acceptable system but it can be improved
Accepting the market to a degree
Marxism became an idea for change
We see the emergence of the ideology that seeks to oppose the liberals and conservatives
At the end of the Cold War, the radical branch of socialism has weakened considerably
Socialism has moved to the left-centre
Communism
The political regime that came out of the Marxist branch
Helped  by the Soviets
Democratic Socialism
Operated in largely liberal departments
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Reason for emergence
Political and economic difficulty and instability after WWI
A variety of ideologies have emerged
Fascism: Viewed as a valued after World War I
Was an accepted ideology
Everything is going into shit
Held court in Italy: Mussolini
What is fascism
Radical view on conservatives
Individual is subordinated to the nation
No individual, just the society
Totalitarian in nature
Using state to reshape society
Used to control the state
The exercise use of power
Glorified power
Military power was a priority
Basic Tenants
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Women 

Two ways of feminism

First Wave Feminism
Battle for equality
Battle for suffrage
Right to vote
In places where men had a say, it took longer to battle
Greece: 1990 allowed women to vote
Men were very reluctant to give women power
Second Wave Feminism
The conclusion that being formally equal to men doesn’t solve all of women’s issues
Women had less opportunities in education and jobs
Challenge gender and social rules
About changing roles and giving choice
Changing perceptions
In your face and sexualized
Destroy stereotyping
Changes
50/50 gender wise
Feminism will talk about patriarchy
Basic tenets
Women are a social category
Freedom and equality are evaluated in terms of gender
Reject public-private dichotomy
The personal is political
Violence against women is a political concern
Opening up private matters to public
Liberal feminism
Put emphasis on individual
The problem between the gender guide 
Improve the condition of women
Are endorsed liberal democracy
If women are to be better represented, then we would no longer have the gender gap
Not represented in government as they should
Socialist or Marxist feminism
 View women as a social class
Argue that Marx had it right and that the working class is often women
Women are often confined in jobs that are of a clerical nature
Capitalist is unfair for women
Capitalism needs the women to do housework chores and not get paid
The system could not survive if it had to find ways to pay women for the work they did at home
Didn’t really see women, more the society
Radical feminism
View that women are biologically different and the biology can not be changed
Sense that , all liberal democracies are men dominated
If the women had more power, the world would be a better place
Breaking away from men
Spelling women as WOMYN
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Feminism is always a touchy  subject
