Field Observation Research 
1. Pick a location on campus to observe social interaction, 

2. Draw a map of this location, describing the environment and where you are standing in relation to the people you are observing.  Attach map to your lab, 

3. Create an observation table for 5-8 variables,

4. Observe covertly in this location for 15 mins.,

5. Record your observations on the observational table and include it as an attachment to your lab,

6. In point form; briefly describe any problems you ran into as well as some key findings/ trends in your research (no more than one double spaced page).

Reason why you are doing this lab:  

Through completing this lab, it is hoped that students will understand the steps in a research methods project.  Also, students will gain practical experience with these elements in order to understand the level of difficulty involved with recording observational data.
