Everyone idolizes Kurtz but they all have a different interpretation of him.
3journeysdivided in 3 sections.

Hero/knightthey must travel aloneMarlow.
His goal =Kurtz .
Obstacles =Man vs. Nature = broken boat + no supplies are on hand. Marlow is always working and putting himself apart from all other. The fog descends then lifts and then their being attacked. 
Deliberate sinking of the boat, so that Kurtz dies out there and then the manager gets the promotion, merely thinking of self Marlow is never driven by his personal gain.
Atonement = he must look within himself and assess whether he can atone for not helping. Penance for his sins he returns a fallen man he has been affected forever.
4+marlow on the Nelliedouble layer narration, they give their impression of things, 1st person narrator. Unknown narrator = everybody the audience/reader.
Hypocrite = he lies at the end to the intended, yet he hates liars.
p.1-2 bond of the sea… Quote discussed. – Description of all men aboard the Nellie. Placid staring…. They are business men Marlow is only a sailor  because he is so affected by his passed journey. 
	- last page, narrator, he has changed his mind it is not a good place it is a dark and sinister place. 
Marlow is not the one leading the boat, forever divided, he is passive. He does not belong to that category of people anymore.
· Accountant = moneyblood money even.  Stack of domino’s = a game toying with them it’s a game to him domino’s are made of ivory luxury for the rich ignorant of those who died for those luxury. One falls they all fall. No stability. 
Marlow =Buddhism. The men represent the man MARLOW WOULD HAVE BEEN HAD HE NOT GONE TO THE CONGO.

p.7 uncivilized    …nothing but Thames river to drink… …they must have been dying like flies here  sin… 
Marlow despises them and their way of living the people are clueless, insignificant, they are fools.     P.62 --Marlow has nothing in common with these people  accountant, manager etc… But yet he associates himself more with the cannibals.  …it takes a man all his… …behind the blind whiteness of the fog. 
· Internal code stopping the cannibals from eating the pilgrims, they morally chose not to but yet Kurtz cannot resist his temptation. Know thy self. 
p.89-90 I saw the man…  - Marlow is all balanced= labourer and intelligent . Kurtz= only intelligent. You don’t measure up—the image that he is larger than life, but he is not—everyone made him out to be something he wasn’t.    Kurtz=Ivory  and    Ivory=evil   -he is obsessed with ivory and all that comes with it. He will not surrender. Power –corrupts.
· Gaining of sustenance.
Death scene: p.105 –the reality is being unfolded- he sees things now for what they are. –Kurtz is confessing his sins, he is horrified by what he has done.
Or        he is corrupt to the core because he is thinking that he did all the work at piling up the ivory and did not even get a chance to sell it. He is crawling away because he is not ready to die.
