· Montreal Recruitment poster: all the real men are signing up
· For the King, for the country, for France, liberty and humanity
· Allied flags, Belgium France and the UK, our country and our Humanity, don’t forget the traditions that make the glory and pride of our race
· Help the victory of the French crush the German eagle
· Don’t wait for the Huns to come for the blood of Canada, be men don’t stay behind
· Are you waiting for the people to burn? Picture is of Notre Dame in France
· New names in Canadian history… more coming will you be there?
· Men wanted at once to reinforce the Highlanders
· Be one of the Irish Canadian Rangers
· Artillery Heroes at the front say “get into a man’s uniform”
· Britons and Canadians living in the states, Britain’s and Canadians in the US “carry your flag along the stars and stripes”
· Your chums are fighting why aren’t you, reinforcement
· Send more men , reinforcement
· Playing off of heritage, trying to get you to support your own community, and sign up with your own friends (great example of this is the Irish ad), the loyalty is to other Irish that have gone before
· Very much plays personal loyalty, if you don’t go its socially unacceptable
· People weren’t even home by Christmas (as they had been promised)
· 620, 000 people were sent from Canada to the war, 1/10th died
· Map of people who were lost in a neighborhood map, a lot of people in Toronto died (link on virtual campus)
· July 1st 1916, fought by royal Newfoundlanders, lost two thirds of their men in the first hour
· The Somme, the bloodiest location for Canadians, experience in the trenches
· Barbwire dangers
· Trying to reach Regina trench
· Strategy of creeping barrage
· The battle of Somme C.G.  Barns

Immigration and the Chinese Experience, to the 1920’s
MacDonald’s  Economic Plans and Dominion Development Plan
· Encourage settlement into the Canadian west
· Huge agricultural development area
· Exports
· Trans-national railway
· Go through prairies
· Tariff Policy
· Was all based on the ability to attract people to the Canadian west
· Able to attract people from the existing people in Canada, a lot of Ontario people moved to Manitoba
· Make treaties with first nations in the area to make sure that the area is available for agriculture
· Land grants in United States, Britain, etc
· In addition to direct attempts there are other countries that are interested in these land grants
· Recruitment posters 1870’s to WW1
· To encourage people to settle in western Canada
· The United States land was beginning to fill up, Canada became the “Last best west”
· “Canada West, the last best west, homes for millions” (promised land message economic abundance, prosperity)
· Comic 1903 – “now then, all together” – Uncle Sam and a bunch of other people
· Only trying to recruit a limited type of people
· All white
· A lot of messaging we’ve seen, knee deep in wheat, the mounted police, pre-made community, promise land message, order
· Priority of land grants given to people
Chinese Experience, 1867-1923
· Background and profile at Confederation
· In the time of Confederation, there was a lot of Chinese Immigrants on the Pacific Coast, 1/36th of the people were Chinese (1,000). The Chinese population in BC came from the Gold Rush years and had moved to Canada from the United States 
· After the confederation Chinese people were working in the resource field, mining, fishing, canneries, saw mills
· Chinese labor on the CPR
· The BC portion of the CPR was built by the Federal government, was contracted by the Feds to an American Contractor, Onderdonk, from San Fran, had probably used Chinese labour in San Fran
· BC premier Andrew Elliot, tried to get the Government to have a clause that prohibited Chinese labour in Building the CPR, rejected by MacDonald and didn’t put Labour restrictions
· Hired Chinese men to come to British Colombia to work with him, they would have had some experience, skill involved in being a rock men, exclusively the domain of Chinese labour because it was so dangerous no one wanted to do it
· Chinese Canadians were the rock me
· Chinese Labour was cheaper
· Because they couldn’t get any better paying jobs
· They were majority single men with no families, so didn’t have to pay them a lot to support a family
· Wage differences: Whites 2.50, Chinese 1.00
· System because of the need for large amounts of labour
· People would work as labour recruiters and recruit men from China to work on the CPR
· 15 000 newly arrived Chinese men, who came to the Pacific Coast and the West to work on the CPR in the first half of the 1880’s
· Chinese said a Chinese man died for every mile of the railway built
· Discrimination
· Treatment of Chinese people was bad. Johnson:
· The fashion on the pacific coast is to abuse the China man in every way
· Chinese people were treated very poorly in BC
· They were excluded from the voting 
· People in BC said that Chinese were under cutting their wages and stealing Canadian jobs, disguised their racism as a labour issue
· Workingman’s Protective Association
· Protection of the working class in BC against the great influx of Chinese, Renamed the Anti-Chinese Association in 1879
· Royal Commission on Chinese Immigration, July 1884
· MacDonald’s Campaign in 1882 concentrating on the protection of Jobs from Immigrants into Canada
· For a lot of British people this meant that the Chinese people
· MacDonald was concerned what would happen after the CPR ended, and the Chinese people would need new jobs
· Commission went out and heard cases from Victoria, New West Minister, and Yale
· They heard from 51 witnesses
· And 2 Chinese diplomats from San Fran
· The testimonials from the meetings, focused on the concerns on labour and undercutting white labour, stereotypical vices and concerns about Chinese people morality
· The Knights of Labour think that the Chinese are diminishing the Labour standards claiming that they are working in conditions that are unacceptable to Canadians
· Stereotypical morality
· Sexual deviance, sexual preditorship, prostitution 
· Gambling
· Opium smoking, worried about opium trade
· Disease and sanitation
· Conditions of Chinese quarter, and the Labour Camps
· Chinese Immigration Act, 1885
· Wanted to get it done before the CPR was finished
· Made very strict rules that disallowed Chinese immigrants from entering
· They placed a 50 dollar head tax on them
· They didn’t want them to bring their families and that new immigration would be dissuasive
· In 1903 it was 500 dollars, make sure that it was prohibited
· In 1923 – Canada passed its own Chinese act that made sure that no Chinese people could Immigrate into Canada, and stayed in place until the Second World War
· Victoria Chinese Students’ Strike, 1992
· Tim Stanley, did research on this
· Anti-racism education
· First Day of School in 1992
· 206 students in elementary school students of Chinese decent
· School board gave teachers directions to pull Chinese students out of classroom and segregate them the other students
· There were a number of arguments that were made why this should happen
· Chinese students were working at an  academic lower level and that they were holding the other students back
· Only six of them were not working at or above the grade level
· For recently arrived Chinese students, they are older than there same grade years
· For boys it was dangerous for them to be older than girls in their class because they think Asians are sexual predators
· Idea of Chinese boys being dangerous to young girls
· Already pulled out boys that were two years older than their grade to be taught privately
· Sanitary reasons
· Don’t want children going to school with Chinese students for health reasons
· The Municipal health had been in and found no health concerns 
· The concern here was actually racism – racialization
· No practical reason
· What a concerned citizen said
· Victoria News Paper
· Disgusted that Chinese were in their school system that are reserved for Canadian citizens
· As well as public parks
· Response of the Chinese Community, they strike back!
· Wrote to Papers, wrote the school board
· CCBA
· Published the grade information of students, to show that they were working at the level at and above their peers
· Chinese Canadian club that worked hard against the segregation
· Student’s themselves went on strike – didn’t go to the school
· CCBA established their own schooling for them
· Protest and rallies
· Communities leaders negotiating with the school board
· In 1923, Chinese students were re-allowed into the classrooms
· Attributable to the performance level reviews
· Passed the Chinese exclusion act at this time, because of legislation it settled the fears that Chinese people would take over BC, Chinese seemed less threatening
William MacKenzie King, Julian Bing,  Arthur Meighen
· 1925 Election Results
· Conservative – 116
· Liberals – 101
· Others – 28
· King approached the governor general, King declined to resign – Allowed king to continue to be prime minister
· When Parliament resumed, kings government did have progressive support
· Budget was supported
· King’s feeling that he had support and the confidence of the house
· This began to be shaking, when the liberals began to lose some credibility
· Alberta’s natural resources
· Scandal’s in the custom inquiry
