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OVERVIEW OF LES:

The rapid advance of technology has been a hot topic for schools throughout the last ten years. Schools are finding it increasingly important to have technological resources available to them, seeing that they are becoming essential in people’s everyday lives. Technology not only makes work easier for the most part, but it is relevant to the everyday lives of the students and allows people to access unlimited amounts of information. With the globalization movement and the development of technology, it is becoming increasingly important to know about the various issues happening all over the world to have a better understanding of the place we are living in today. It is also in understanding world issues that we may have a better understanding of where we stand in terms of our society, and they covers topics related to every course learned at school. For these reasons, the focus of this LES is on exploring world issues through the use of technology. It incorporates use of knowledge and skills.

The project is divided into separate, easy steps. The teacher begins by teaching students what a world issue is, how to research, how to create a website, and how to expand their website. This is all taught so that the students can have a clear understanding of the topic at hand and so they can be guided on how to use the technologies available to them. This is what ensures success. The students then work on their project during class time and outside of class. The final step includes presenting the websites as a group to the class, completing peer evaluations, and completing a self-evaluation.  Students are encouraged to think critically and analyze situations, apart from learning new concepts and exercising digital literacy skills.

7 periods of 75 minutes
Goal: 
· To expose students to a variety of devices and technological tools in order to enable them to reinvest this knowledge in the future (potentially in the workforce). 
· To expose students to pressing world issues and to teach them the cause and affect, as well as what they can do to help at an individual level

Competency 8: To cooperate with others- this LES is designed to create a student centered classroom. Students must often work in teams and learn how to cooperate with their peers (sharing, taking turns, having conversations, being respectful). They will be working in teams of 3 therefor they will learn how to cooperate. 
Competency 9: to communicate appropriately- students learn functional language related to this LES. They are encouraged to practice this with their teacher and peers. They must learn that even if they are talking about social media (which is often related to slangs and abbreviated words) they must use appropriate language in class. They will be evaluated over the classes on their appropriateness of communication.
