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End of 20th century liberalism 
· Was sparked by a range a range of social shifts and transformations
·  Reactions against liberal politics in 1960s
· Implosion of official communism after 1989
· Consequent neoliberal attack after the 1980s

· The last 2 decades have been about the transfiguration of public space for the interest of the state and corporate world.

· Anti-terrorist policies that were put in place after 9/11 resulted in the circumscription of popular users of public space.
·  This can by described as a clampdown on public space in the name of public safety/homeland security.

Rise of neoliberalism (reprise of 18th century liberalism)
· Neoliberalism of the 1980s is the reminiscent of the 17th and 18th century liberalism, which was more conservative but definitely advanced for that period.

· Adam Smith’s modern political economy and John Locke’s legal enlightenment got rid of the aristocratic elitism of the feudal era.
· They opened up the market and voting booth to everyone with political standing
· They enshrined universal private property.
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
