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everyone loves police 

·  3 levels of police (RCMP, Provincial police (some dont have this), Municipal police) 

· sometimes u have special police, or harbours , like aboriginal police force 

· varies from province to province 

· West has more policing from RCMP

· each level has variety of how they train officers (recruitment and training) 

· RCMP is 22 months - are they better ? 

· major shift in policing in 50 years (role in communities now)

· > police were reative and caught crime, did so trough force

· > now we depend police to be negotiators and mediators 

· > training changed with roles to negotiating 

· sometimes police are supposed to be turned into more military (G20 protest) 

· they have same training, but sometimes have to do completely different things 

· >negotiation and force 

· increased expectation

· discrimination there will always be unless there are programs 

· less than lethal weapon (Tasers) (taser wouldnt kill someone but u can still use weapon)

· new technology. (expertise and specialization). they have to police internet and dont have the proper training 

· placed in military ranking, but in buracracy at same time 

· privatization, accountability- and training (u want to be private security guard u cant have crim record and ur good) (dont have traning, and fufill jobs that police had with that actual training)

Community policing 

3 styles of policing ******

· watchmen - recognize role in community, maintaining order is primary function. how they do it is informal and discretionary. only intervene if theres a disruption. only jump in if order is disrupter. maintaining order (low arrest rates)

· legalistic style - (opposite of 1st) - agents of law, push community into adopting law. not reactive but active. They push law in perticular area (higher arrest rates)

· community policing model - should be much more involved in what was happening in thier communities. problem for RCMP (took position that u shouldnt be involved in your own community) (police bikes, like beat cops, would walk around - said it was colonizing) police officer became more of an education officer, and councilling community into how they can be safer. make individuals reponsible for own safety, known as a way to reduce accountability 

· discrestion - gave lots of disrcretion to officers 

· without discretion, society is messed, u get pulled over for every little thing 

· but with more discretion, more discrimination 

· robert picton (serial killer of prostitutes) 

· people didnt care as much cause there just prostitutes, alot of them were abouriginal and police didnt care 

Police under fire 

· push now to get police to do everything

· police forced are alienated and viewed with suspition now 

· adversarial now with outside community (mistrust) 

· police see society that people dont see all the time, have different view because u see bad side of everyonr 

· sociologically and psychology dangerous for police

· useually they dont assosiate with people outside police realm 

Reality 

· police time is boring and routine, filling paper work and sitting in car (20% of time investigating)

· same risk of getting hurt as biologist 

· canada has low rate of complant 

Solutions 

· education and more training. education alone doesnt solve these problems 

· active recruitment

· police dont need more training its that they need different training 

· more minorities in police, active move to have more women police and minorities 

· psychologically 

privatizing policing (rigakos) 

· cost of policing is higher , we rely on private security 

· 2:1 of private security guards to police officers 

· prevent people from going were they dont want them to go 

· BIA’a business imporvment areas. (Toronto) promote business in particular area. they higher private security to police that area (shoplifting ect)... alot of BIA’s have highered police officers. this meshing of roles leaves police guarding owners of public 

· most dont engage in citizens arrest 

· dramatic expansion for citizen arrest

Expertise in courtroom 

· law and science both discourses of truth production (Moore and DTC & this is worst of both worlds) offender not given rights they normally would and same violence 

· sci and law oppose eachother 

· should be relationship 

· Ex. people can sue boss if they get carpol tunnel, all of a sudden more cases of carpol tunnel 

· law always maintain position as gatekeeper (judge decides if its good science or bad science) 

· science - genreal and theoretical knowledge, agnostic (doesnt matter whats true or not for the case) science i interested in intellectual honesty (be aware people can prove u wrong 

· law: opposite, its specific cases, its about uncertainty. Its case by case. u bring evidence into case, not to determine truth but so that u win 

· should expert be an educator or advocate

· in todays society they are advocate, undermines expert testimony 

Sanders: Alternatives?

· court appointed experts, dont work for parties but work for court 

· change is limited by adversarial system (idealogy: more than mere legal tec> incorporate entire political i,age of justice) 

· more inquisitorial if neutral party 

Problem of interpretation (again) 

· u can convict someone on any peice of evidence apparently

· requires someone to interpret 

· credibility in question 

· experts are highly used 

· Ex. copyright wouldnt play both songs they would get psychologists to analyze and tell u why they are different 

· what makes legal interpretation is ‘’written in violence’’. 

Dr. Charles smith :cautionary tale

· 1/4 people in can to be able to do autopsy 

· seen as overly dogmatic and overstatemts 

· seen as leading charge of conviction , more of prosecutor 

· 2005 review of child atopsyies 45:20 had mistakes , 15 ended in convictions 

Goudge Inquiry 

· always people who are at top of thier game and they are counted upon to give case decisions 

· what if they found that they were wrong and everyone who got convicted shouldnt have 

· expets have to be outside process, smith had hate for child abuse, if he saw any signs he automatically said it was child abuse 

· Smith endangered many ppl for bad reasons without evidence 

· but its not just about smith, its about pathology and systemic. not just gonna solve cases with getting ride of smith 

· he reviewed 142 cases of smith, people have been let out 

· ensure pathologists approach case in evidence based way, use medical findigns to build impartial thoery
